Wednesday’s Matchup 

It’s the opener of a three-game series between the Grizzlies and Steelheads. Utah is 1-5 vs Idaho this season. The 

Grizz are 10-5-1 in their last 16 games. Brandon Cutler leads the Grizzlies in goals (23) and shots on goal (196). 

Brett Stapley has 7 goals in 11 games in February. Cutler and Stapley are both a +6 in 11 games in February. Kyle 

Mayhew is 2nd among all league rookie defenseman with 34 points (8 goals, 26 assists). Mick Messner has 2 goals 

and 5 assists in his last 6 games. Dylan Fitze has 4 goals and 2 assists in his last 4 games. Utah has outscored 

opponents 24 to 15 in the third periods over their last 16 games. The Grizz are 17-3-1 when scoring first this season.  

The Steelheads are 8-1-1 over their last 10 games. Idaho is in second place in the Mountain Division with 73 

standings points and a .702 Winning percentage.  

 

Dylan Fitze Hat Trick Leads Utah to Victory 

On February 23rd in Kansas City it was the Dylan Fitze show as he scored 3 goals in Utah’s 7-4 win. It was Fitze’s 

second professional hat trick. He scored 3 goals for Orlando in a 6-2 win vs Wheeling on January 14, 2022. Fitze 

became the first Grizzlies player to score 3 or more goals in a game since Brandon Cutler scored 4 goals vs Rapid 

City on January 27, 2023.

The Captain is Back…. In Colorado 

Grizzlies captain Josh Wesley returned to the AHL’s Colorado Eagles on February 26th. Wesley leads all league 

defensemen with 14 goals. Wesley has a point in 14 of his last 19 games with Utah. He has appeared in 7 games 

with Colorado and has 1 assist and a +3 rating.  

 

Outstanding Home Crowds at Maverik Center  

On February 17th a crowd of 8291 saw Utah win 2-1. A season high crowd of 10,498 saw the Grizzlies Defeated 

Rapid City 4-2 on January 27. Utah has averaged 7,159 fans per game over their last 12 home games. For the season 

Utah is averaging 5,823 fans per game.  

 

Back-to-Back 4 Assist Games  

On February 10th Utah defenseman Kyle Mayhew had 4 assists in Utah’s 6-5 overtime win at Idaho. Mayhew is 2nd 

among all league rookie defenseman with 30 points (7 goals, 23 assists). In the next Grizzlies game on February 16 th 

forward Mick Messner assisted in all 4 of Utah’s goals in the 4-2 victory over Wheeling. Messner has 10 assists in 

his last 10 games. Mick has 4 multiple assists performances in his last 10 games.

Josh Wesley leads all league defensemen with 14 goals. Wesley is 3rd among league defenseman with 143 shots 

on goal. He leads all league defensemen with 6 power play goals. He had a Gordie Howe Hat Trick vs Rapid City on 

January 27. Wesley has a point in 8 of his last 10 games and a goal in 6 of his last 10. The captain has a point in 15 

of his last 20 games (10 goals, 8 assists). 
Kyle Mayhew is 2nd among league rookie defenseman with 34 points (8g, 26a). Mayhew had 4 assists and was a

Kinasewich led the Grizzlies 

to a 42-27-2-1 record, winning the Mountain Division title for the first time in team history. Christian Horn is the 

new Grizzlies assistant coach. Last season Horn was an assistant coach with the EIHL’s Cardiff Devils. Horn played 

with Utah in the final game of the 2019-2020 season, scoring 1 goal at Rapid City on March 7, 2020. Horn played in 

24 games with Utah in the 2020-2021 season, scoring 2 goals and 5 assists. Jaxson Hibbard is the first year Head 

Equipment Manager after spending the past 2 seasons as Assistant Equipment Manager. Collin Lee will be in his 

fourth year as Grizzlies Athletic Trainer.

assist at Tulsa on Feb. 4, 2024. 2023-2024 EV Duisburg Foxes – Germany3 league (10 games, 3 goals, 3 assists, 6 

points, 4 PIM, -8). He was selected in the 7th round (207th overall) by the Montreal Canadiens in the 2015 NHL 

Draft. He has appeared in 10 AHL games, scoring 1 goal and 1 assist. He was the captain of the OHL’s Windsor 

Spitfires in the 2016-17 season, where he scored 43 points (24 goals, 19 assists) in 51 games. He played for St. 

Francis Xavier University from 2018-2021 and Ryerson University in 2022. Last season he played with 2 different 

clubs in Slovakia. 

12 - Aaron Aragon – Utah 2023-2024 (34 games, 8 goals, 1 assist, 9 points, -2, 26 PIM, 49 shots). 2022-2023 

Savannah (6 games, 0 goals, 2 assists, 2 points, 2 PIM, -2). Aragon played in 41 games with Macon (SPHL) and had 

19 goals, 20 assists, 39 points in 41 games. He also played in 1 game with Knoxville (SPHL). Aragon played at the 

U. of New England from 2018-2022. Aragon played in 4 games with Idaho in the 2023-2024 season and had 2 goals 

and 3 assists in 4 games. Aragon has two games with 2 goals in the 2023-2024 season.  

14 – Adam Berg – Utah 2023-2024 (26 games, 7 goals, 10 assists, 17 points, +4, 12 PIM, 44 shots). Cincinnati 

2023-2024 (8 games, 1 goal, 1 assist, 2 points, 0 PIM, -3). Berg appeared in 19 regular season games with 



Cincinnati in the 2022-23 campaign, where he had 4 goals and 2 assists. Berg scored 2 goals in 11 games in the 2023 

Kelly Cup Playoffs. Berg played at Brock University from 2018-2023, scoring 68 points (35 goals, 33 assists) in 91 

games.  

24 – Nathan Burke – Utah 2023-2024 (42 games, 15 goals, 17 assists, 32 points, -4, 51 PIM, 105 shots). Burke 

scored the game winning goal in overtime on Feb. 10, 2024 at Idaho. 2022-2023 Bowling Green State University 

(36 games, 17 goals, 12 assists, 29 points, 12 PIM, +7). Burke also appeared in 10 games with the AHL’s San Jose 

Barracuda and scored 3 goals and 2 assists. Burke also scored 2 assists in 4 games with the ECHL’s Orlando Solar 

Bears. Burke was acquired in a trade with Orlando on October 18, 2023. Burke scored 33 goals and 19 assists in 2 

seasons at Bowling Green. Earlier in his college career he played at the University of Minnesota from 2018-2021.  

23 – J.C. Campagna – Utah 2023-2024 (12 games, 1 goal, 4 assists, 5 points, -2, 18 PIM, 27 shots). 2022-23 Tulsa 

(7 games, 1 goal, 2 assists, 3 points, 4 PIM, +3). Campagna appeared in 199 ECHL games prior to joining Utah on 

December 16, 2023. The Grizz are his 10th different ECHL team he has played with. His best pro season came in the 

2018-19 campaign with Fort Wayne where he scored 35 goals and 14 assists in 61 games.  

28- Cody Caron – Utah 2023-2024 (13 games, 0 goals, 3 assists, 3 points, -2, 26 PIM, 10 shots. Cincinnati 2022-

2023 (55 games, 2 goals, 8 assists, 10 points, 118 PIM, -4). Prior to turning pro, Caron played three seasons of 

college hockey at Carleton University. Caron has good size at 6’2” and 197 pounds.  

29 - Brandon Cutler – Utah 2023-2024 (46 games, 21 goals, 15 assists, 36 points, -5, 59 PIM, 4 GWG, 175 shots). 

Utah 2022-2023 (32 games, 15 goals, 15 assists, 30 points, -14, 12.0 shooting %). Cutler also appeared in 3 games 

with the AHL’s Belleville Senators, 6 games with the Hartford Wolf Pack and 9 games with the Colorado Eagles. In 

55 games with Utah over the past 2 seasons (2021 through 2023) Cutler has 57 points (25 goals, 32 assists) and a +1 

rating. Cutler has 2 overtime game winning goals this season (Jan. 20 at Kansas City, Feb. 3 at Tulsa). He also has 1 

overtime game winning assist this season (Feb. 10 at Idaho).  

13 - Dylan Fitze – Utah 2023-2024 (31 games, 8 goals, 10 assists, 18 points, +1, 18 PIM, 81 shots). Utah 2022-2023 

(72 games, 17 goals, 21 assists, 38 points, -22, 61 PIM). Fitze was 3rd on the club with 203 shots on goal. Fitze has 

appeared in 81 straight regular season games for the Grizzlies since being acquired in March 2022 from Orlando.  

Dylan was a key contributor in the second half of the season as he scored 23 points (9 goals, 14 assists) in the final 

27 games of the regular season. Fitze tied for the team lead with 3 goals in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs. 

Fitze had a Gordie Howe Hat Trick on February 17, 2023 at Savannah, where he scored 1 goal, 2 assists and a fight 

in a 6-3 Utah win. 3 days later he scored 2 goals and 1 assist at Orlando in a 6-5 overtime loss. Fitze scored 3 goals 

in Utah’s 7-4 win at Kansas City on February 23, 2024.  

25- Cole Gallant – Utah 2023-2024 (42 games, 7 goals, 23 assists, 30 points, -5, 10 PIM, 61 shots). 2022-2023 

Western Michigan University (39 games, 6 goals, 18 assists, 24 points, 4 PIM, +17 rating). After his senior season at 

Western Michigan he finished the 2022-2023 campaign with the Trois-Rivieres Lions, where he scored 2 goals and 2 

assists in 7 games. Gallant led Utah with 10 assists in the month of January, 2024.  

10 - Mick Messner – Utah 2023-2024 (46 games, 11 goals, 13 assists, 24 points, -3, 18 PIM, 114 shots).  Utah 

2022-2023 (6 games, 0 points, +1). Messner started his college career at the University of Wisconsin and played 

there for 2 years from 2018-2020. He transferred to Merrimack College, where he spent 3 seasons from 2020-2023. 

He signed with the Grizzlies 

on April 4, 2023 and he made his pro debut at Idaho on April 5, 2023. Messner appeared in 1 game in the 2023 Kelly 

Cup Playoffs. Messner scored two shorthanded goals vs Newfoundland on November 24, 2023.  

6 – Max Neill – Utah 2023-2024 (2 games, 0 points, 6 PIM, 2 shots). The 23-year-old Neill played with the 

University of Waterloo this season and scored 10 goals and 9 assists in 25 games this season. Last season he played 

at Lindenwood University. He played in juniors with Johnstown and Minnesota of the NAHL. Neill is 6’1” and 190 

pounds. His father, Mike Neill, was a 3rd round draft pick by the New York Islanders in 1983. He played in 5 seasons 

professionally.

“Ironman” Penner has also played in every 

preseason and postseason contest for Utah over the last 2 plus seasons. Penner led all Utah forwards in plus/minus 

(+22) in the 2021-2022 Mountain Division Championship season. Penner played at Colgate University from 2016-

2020.  

7 -  Brett Stapley – Utah 2023-2024 (41 games, 14 goals, 27 assists, 41 points, +4, 18 PIM, 116 shots). Stapley 

leads Utah with 10 multiple point games. 2022-2023 Trois-Rivieres (57 games, 11 goals, 41 assists, 52 points, 35 

PIM, -27). Stapley was selected in the 7th round (190th overall) by the Montreal Canadiens in the 2018 NHL Draft. 

Stapley was a member of the 2022 NCAA National Champions at Denver, where he was a teammate with Grizzlies 

defenseman Kyle Mayhew and former Grizzlies forward Cameron Wright. Stapley was outstanding during the 

championship year, scoring 43 points (18 goals, 25 assists) and was a +22 in 41 games in his 2021-2022 senior 



season. In 121 games at Denver he scored 99 points (32 goals, 67 assists). Stapley signed an AHL contract with the 

Colorado Eagles for the 2023-2024 season.

City Storm, SPHL (19 games, 0 goals, 2 assists, 2 points, 14 PIM, -3). Stone appeared in 24 games with the 

Grizzlies over the past 2 seasons, 16 games in 2021-2022 and 8 games last season.   

40 – Robbie Stucker – Utah 2023-2024 (2 games, 0 points, 1 shot). Iowa 2023-2024 (25 games, 0 goals, 11 assists, 

11 points, -11, 12 PIM, 27 shots). Stucker was acquired by Utah in a trade for Dakota Raabe on Feb. 8, 2024. 

Stucker scored his first professional goal with South Carolina vs Jacksonville on March 19, 2023. Stucker was 

selected by the Columbus Blue Jackets in the 7th round (210th overall) in the 2017 NHL Entry Draft. Last season 

Stucker began his pro career as he played in 10 games with the South Carolina Stingrays. Stucker began his college 

career at the University of Minnesota, where he appeared in 79 games from 2018-2021. He Transferred to the 

University of Vermont, where he played in 67 games for 2 seasons from 2021-2023, scoring 7 goals and 22 assists.

Wesley has 167 games of AHL experience, including 65 games with the Springfield Thunderbirds, where he 

scored 12 points (5 goals, 7 assists) and had a +11 rating. Wesley has spent time in the ECHL with Florida, Tulsa 

and Maine. Wesley was drafted in the 4th round (96th overall) by the Carolina Hurricanes in the 2014 NHL Draft. He 

is the son of NHL all-star and Stanley Cup champion Glen Wesley. 

12 – Quinn Wichers – Utah 2023-2024 (26 games, 2 goals, 8 assists, 10 points, Even +/-, 20 PIM, 34 shots). 

Wheeling 2023-2024 (3 games, 0 points, 1 shot). Wichers was acquired by Utah in a trade for Jordan Martel on 

December 13, 2023. Wichers has played in 3 games with the Wheeling Nailers this season. Prior to that he spent 2 

seasons with the Rapid City Rush from 2021-2023, scoring 3 goals and 17 assists in 93 games. He also had 4 assists 

for the Rush in 11 games in the 2022 Kelly Cup Playoffs.

Cranley had previously been on the roster for the AHL’s Springfield 

Thunderbirds. He was drafted by the St. Louis Blues in the 6th round (163rd overall) in the 2020 NHL Entry Draft. 

Cranley signed a three-year NHL entry-level contract with the St. Louis Blues in March 2, 2022. 



Giannuzzi got his first 

professional shutout with a 32 save clean sheet vs Tulsa on December 31, 2023. Portland, WHL 2022-2023 (41 

games, 23-13-5 W-L, 3.33 GAA, .894 save %). Giannuzzi held a 59-32-10 record along with a 3.07 goals-against 

average, .896 save percentage and 5 shutouts during his 109-game WHL career with the Portland Winterhawks. He 

is currently in AHL camp with the Manitoba Moose.
