Pursuant to Section 92-5(a)(4), HRS, the committee may enter into executive
session to consult with the committee’s attorney on questions and issues
pertaining to the committee’s powers, duties, privileges, immunities, and
liabilities, if appropriate.

If, however, audiovisual
communication cannot be restored, then the meeting may be reconvened with
audio-only communication using the above-listed telephone number. Any
nonconfidential visual aids brought to the meeting by committee members or as
part of a scheduled presentation will be made publicly available on the Statewide
Elections Accessibility Needs Advisory Committee website within fifteen (15)
minutes after audio-only communication is restored.

If it is not possible to reconvene the meeting within thirty (30) minutes after an
interruption of communication and the committee members has not provided
reasonable notice to the public as to how the meeting will be continued at an
alternative date and time, then the meeting shall be automatically terminated.
