Topic & Notes Decision 

Resource Track on Rolling Stock- Location Based Services (LBS): 
• Satellite terminals in service: 

o ORBCOMM ST-6100 
 Accuracy: 2m Circular Error Probable (CEP) 
 Built for use in remote areas. 
 Can be reprogramed and managed remotely. 
 Accelerometer can be used for emergency alert. 
 749 active terminals on all 600 series mobile BLM equipment. 
 Reports on startup (key activated) and every ¾ mile. 
 Can be programmed to send location/data on other actions. 

• Satellite terminal installation: 
o Most new equipment comes prewired. 
o Can be installed in the field. 
o Ports for other data transfers. 

• Viewing data: 
o EGP- not data specific. 
o SKYMIRA-web based vehicle tracker, mobile app. 

• Vehicle tracker portal (VTP): 
o All users will be able to see the last location transmitted by the LBS unit. 
o Equipment history/tracks will only be viewable by LBS managers and state super users. 

• DOI fire equipment (estimates): 
o BIA- 673 
o BLM- 780 
o FWS- 476 
o NPS- 213 

• LBS future: 
o Explore options of charging monthly access to Working Capital Fund (WCF).

o Engagement with Interagency Computer Assisted Dispatch (CAD) working team for 
integration into CAD programs. 
 Written into new CAD contract. 

o Engagement with interagency partners for information and project sharing. 
o Creating efficiencies for Duty Officers (DOs) and dispatch. 
o Safety and Risk Management implications. 
o Fleet management- tracking maintenance. 

• Basic costs: 
o Initial costs: 

 Satellite terminal- $690 
 Terminal activation- $25 

o Recurring costs: 
 Monthly fee for data- $48 (based on data package used) 
 Monthly web portal access- $15 

o Startup cost for a year: 
 $1,465 per terminal 
 Future annual cost- $750 per terminal 

o Annual agency costs: 
 First year- $2,578,831 
 Future years- $1,606,500 

Agency Administrators (AA) Representatives on Incident Workforce Development Group (IWDG):

o Previously had an M-582, Fire Management Leadership Course Cadre representative as a 
member.

 1- State/local, if practicable 
 Ensure wide geographic coverage in representation.
