Prohibiting, during a regular session of the General Assembly, the State
Treasurer and a person acting on behalf of the State Treasurer, as to a candidate
for federal, State, or local office or certain campaign finance entities, from
receiving a contribution, conducting a fund-raising event, soliciting a
contribution, or depositing or using any contribution of money that was not
deposited prior to the session.
