LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS’ PENSION SYSTEM — BENEFITS

Altering the accrual rate from 2.0% to 2.5% for service earned on or after July
1, 2024, for calculating the retirement allowance for certain retirees of the Law
Enforcement Officers’ Pension System; altering the maximum benefit that
certain retirees of the Law Enforcement Officers’ Pension System may receive,
from 65% to 70% of the member’s average final compensation; etc.

SAFETY SURCHARGES AND REPORT — SUNSET EXTENSION

Extending the termination date for certain provisions of law that reduce the
school facilities surcharge for certain multifamily housing, exempt certain
dwelling units from the school facilities surcharge, authorize the governing
body of Prince George’s County to reduce the school facilities surcharge up to
50% for certain dwelling units, and require Prince George’s County to conduct
a certain review of certain surcharges and report its findings to certain persons
in Prince George’s County and the General Assembly by a certain date.
