Authorizing designated medical personnel to administer medical cannabis to 

qualifying patients only if the cannabis is obtained through the qualifying 

patients caregiver and is administered in accordance with the certifying 

provider’s written instructions; providing that designated medical personnel are 

not required to register with the Maryland Cannabis Administration; and 

exempting designated medical personnel from civil and criminal penalties 

relating to the administration of medical cannabis.

Requiring recreational vehicle dealers to hold a dealer agreement with a 

manufacturer to sell the manufacturer’s recreational vehicles in the State; and 

altering the required terms and conditions of a recreational dealer agreement, 

including terms and conditions related to termination and nonrenewal, transfer 

of dealer ownership, warranty obligations, dealer inspection and rejection of 

recreational vehicles, and prohibited acts, dispute resolution, and penalties.
