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 Sec 1. Sections 68A-1, 68A-3, 68A-4, 68A-5, and 68A-8 are amended as 1 

follows. 2 

68A-1. Definitions. 3 

For purposes of this Chapter, the following terms have the meanings 4 

indicated: 5 

(a) Board of directors means the board of directors of an urban district 6 

corporation. 7 

(b) Class 1 property means real property used or intended to be used for 8 

residential use categories under Chapter 59. 9 

(c) Class 2 property means real property used or intended to be used for 10 

commercial or industrial use categories under Chapter 59. 11 

[[(b)]] (d) Corporation means an urban district corporation. 12 

[[(c)]] (e) Department means a County department, principal office, or 13 

other office that the County Executive designates to perform functions 14 

under this Chapter.  Department does not include an urban district 15 

corporation. 16 

[[(d)]] (f) Maintaining streetscape amenities means cleaning, repairing 17 

rehabilitating, or replacing streetscape amenities. 18 

[[(e)]] (g) Maintaining the streetscape includes cleaning sidewalks, 19 

driveways, streets, and other public areas; collecting trash; and caring 20 

for trees and other plantings.  Maintaining the streetscape includes 21 

streetscaping of the medians and street sweeping, but does not include 22 

maintaining the road or the curbs. 23 

[[(f)]] (h) Off-site amenity means a streetscape amenity installed by an 24 

optional method developer on a public right-of-way. 25 

[[(g)]] (i) On-site amenity means a streetscape amenity installed by an 26 

optional method developer on property owned by the optional method 27 
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developer or on private property not owned by an optional method 28 

developer. 29 

[[(h)]] (j) Optional method development means property for which the 30 

owner has agreed with the Maryland-National Capital Park and 31 

Planning Commission to be responsible for installing and maintaining 32 

both on-site and off-site improvements. 33 

[[(i)]] (k) Streetscape amenity includes such items as bulletin boards and 34 

electronic displays; communication systems; containers for growing 35 

things; fountains and pools; drinking fountains; functional and 36 

decorative lighting; outdoor seating; restrooms; seating and other street 37 

furniture; shelters for pedestrians and persons using public 38 

transportation; non-standard paving; sidewalks; trees and other 39 

plantings; trash containers; vending booths and kiosks; works of art; 40 

any outdoor item that an optional method developer agreed to install 41 

and maintain as a condition of site plan approval; and other items of a 42 

similar character or purpose. 43 

[[(j)]] (l) Urban district corporation means a corporation created under 44 

Section 68A-9. 45 

68A-3. Creation of urban districts; purposes. 46 

(a) Urban districts are created in the business districts of Wheaton, 47 

Bethesda, [and] Silver Spring, and Friendship Heights as described in 48 

Section 68A-8. 49 

(b) Except as provided in subsection (c), the department may provide the 50 

public services and facilities necessary to implement the following 51 

purposes of an urban district: 52 

(1) maintaining the streetscape and streetscape amenities on: 53 

 (A) public rights-of-way; and 54 
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 (B) any property that is used by the general public; 55 

(2) promoting and programming public interest activities that benefit 56 

both residential and commercial interests of an urban district 57 

(and which may incidentally benefit neighboring communities, 58 

or neighboring jurisdictions if the neighboring jurisdictions share 59 

a common economic interest with the subject urban district); 60

68A-4. Funding. 62 

 (a) General. Each urban district is funded through: 63 

  (1) Urban District Tax. 64 

(A) Except as provided in paragraph (7), [Each] each tax year 65 

the County Council may levy against all the assessable real 66 

and personal property in an urban district a sum not greater 67 

than 30 cents on each $100 of assessable property. 68 

(B) The urban district tax is levied and collected as other 69 

county taxes are levied and collected by law. 70 

(C) The urban district tax has the same priority, bears the same 71 

interest and penalties, and in every respect must be treated 72 

the same as other county taxes. 73 

(D) The urban district tax rate may differ from one urban 74 

district to another. 75 

  (2) Parking Lot District fees. 76 

(A) The County Council may transfer revenue from parking 77 

fees to the fund of the urban district in which the fees are 78 

collected. 79 

(B) The amount of revenue from parking fees transferred to an 80 

urban district must not exceed the amount calculated by 81

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multiplying: 82 

    (i) The number of parking spaces in the urban district  83 

by 84 

    (ii) The number of enforcement hours per year by 85 

    (iii) 20 cents. 86 

(C) The amount of revenue from parking fees may differ from 87 

one urban district to another. 88 

(3) Maintenance charge on optional method developments. 89 

(A) The County Executive may charge each optional method 90 

development for the cost of maintaining off-site amenities 91 

for that development, including the County's cost of 92 

liability insurance. 93 

(B) The County Executive may collect a maintenance charge 94 

under this section in the same way that the County collects 95 

taxes. 96 

(C) A maintenance charge under this section has the same 97 

priority and bears the same interest and penalties as county 98 

taxes. 99 

  (4) Commercial district charge.   100 

(A) Except as provided in paragraph (7), each tax year the 101 

County Council may levy a commercial district charge on 102 

each owner of real property within the district used by 103 

commercial or residential tenants, computed as: 104 

(i) for Class 2 Properties, excluding hotels and motels,  105 

the amount of $0.165 per square foot for each net 106 

rentable square foot; 107 

(ii)  for hotels or motels, the amount of $120 per hotel  108

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or motel room; and 109 

(iii) for Class 1 Properties that contain 5 or more110 

 residential units, available for rental for non-111 

 transient residential dwelling purposes, $120 per 112 

 unit.  113 

(B) Except as provided under paragraph (4)(A), Class 1 114 

Properties and residences are exempt from the commercial 115 

district charge under this paragraph. 116 

(C) Residential units restricted by law to households earning 117 

100 percent of the area median income or less are exempt 118 

from the commercial district charge under this paragraph. 119 

(D) The Director must collect the charge in the same manner 120 

as County real property taxes, apply the same interest, 121 

penalties, and other remedies (including tax sale) if the 122 

charge is not paid, and generally treat the charge for 123 

collection and administration purposes as if it were a 124 

County real property tax. The Director may treat any 125 

unpaid charge as a lien on the property to which the charge 126 

applies. 127 

(E) The Director may require each property owner within the 128 

district to report annually, on a form provided by the 129 

Director and by a deadline specified by the Director: 130 

 (i) the number of Class 2, hotel or motel, or Class 1  131 

square footage or units, as applicable, subject to the  132 

charge; 133 

(ii) the amount of charge required by this Section to be  134 

collected; and 135

[(4)] (5) Transfer from the General Fund. The Council may transfer 139 

revenues from the County general fund to an urban district. The 140 

transfer may be subject to repayment as specified in the Council 141 

resolution approving the district's annual operating budget. 142 

[(5)] (6) Miscellaneous Revenue. All other revenues collected by 143 

an urban district, including charges for services and private 144 

contributions, must remain in the respective urban district fund, 145 

and, subject to appropriation, may be used to fund the urban 146 

district budget. 147 

(7) Exclusivity of urban district tax or commercial district charge.  148 

Within a single urban district, the Council may levy under this 149 

Section either an urban district tax or a commercial district 150 

charge, but not both.   151

68A-5. Advisory committees. 153 

(a) Composition. Each urban district must have an advisory committee, or 154 

an urban district corporation board of directors, whose members are 155 

appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the County 156 

Council. 157

(4) The Friendship Heights Urban District Advisory Committee has 159 

5 members.  The County Executive must strive to appoint the 160 

members so that: 161 

(A) two members are commercial property owners in the 162

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district nominated by the Friendship Heights Alliance; 163 

(B) one member is a resident renter in the district; 164 

(C) one member is a residential property owner in the district; 165

representative nominated by the Greater Bethesda 168 

Chamber of Commerce. 169 

[(4)] (5) The County Executive may reject a person nominated to 170 

serve on an advisory committee and request additional 171 

nominations from the same source. 172
