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(2) does not provide the administrator with information that the 428 

administrator requires; or 429 

(3) attains age [70] 85, or a later age if required under federal law, if 430 

the benefit is for a non-service connected disability.   431 

33-134. Reduction of benefits. 432 

(a) Reduction by payments received.  Disability benefits must be reduced by 433 

any amount the employee receives from: 434 

*     *     * 435 

(4) the optional or integrated plan of the employees’ retirement system 436 

under Article III; and 437 

(5) the retirement savings plan under this Division, or amounts the 438 

employee is entitled to receive under the retirement savings plan 439 

for a public safety employee[; and 440 

(6) employment, including net earnings from self-employment, 441 

received directly or indirectly].   442 

(b) Amount of reduction.  The disability benefits must be reduced by[: 443 

(1) one dollar for every three dollars of earnings under paragraph 444 

(a)(6); and 445 

(2)] one dollar for every one dollar of other payments under subsection 446 

(a).   447

Sec. 2.  Effective date.  The Council declares that this legislation is necessary 449 

for the immediate protection of the public interest.  This Act takes effect on the date 450 

on which it becomes law.  451 
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
