	Brief Summary of Request: The COVID-19 pandemic poses a unique challenge to health care providers, health systems, and hospitals. The legislature created the Health Care Response Fund to assist these providers in responding to the COVID crisis. These grants in excess of $1,000,000 are submitted for review to the Legislative Advisory Commission. 

The application process opened on April 14, 2020. The grant applications were reviewed by teams of staff with experience and expertise with the provider type. The applicants were prioritized based on urgency of need, high impact areas, active infections, financial need, reasonableness of request, need for preparation, and coordination of effort with other state and regional COVID19 response efforts.

Each grant recipient submitted a specific request to MDH. These funds will be used to support urgent COVID-19 needs of healthcare providers. These funds will be used to support hospital systems and long term care facilities in their system wide response to COVID. These grant awards will be used to fund provider activities and purchases related to the COVID-19 response including, but not limited to, PPE, testing supplies and equipment, increased staffing, equipment for ICU beds for COVID treatment, staff outreach and training, isolation space, ventilators and related equipment, and negative pressure rooms.
