The Guide to Ethical Practice in College Admission is a living and evolving document
that includes suggested best ethical practices. As such, structures within NACAC will
continue to solicit feedback from members, follow field trends, and update observed
and suggested best practices accordingly.

Best practices are just that—highly recommended, but no longer enforced
through punitive or corrective actions by the association. There will be no
continuing nor ongoing NACAC-imposed sanctions for actions which deviate
