Based on prel iminary r e p o r t s  from t h e  S t a t e  h ighwapagencies ,  t r a v e l  
during Apr i l  1980 on a l l  roads and s t r e e t s  i n  t h e  na t ion  decreased 
by -4.4 percent  a s  compared t o  A p r i l  1979, r e s u l t i n g  i n  est imated 
t r a v e l  f o r  t h e  month a t  121,802 m i l l i o n  v e h i c l e  miles. This t o t a l  
inc ludes  43,306 m i l l i o n  v e h i c l e  mi les  on main r u r a l  roads,  12,061 
m i l l i o n  v e h i c l e  mi les  on o t h e r  r u r a l  roads,  and 86,435 m i l l i o n  
v e h i c l e  mi les  on c i t y  s t r e e t s .
