; Large increases in traffic durlng July over the corresponding
month of 1944 were indicated by preliminary data collected in
practically all sections of the cotntry. During the month increases
were found on main highways of all States reporting thess data‘

- L except those of North Dakota and Utah and on local roads except
o~ for scattered portions of this system in six States. In the
k eastern States traffic increased 10.8 percent over the 1844 estimates;

in the central States the increase was 9.5 percent; in the mountain
and western States it was 16.1 percent. These increases exceeded
those of any other month in their respective areas ‘since the
‘beginning of the war. Traffic in the entire country increased
S 11. [o] percent which was likewise a record increment for any month
during the war period. :
