Based on preliminary reports from the state highway agencies, travel
during December 1978 on all roads and streets in the nation increased by
4.5 percent as compared to December 1977, resultiﬁg in estimated travel
for the month at 121,507 milljon vehicle miles. This total includes
42,684 million vehicle miles on main rural roads, 11,128 million vehicle
miles on other rural roads, and 67,695 million vehlcle miles on city
streets.

totals for each year since 1970 are also included. 2
