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Traffic Volume Trends - Decembeq 1980

Based on preliminary reports from the State hlgthay agencies, travel during
December 1980 on all roads and streets in the nation decreased by -0.4 percent as
compared to December 1979, resulting in estimated travel for the month at 121,747
million vehicle miles. This total includes 42,131 million vehicle miles on main rural
roads, 11,594 million vehicle miles on other rural roadsl and 68, 021 million vehicle
miles on c1ty streets.

Travel for the current month as well as the cumulative yearly total on main rural ~

roads and for all roads and streets is shown below. Similar totals for each year since
1970 are also included.
