Requirements
All Funding Levels

• 501(C)3 organization

• 100% of the project must serve residents within the 
Arizona geographic boundaries. 

• Listing of Fiesta Bowl Charities logo on funded 
program or capital initiative (if applicable). Example: 
Logo on t-shirt, banner, wall, plaque, playground, etc. 

• Most recent fiscal year financial statements, audited if 
available

• Listing Fiesta Bowl Charities as organization partner on 
all web and available marketing assets pertaining to 
the funded program or capital initiative within 30 days 
of funding. 

• Availability to be recognized in August.



The Charitable Giving Committee will score each application on the following categories:

• Grant application and project aligns with at least one or more of Fiesta Bowl 

Charities’ pillars: Youth, Sports and/or Education.

• Applicant’s submitted project or program aligns with the nonprofit organization’s 

mission statement and has a distinct focus, format, and objective.

• Project description is clear and provides detailed information about the need in the 

community and the activities involved. 

• Applicant’s funding sources (financial backing, in-kind donations, volunteer support, 

etc.) indicate the project or program is sustainable beyond Fiesta Bowl funding. 

• The project or program budget is detailed, complete and clearly demonstrates Fiesta 

Bowl funding. 

• Grant application demonstrates potential and/or previous impact. 

• Funded project or program provides an opportunity for Fiesta Bowl Charities mission 

and brand to be recognized proportionally to the funding received.

• All questions were answered, and all documentation required was submitted using 

the forms provided.

Application Process

• Create a new account in the system, even if you previously 

applied to a Fiesta Bowl Charities opportunity. 

• Provide information about your organization when 

completing this year’s application, instead of when you 

set up your account. 

• Provide your current budget and current list of board of 

directors. 

• Complete your current budget via an in-application 

download, then upload it back into the system. 

• The application narratives are counted in characters 

instead of words.
