Primary Information, a nonprofit publisher of artists’ books
and writings, requests support for the digitization (into both
pdf and audiobook form) and free online distribution of 60
long out-of-print and previously inaccessible print
periodicals created by NYC-based artists of color.

The Brooklyn Sunday School Union, Founded in 1816, is
requesting Capital Funding to restore and renovate our
historic brownstone, located in Brooklyn, NY. BSSU has
continuously provided workshops, seminars and trainings
that have been open to the New York City community for
more than 200 years.

Funding will be used to establish a New York Disadvantaged
Business Enterprises Opportunity Center (DBE Center)
designed to scale up DBEs to compete for government
contracting, while fostering economic inclusion, job
creation, and stimulating local economies in targeted
opportunity zones statewide.

The project will restore, repair, catalog, preserve and
organize 50 years of media activities of the Caribbean
Cultural Center African Diaspora Institute, using multimedia
for the curatorial purposes of dissemination, education and
authentic re-telling of the history of the African Diaspora.

Funding will be used to hire a full time Small Business
Liaison who will reach out to small businesses in person and
invite them to join the East Village Independent Merchants
Association, participate in marketing campaigns, and will
make them aware of legal counseling and financial
resources.

Cultural Heritage Treasure of African artifacts.

Funds will be used to design, promote and host a series of
significant programs and events that support MDBE owners
and entrepreneurs' efforts to start, build, and grow
businesses through one-on-one counseling, training
courses, workshops, mentoring and business networking
opportunities.

The Harlem Cultural Archives seeks federal funding to
collect and digitize Harlem's rich cultural history and
contributions, including oral histories, photographs, rare
audio and visual recordings, and historical footage to make
accessible to the general public and researchers.

NYC SBS will launch programming including mentoring,
legal services, etc., with a sharpened focus on direct
services that connect Black M/WBEs to City contracts
through new “Contract Escalator” and build their capacity to
grow through City contracting.

NYC SBS will launch a City-affiliated web platform
showcasing up-to-date information on short-term and
long-term leasing opportunities, crowdsourced from
BIDs/landlords/etc.

Renaissance Economic Development Corporation
(Renaissance) will provide intensive, in-language, culturally
sensitive counseling to help immigrant small business
owners build the digital skills their businesses need to adapt
and thrive in a changing, post-pandemic world.

Funds will help create East Harlem'’s first Business
Improvement District in order to ensure investment into the
East 125th Street corridor, establish an organization that
will be a unified voice for the neighborhood, and to foster
culturally responsible economic development.

The YIVO Institute for Jewish Research is requesting a CDS
allocation in support of its work to preserve and digitize
documents, photographs, sound and film recordings, and
other materials of great historical significance in its
Archives, and make them available online free of charge for
all.

Funds will be used to support two CenterState CEO
programs - the Syracuse Surge Accelerator and the Clean
Tech Center - designed to support entrepreneurship, grow
a more diverse small business sector in Central New York,
and foster clean tech innovation.
