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Gillette Stadium, home of the New England Patriots, is the region’s premier sports and entertainment venue. Since opening in 
2002, every ticketed Patriots home game has sold out and fans have enjoyed more regular season and postseason victories than 
any other team in the NFL. In 21 seasons, the venue has hosted more than 12 million football fans attending Patriots games and been 
the site of seven AFC Championship games – six of them being Patriots victories. During that span, the Patriots own the NFL’s best 
record at home with an overall record of 153-39, including a 19-4 playoff record in Foxborough. 

The 2023 season marks the beginning of a new era for Gillette Stadium as the venue enters its third decade with the unveiling 
of the most dramatic improvements since its opening in 2002. This multi-faceted, complete re-imagining of the north end of the 
stadium is highlighted by a new and enhanced 218-foot lighthouse with a 360-degree observation deck, the largest outdoor curved-
radius video board at a sports venue in the country, a completely reimagined Enel Plaza with a grand staircase leading onto the con-
course, an enhanced Row of Honor, 360-degree connection on the upper concourse, and new concession locations, restrooms, and 
other fan amenities. It also includes the G-P Atrium, a new year-round premium hospitality and function space available exclusively 
to season ticket members on game day, and the Bud Light Celebration Beer Hall, an indoor/outdoor field-level hospitality space that 
gives members unprecedented access to watch the Patriots as they walk from their locker room through the tunnel before accessing 
the game field. Coupled with the reimagined south end zone that was unveiled for the 2021 season, the Kraft family has invested 
$250 million in Gillette Stadium, completely reimagining the north and south ends of the stadium to keep the venue on the cutting 
edge and continually enhance the fan experience. 

LIGHTHOUSE: Gillette Stadium’s signature lighthouse has a whole new look beginning with the 2023 season. Measuring 218 feet 
tall and featuring a 360-degree observation deck with views of neighboring Foxborough center, the Boston and Providence skylines 
and beyond, the lighthouse towers over the north end of the Enel Plaza and interior of Gillette Stadium. In addition to creating new 
game day traditions, the lighthouse serves as a beacon for the New England community. Guests visiting Gillette Stadium and Patriot

cend to the top of the lighthouse to take in the panoramic 
views and capture one-of-a-kind keepsake photos, allow-
ing them to enjoy the stadium and the surrounding area in 
a whole new way. 
VIDEO BOARD: After 2021 saw the installation of a new 
and 50 percent larger video board in the south end zone, 
the north end zone now features the largest outdoor 
curved-radius video board at a sports venue in the coun-
try. This 22,000 square-foot video board stretches the 
length of the stadium’s north end, creating an unparalleled 
second screen experience to enjoy game action, replays, 
statistics and more.

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Continued Investment
The Kraft family invested $300 million in Gillette Stadium 
enhancements in the venue’s first 20 years. The new north 
end enhancements, coupled with the 2021 south end 
renovations, marks an additional $250 million investment.

The Height of Design
The stadium’s new, more prominent signature lighthouse 
in the north end zone rises 22 stories above the playing 
field, towering over the stadium itself, which is 16 stories 
tall. The 218-foot lighthouse is the tallest lighthouse in the 
United States.  

New View
The lighthouse features a 360-degree observation deck 
with views of neighboring Foxborough center, the Boston 
and Providence skylines and beyond.

360-degree connectivity.

Quite a Club
The east and west Putnam Clubs at Gillette Stadium are 
each larger than a football field, with cathedral ceilings 
three stories high and floor-to-ceiling glass walls providing 
end zone to end zone views of the field.

GILLETTE STADIUM FUN FACTSENHANCED ROW OF HONOR: The Row of Honor has been 
expanded to eight permanent seats, features a new digital 
video board to best honor those in attendance and will be 
activated at all ticketed stadium events. Servicemembers in-
vited to be seated in the Row of Honor will continue to be 
recognized and introduced to the crowd during games with 
an announcement.
HOSPITALITY AND FUNCTION SPACES: The reimagined 
north end of the stadium also features new hospitality and 
function spaces,  as well as four new luxury suites, giving all 
levels of the stadium 360-degree connectivity. The 50,000 
square-foot, glass-enclosed G-P Atrium encapsulates the 218-
foot signature lighthouse and is the Patriots largest game day 
hospitality space to open since 2002. Additionally, the new 
Bud Light Celebration Beer Hall is the newest indoor/outdoor 
hospitality space at Gillette Stadium. Located in the northeast 
corner of the stadium, this new field-level club offers mem-
bers unprecedented access to watch the team as they walk 
from their locker room to the field, as well as an open air patio 
to take in the game action. 
FAN EXPERIENCE: These enhancements were all made with 
the fan experience at the forefront. Along with a completely 
reimagined Enel Plaza with a grand staircase leading onto the 
concourse, the reimagined north end of the stadium features 
new and improved concession locations, restrooms and other 
fan amenities. 

Gillette Stadium is also the home of Major League Soccer’s 
New England Revolution and annually hosts international soc-
cer matches, NCAA athletics, professional lacrosse, Feld Mo-
tor Sports and high school football state championships. The 
stadium also hosted the 2016 NHL Winter Classic and will host 
the 2023 Army- Navy Game and 2026 FIFA Men’s World Cup 
matches. Gillette Stadium is one of the world’s top grossing 
concert venues according to Billboard, and has hosted the 
biggest acts in music, including Taylor Swift, Kenny Chesney, 
the Rolling Stones, Bruce Springsteen, Billy Joel, Elton John, 
Coldplay and Beyoncé, just to name a few. The venue also 
served as the northeast’s first large-scale COVID-19 vaccina-
tion site. The site, operated by CIC Health, administered more 
than 610,000 vaccinations over 148 days of operation in early 
2021.
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The Patriots Hall of Fame presented by Raytheon Technologies 
offers a cutting-edge, highly-interactive museum experience. It 
showcases New England Patriots history while providing a permanent 
home to the team’s hall of fame. The facility features 20,000 square 
feet of exhibit space and utilizes the latest in design concepts and 
multimedia technology to bring the Patriots story to life. Its incredible 
Super Bowl Experience gallery has undergone renovations and houses 
all six Vince Lombardi Super Bowl Championship Trophies as well as 
the stories and highlights behind those championships. The Hall of 
Fame’s integrated STEM (science, technology, engineering and math) 
program touches more than 20,000 school field trip visitors annually 
while also honoring a Massachusetts STEM Teacher of the Year. The 
Hall of Fame opened in 2008 and is a unique sports hall of fame and 
interactive experience as well as a must-visit attraction for Patriots and 
football fans alike.

The experience begins as visitors enter an elevator on the ground floor and hear a voice from Patriots history welcoming them to The 
Hall of Fame. The journey continues through 20,000 square feet and two stories until visitors reach one of The Hall of Fame’s signature 
exhibits and its premier photo opportunity: the Patriots’ six Lombardi trophies.

The Hall of Fame features interactive exhibits designed to educate and entertain. Visitors receive instruction from Patriots Head Coach 
Bill Belichick on how plays in the Patriots’ playbook are designed. They also step inside a game-used replay booth and make the call on 
an instant replay review with instruction from former NFL Vice President of Officiating Mike Pereira. Additionally, fans can make Malcolm 
Butler’s famous championship-clinching interception in The Hall of Fame’s incredible Super Bowl Experience exhibit.

The Hall of Fame’s 26 high-definition touch screen kiosks allow visitors to interact with the exhibits in unique ways. Exclusive video 
content is also displayed on 42 high-definition TV monitors, 11 projection screens and the 45-foot-wide panoramic movie screen in the 
Raytheon Technologies Theater, where a 17-minute signature film plays every 20 minutes.

Each Patriots Hall of Famer is immortalized on 30-foot high, five-foot wide video pylons utilizing high-resolution LED displays. Fans can 
choose which Hall of Famer to highlight on one of four touch screen kiosks, causing the pylons to come alive with video and images of 

each player while additional information is displayed 
on the screen below.

To complement the audiovisual experiences, there 
are thousands of football artifacts on display at The 
Hall of Fame, ranging from the priceless (a football 
from the 1876 Harvard-Yale game) to the quirky 
(the infamous snow plow that cleared the way for a 
Patriots win over the Dolphins in 1982) to the sublime 
(The Patriots’ six Super Bowl rings). 

In partnership with the Raytheon Technologies, The 
Patriots Hall of Fame presents an integrated math and 
science education program featuring STEM modules 
that engage field trip students in real-life, football-
related experiences using the engineering design 
process and other standards-based activities. It also 
worked with Raytheon Technologies to develop two 
education interactive experiences – In the Numbers 
and By the Numbers. Both use football to teach math 
and science in an interactive, entertaining way. In the 
Numbers uses a game-show format and challenges 

guests to answer math and science questions to advance a player down the field for a touchdown. By the Numbers asks users to input data and 
then watch to see if the data enables a completed pass or a successful field goal kick. 

In 2015, Yankee magazine named The Patriots Hall of Fame “Best Sports Museum”. In 2009, The Hall of Fame received a Gold MUSE 
Award from the American Association of Museums and The Hall’s signature film, “Patriots Way,” won a CINE Golden Eagle Award. The Hall 
of Fame was also named to Boston Globe Magazine’s Best of the New and was a Yankee magazine Editor’s Choice recommendation. For 
more information, please visit www.patriotshalloffame.com.

. is an American entrepreneur, investor and philanthropist 	
 whose portfolio of businesses and brands range across 

many verticals, including paper and packaging, sports and 
entertainment, real estate and venture investing. His holdings 
include the New England Patriots, New England Revolution, 
Gillette Stadium, International Forest Products, Rand-Whitney 
Group, Rand-Whitney Containerboard and a portfolio of more 
than 100 venture and private-equity investments. 

A lifelong football fan and 23-year New England Patriots 
season ticket holder before buying the team, Kraft became 
the chairman and CEO of the Patriots when he took ownership 
on Jan. 21, 1994. That day he pledged, “My objective in buying 
the Patriots is to help bring a championship to New England.” 
That seemed to be a tall order considering the team’s prior 
success rate. Now, 29 years later, the Patriots boast six Lom-
bardi Trophies, 10 Super Bowl appearances and the highest 
winning percentage in all of professional sports.

In the five years prior to Kraft’s ownership, the team had 
only won 19 of 80 games (.238 winning percentage) with no 
playoff appearances. In fact, in the 34-year history of the 
franchise (1960-93), the Patriots had won just 229 games (in-
cluding playoffs), averaging just 6.6 wins per season, and had 
qualified for the playoffs a mere six times.

The year Kraft bought the team (1994), the Patriots ad-
vanced to the playoffs for the first time in eight seasons. In his 
first five years of ownership, the Patriots won 49 games and 
qualified for the playoffs four times, even advancing to the 
Super Bowl in just his third season at the helm (1996). Over 
Kraft’s 29 seasons (1994-2022), the Patriots won an unprec-
edented 349 games (including playoffs) for an average of 12 
wins per season.

Playoff games offer another stark contrast. Prior to 1994, 
Patriots fans had only been treated to one home playoff 
game, which the Patriots lost to the Houston Oilers in 1978. 
Since 1994, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 22 
times — 19 as division champions — and hosted 27 home 
playoff games, in which they own a 23-4 (.852) record.

The worst-to-first ascent of the New England Patriots since 
Kraft purchased the team may be the greatest in sports history. 
Under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots are second to Pittsburgh 
with just four losing seasons since 1994, recorded at least nine 
wins in 24 of 29 seasons, and won more division titles (19) and 
conference crowns (10) than any other NFL team. In 2018, the 
Patriots claimed their sixth Super Bowl championship during 
Kraft’s tenure. No other team has more in NFL history.
INSTALLING HIS VISION

It didn’t take long for Kraft’s vision to come into focus. His 
personal investment in the team restored the faith of Patriots 
fans and rejuvenated interest throughout New England. The 
year he bought the team, season ticket sales soared to new 
heights, eclipsing 40,000 for the first time in franchise history. 
By the start of his first season, every game was sold out, a 
feat that had never been accomplished in the franchise’s pre-
vious 34 seasons. That achievement ensured local broadcast 
blackouts would be lifted and every Patriots game, home and 
away, would be televised throughout New England for the 
first time in team history. From 1994-2019, every game was 
sold out. Entering the 2023 season, the Patriots have sold out 
305 consecutive home games, including all preseason and 
playoff games, dating back to the first regular season home 
game in 1994 (not including the COVID-19 2020 season). 

Kraft and the Patriots organization have built a winning team in the community. Established in 1994, the New England 
Patriots Foundation was created to support charitable and philanthropic agencies throughout New England.
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ASCENSION
The transformation of the Patriots under Kraft’s leadership 

constitutes one of the greatest franchise revivals in sports 
history. After winning back-to-back Super Bowls and three 
titles in four years, Forbes magazine named the Patriots “The 
Best Team in Sports” in 2005.

In 2007, the New England Patriots won a then fran-
chise-record fifth consecutive division title. They also became 
the first NFL team to win 16 games during the regular season 
and the only team to ever win 18 consecutive games in one 
season. The undefeated regular season boosted the team’s 
regular season record from 2003-07 to 66-14 for a remark-
able .825 winning percentage. The 66 regular season wins 
in that span are the most by any team over any five-year 
stretch in NFL history. Additionally, from Oct. 5, 2003, to Nov. 
8, 2008, the Patriots won 81 games and lost only 19, matching 
the most successful 100-game stretch since the league was 
founded in 1920. 

The Kraft-era Patriots also set three significant NFL re-
cords for consecutive wins. From 2003-04, the Patriots won 
21 consecutive games, including playoffs. From 2006-08, 
the Patriots won 21 consecutive regular season games. Ad-
ditionally, the Patriots established an NFL record by winning 
10 consecutive playoff games (2001-05). During that time, the 
Patriots also won 21 consecutive games at Gillette Stadium, 
the longest home win streak in franchise history. The Patriots 
tied that home win streak after winning their 21st consecutive 
home game on Nov. 24, 2019. 

The success the Patriots sustained during the first two 
decades of the new millennium is unrivaled. The Patriots 126 
total victories (including playoffs) from 2000-09 were, at the 
time, the most by any team in one decade in the history of the 
NFL. The decade of dominance featured more Super Bowl 
titles (3), conference titles (4), division titles (7), playoff wins 
(14), victories in a single season (18) and victories in a regular 
season (16) than any other team. In addition, no other NFL 
team hosted more playoff games (9) or played in more playoff 
games (18) than the New England Patriots. The sustained suc-
cess earned the franchise “Team of the Decade” acclaim from 
many publications. The ensuing decade was even more pro-
ductive with 141 total victories, 10 division titles, five confer-
ence crowns, 23 playoff games and three Super Bowl wins.
GETTING HIS START

Kraft launched his career in the paper and packaging 
industry with Rand-Whitney Group, Inc., of Worcester, Massa-
chusetts, a company he later acquired. Under his leadership, 
the Kraft Group’s paper and packaging division has grown 
into one of the largest privately-owned and fully-integrated  
forest products companies in the world. The company con-
sists of corrugated packaging facilities, paper mills, global 
paper and solid wood products distribution, and waste paper 
processing. International Forest Products, a global distrib-

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utor and marketer founded by Kraft in 1972, annually does 
business in more than 120 countries, is the seventh-largest 
exporter in North America and has consistently been ranked 
among the top 10 in the annual rankings published by The 
Journal of Commerce. Within his companies, Kraft also 
built the first paper mill which produces product from 100% 
post-consumer fiber and waste water in the country. In doing 
so, he set a new industry standard for environmental respon-
sibility, which he has modeled across his other businesses. 

Throughout Kraft’s professional career, many of his big-
gest risks have yielded the greatest rewards. That was true 
throughout his pursuit of Patriots ownership, beginning in 
1985 when he first purchased an option on the land surround-
ing the old stadium in Foxborough, Massachusetts. It was a 
large investment for an underdeveloped parcel of land, but 
proved to be an important first step in a long process toward 
buying the Patriots. In 1988, he took another step by purchas-
ing the stadium out of bankruptcy court. With a binding lease 
through 2001, the acquisition of the old stadium proved to be 
an invaluable asset in Kraft’s quest toward owning the team.

When his opportunity came to buy the team in January 
of 1994, Kraft faced a difficult business dilemma. He had to 
decide between committing over $172 million of family re-
sources to purchase the Patriots or accept a lucrative $75 
million buyout offer to void the final years of the team’s sta-
dium lease and allow the team to move out of New England. 
On Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft passed on the buyout offer, choosing 
instead to make an 11th-hour bid to buy the team. On Feb. 
26, 1994, a day after Kraft earned league approval, season 
tickets for the 1994 season went on sale and Patriots fans 
showed their support for Kraft’s decision in record numbers. 
By the end of the first business day, amidst a winter Nor’eas-
ter, 5,958 season ticket orders were processed, shattering 
the previous single-day sales record of 979. The show of sup-

Since Robert Kraft bought the team in 1994, the Patriots 
have become the most successful franchise in the NFL. 
For the past 29 seasons (1994-2022), the Patriots have 
won more Super Bowl Championships (6), more confer-
ence championships (10) and more division titles (19) than 
any other NFL team. In addition to championships, the Pa-
triots have also won more, and more often, than any other 
NFL team, claiming 349 total victories and a .678 winning 
percentage, including 33 postseason wins.

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port validated Kraft’s decision to buy the team and gave him 
the confidence to focus on another long-term project with 
great financial risk: the private financing and construction of 
Gillette Stadium.

In his first year of ownership, the Patriots won their final 
seven regular season games to qualify for the postseason, 
ending an eight-year playoff drought. By his fifth anniversary 
as owner, under the direction of two different head coaches, 
the Patriots had already established themselves as perennial 
playoff contenders, qualifying for the postseason four times, 
twice as division champions. In 1996, the Patriots claimed 
their first division title in 10 years. After defeating Pittsburgh 
in the playoffs that year, the Patriots hosted their first confer-
ence championship game in franchise history and defeated 
Jacksonville, 20-6, to advance to Super Bowl XXXI. 
BUILDING GILLETTE

From 2000-02, the Kraft Group’s construction and real es-
tate development team oversaw the on-time and on-budget 
construction of Gillette Stadium, a privately-financed facility 
and the only one of its kind to be financed without the bur-
den of personal seat license fees charged to season ticket 
members. The financial commitment from Kraft provided a 
solid foundation on which to build for the first time in the fran-
chise’s nomadic history. Moving from Foxboro Stadium into 
majestic Gillette Stadium marked another worst-to-first trans-
formation for the Krafts, who now operate New England’s 
premier entertainment venue. After opening Gillette Stadium, 
Kraft was recognized as the Sports Executive of the Year by a 
national publication and he and Jonathan Kraft were named 
Sports Industrialists of the Year by another. 

The construction of Gillette Stadium was the Kraft Group 
development team’s first project. In 2007, the Kraft Group ex-
panded the development of the site with the construction of 
Patriot Place, a mixed-use lifestyle center and entertainment 
destination.
LOVE OF SPORTS

Kraft is widely recognized as one of the most successful 
owners in professional sports. His long-standing support of 
soccer in the United States dates back to his efforts in the ear-
ly 1990s to secure Foxborough as one of the nine host venues 
for the 1994 FIFA World Cup and become one of three prin-
cipal investors in Major League Soccer when he founded the 
New England Revolution in 1995. In 2017, Kraft was named 
Honorary Chairman of the Board of the United Bid Committee 
of Canada, Mexico and the United States and a key principal 
in securing the 2026 FIFA World Cup for North America.

As Chairman and CEO of the New England Patriots, In-
vestor/Operator of the New England Revolution and owner 
of Gillette Stadium and Patriot Place, Kraft has turned the un-
derdeveloped parcel of land he purchased in 1985 in Foxbor-
ough into a world-class sports and entertainment destination 
in New England.
PERSONAL

A native of Brookline, Massachusetts, Kraft attended pub-
lic schools before enrolling at Columbia University on an ac-
ademic scholarship. Following graduation, he received a fel-
lowship to attend Harvard Business School, where he earned 
his master’s degree in business administration.

A Patriots fan since their AFL days in the 1960s, Kraft at-
tended games at each of the team’s Boston venues: Boston 
University Field, Fenway Park, Boston College’s Alumni Sta-
dium and Harvard Stadium. When the Patriots moved to then 
Schaefer Stadium in 1971, Kraft invested in season tickets for 
his family. He credits the memories and experiences shared 
with his family and other Patriots fans during those years for 
his passionate pursuit for ownership of the franchise. 

In addition to serving on several NFL owner committees, 
Kraft also serves on the board of directors for the Apollo 
Theater. He is also a former member of the Federal Reserve 
Bank of Boston, Apollo Global Management and The Engine, 
a venture firm founded by Massachusetts Institute of Technol-
ogy (MIT). He is a distinguished trustee for the Dana-Farber 

Cancer Institute, where he established the Kraft Family Blood 
Donor Center, and is a member of the executive committee of 
the Massachusetts Competitive Partnership. Kraft is a trustee 
emeritus at Columbia University, a trustee of Boston College

While Kraft gets credit for resurrecting the once 
wayward Patriots franchise, he’s also often cited as 
a key contributor in many of the league’s major con-
tract negotiations.

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and has received honorary degrees from several colleges and 
universities. He was awarded the Theodore Roosevelt Award, 
“presented annually to a distinguished citizen of national 
reputation and outstanding accomplishments.” He has also 
received the Harvard Business School Alumni Achievement 
Award as well as the prestigious honor of being inducted into 
the 231st class of the American Academy of Arts and Scienc-
es, one of the nation’s oldest and most learned societies. In 
2012, he became the first NFL owner to receive the Pro Foot-
ball Writers Association’s George Halas Award. That year, he 
was also inducted into the Columbia University Athletic Hall 
of Fame. In 2013, he received the Carnegie Hall Medal of Ex-
cellence. In 2016, Kraft was inducted into the Broadcasting & 
Cable Hall of Fame. In 2022, Kraft was selected by the Sports 
Business Journal for its Lifetime Achievement Award and re-
ceived the Ron Burton Humanitarian Award. 

Robert Kraft and his family have consistently donated 
time, expertise and resources to a wide range of charities, 
nonprofits and causes, resulting in lifetime giving in excess 
of $800 million. While his philanthropic efforts have been 
a pillar of his life for more than 50 years, his contributions 
across a range of causes, particularly focused on social jus-
tice and healthcare, have received well-deserved recognition 
in recent years.

For the past nine years, Kraft has made surprise catalyst 
gifts to community-based nonprofits with the purpose of cre-
ating equity for the community’s most vulnerable populations. 
These gifts have exceeded $18 million through the Kraft Fam-
ily Foundation, as it seeks to support initiatives that provide 
equal access and opportunities, facilitate social and econom-
ic mobility and create social safety nets where they do not 
currently exist. In 2019, Kraft became a founding partner in 
creating the REFORM Alliance, a foundation focused on Amer-
ican criminal justice reform through changing laws, policies, 
hearts and minds to reduce the number of long-term incarcer-
ations resulting from minor probation and parole violations. 
Kraft was also awarded the 2019 Genesis Prize, referred to 
as the “Jewish Nobel” by Time Magazine. As Genesis Prize 
laureate, Kraft announced a $25 million commitment to es-
tablish the Foundation to Combat Antisemitism (FCAS). Kraft’s 
vision for the foundation is to raise global awareness and en-
courage people everywhere to stand up to all forms of hate 
– especially the racist and violent rhetoric aimed at Jewish 
people – through the most easily accessible and most power-
ful avenue of information in the world today: social media. In 
the spring of 2023, he launched a national multi-channel me-
dia campaign that focused on powerful positive messaging to 
motivate people to be defenders of and upstanders for Jews 
to combat antisemitism. Since its launch, the campaign has 
received over five billion impressions across the nation and 
continues to grow in its reach and audience. 

Kraft has also made significant contributions toward initia-
tives that support racial equity, including $1 million donation 
to the New Commonwealth Racial Equity and Social Justice 
Fund and more than $1 million to a collection of organizations 
addressing racial inequity through the Kraft Family/Patriots 
Players Collaborative Fund. Kraft was a founding donor to the 
Black Leadership Institute at the Institute for Nonprofit Prac-
tice and the Equity Leadership Initiative at the Rhode Island 
Foundation. Over the past decade, the Kraft Family Founda-
tion has donated more than $120 million to nonprofits which 
serve traditionally under-served communities. 

The Kraft family believes that equity of access to quality 
education and healthcare are the cornerstones to vibrant and 
successful communities and has established more than three 
dozen permanent endowments at educational, healthcare 
and social service organizations. In addition, Kraft has donat-

ed more than $50 million to Mass General Brigham to address 
healthcare disparities caused by race, ethnicity, geography 
and economic status, including the establishment of the Rob-
ert K. Kraft Endowed Chair in Diversity, Equity and Inclusion 
to further endowing the Kraft Center for Community Health, 
an initiative designed to develop solutions for the most diffi-
cult health problems. The Kraft Center services include Com-
munity Care in Reach, an innovative mobile health initiative 
which offers opioid addiction treatments, COVID-19 testing 
and vaccinations, as well as other health care services in 
under-served communities throughout the Boston area. The 
Kraft family also committed $24 million to Harvard Business 
School to establish the Robert Kraft Family Fellowship, which 
will support promising young leaders from underserved back-
grounds who would not be able to attend without significant 
financial aid. 

The Kraft family has supported many initiatives and do-
nated more than $20 million to help those in need during 
the COVID-19 crisis. As local hospitals were experiencing 
shortages in personal protective equipment, the Kraft family 
teamed up with former Massachusetts Governor Charlie Bak-
er to secure more than 1.8 million masks for front-line workers 
and transport them via the Patriots team plane in order to dis-
tribute them in Massachusetts, New York and Rhode Island. 
The Krafts also partnered with Massachusetts Military Sup-
port Foundation’s Food4Vets program to provide more than 
6.5 million meals to military, veterans and their families. In 
addition to creating a distribution center at Gillette Stadium, 
they used the Patriots truck to deliver thousands of additional 
meals to veterans throughout New England as well as  some 
of the communities most impacted by COVID-19. The family 
provided Gillette Stadium as a host site for 17 weeks of blood 
drives and facilitated drive-thru testing for thousands of pub-
lic safety officials and supply chain workers. When schools 
closed in Boston, they purchased Chromebooks for Boston 
Public Schools to allow students without computers the op-
portunity to attend their classes virtually. When vaccinations 
became available to the public in January 2021, the Kraft 
family donated the space needed to make Gillette Stadium 
the first mass vaccination site in the northeast region and the 
largest vaccination distributor in the state, providing 610,283 
vaccinations in less than five months.

Of all of the great teams throughout the Super Bowl era, 
the New England Patriots and the San Francisco 49ers 
have set a standard of extended excellence above all 
of the others. The 49ers run of success spanned two 
decades, while New England’s streak ran from 2001-19.

J      onathan Kraft is the President of the Kraft Group which is 
comprised of companies in sports and entertainment, the 
paper and packaging industry, real estate, and private eq-

uity investing. He oversees the day-to-day operations of each 
company including Gillette Stadium, the New England Revo-
lution and serves as President of the New England Patriots. 

As President, Kraft oversees the management and strate-
gic planning of each department within the organization and 
represents the Patriots in all league matters. 

Kraft serves on multiple NFL owner committees includ-
ing Business Ventures, Legalized Sports Betting and Media 
Owned and Operated and he is the chairman of the Fan En-
gagement and Major Events Committee. He is also a member 
of the 32 Equity Committee. 

When the Kraft family purchased the Patriots in 1994, 
Jonathan led the rebuilding and re-branding of the franchise, 
growing the fan base and bringing long-overdue stability to 
the once wayward organization.

In an era when stadium names are regularly changing, Gil-
lette Stadium has remained a constant in New England. The 
Kraft family intentionally designed the venue with open spac-
es and room to grow and evolve with its needs. It is now New 
England’s premier entertainment venue. One of the most sig-
nificant contributions to the organization’s sustained success 
over the past two decades was securing financial approval 

for the construction of the stadium. Kraft developed the 
creative private-financing strategy for its $325 million con-
struction. Many financial experts dismissed the viability of his 
plan, which relied on year-round club memberships for new 
clientele rather than the more conventional sale of personal 
seat licenses to existing season ticket holders. Kraft’s unprec-
edented plan was considered a financial risk but proved to be 
universally successful. In addition to the business and finan-
cial accolades the Krafts received for the deal, Kraft and the 
project team also drew praise for innovative environmental 
practices in the construction of the stadium. 

Throughout the stadium initiative, Kraft led the planning, 
construction, opening and ongoing operation and develop-
ment of Gillette Stadium. He has been the creative force be-
hind keeping the fan experience ahead of the ever-evolving 
sports and entertainment industry trends. 

The Kraft family continually invests in the long-term in-
frastructure with improvements designed to perpetually en-
hance the fan experience without the sale of personal seat 
licenses. In the stadium’s first 20 years, they committed more 
than $300 million in stadium enhancements with additions 
and renovations of dozens of concession areas, lounges, 
suites and fan gathering sections, including the Optum Field 
Lounge, the DraftKings Fantasy Sports Zone and the Cross 
Insurance Pavilion & Business Center. Ubiquitous WiFi has 
been installed and upgraded with bandwidth to accommo-
date capacity crowds. Environmentally friendly LED stadium 
lights, LED stadium signage and more than 14,000 feet of LED 
ribbon boards are in place throughout Gillette Stadium and in 
2021, a new video board was installed in the south end zone. 

Most recently, in the largest investment to the stadium 
since it opened, the Kraft family broke ground on a $250 
million improvement and renovation of the north end that 
will feature a completely reimagined Enel Plaza with a grand 
staircase leading onto the concourse, a new and enhanced 
22-story lighthouse with a 360-degree observation deck, the 
largest outdoor curve-radius videoboard at a sports venue 
in the country, a new and improved Row of Honor and new 
and improved concession locations, restrooms and other fan 
amenities, bringing the total investment in stadium improve-
ments to over half a billion dollars. 

Gillette Stadium has been the home of world-class events 
in New England for over 20 years under Kraft’s direction. 
From the biggest names in live entertainment to international 
soccer, the NHL’s Winter Classic, NCAA athletics, the Premier 
Lacrosse League and motor sports offerings, the Kraft Group 
annually hosts the most diverse array of sports and entertain-

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s ment events in the region, including the Army Navy Football 
Game in 2023 and the World Cup in 2026. 

Following the construction of Gillette Stadium, Kraft over-
saw the Kraft Group’s real estate development team’s design 
and construction of Patriot Place, a mixed-use entertainment 
destination surrounding Gillette Stadium providing guests 
with a multitude of options, including dining, hospitality, spe-
cialty retail, lodging, world-class health care, night life and 
entertainment. 

Prior to the Kraft family’s ownership, the Patriots fan 
base was limited in range and scope. Kraft was committed 
to expanding the Patriots fan base through innovative mul-
timedia outreach. Under his directive, the Patriots became 
the first professional sports team to launch a web site in 
March of 1995 and the first to debut nightly video updates 
online. In 2004, the team showed their commitment to glo-
balizing the Patriots brand when they launched the NFL’s first 
Chinese-language version of their website. In 2021, the Pa-
triots were awarded Germany as an official “home market” 
through the NFL’s Global Market Programs initiative which 
has allowed the team to grow its fan base abroad and devel-
op additional opportunities for marketing, fan engagement 
and business development including in-person and digital 
marketing opportunities, corporate sponsorships, and events 
in a new market. In 2023, the Patriots were awarded Austria 
and Switzerland as official “home markets,” in addition to 
Germany.

In addition to these ventures, after years of managing in-
house operations for applying analytics to better understand 
customers and their buying behaviors, Kraft spun out the in-
house technology and services to co-found the Kraft Analytics 
Group (KAGR) in 2016, a progressive technology and service 
company providing data management, advanced analytics 
and consulting services for sports and entertainment orga-
nizations.

In March of 2020, when the outbreak of the COVID-19 
pandemic threatened to overwhelm hospitals in the north-
east region, the Kraft family answered the call of former 
Massachusetts Governor Charlie Baker, who had acquired 1.8 
million masks in China and sought assistance in expediting 
the delivery to New England medical professionals and front-
line workers. The Kraft family sent the New England Patriots 
team plane to Shenzhen, China to transport the critical PPE 
back to Boston for distribution throughout the Common-
wealth, Rhode Island and New York. Throughout the global 
pandemic, the Kraft family hosted numerous COVID-19 relief 
efforts at Gillette Stadium, including the region’s first and 
largest COVID-19 testing site for frontline workers, 17 weeks 
of blood drives, the distribution of over 6.5 million meals to 
veterans, military families and others in need, and the first 
large-scale vaccination site in the northeast region, providing 
610,283 vaccinations in less than five months. In all, the Kraft 
family has raised and contributed more than $20 million in 
COVID-19 relief efforts.

A graduate of Williams College, Kraft is a Trustee Emeritus 
and serves on the Williams College Investment Committee. 
He received his MBA from Harvard Business School, where 
he currently serves on the Dean’s Board of Advisors. Kraft 
has served on the Board of Trustees of Massachusetts Gen-
eral Hospital since 2010 and was named chair in 2019. He is 
Chairman of the Board of Directors for the Paper + Packaging 
Board. He is also on the Board of Trustees for Belmont Hill 
School and Dexter Southfield. Additionally, Kraft is a member 
of the M.I.T. School of Engineering Dean’s Advisory Council, 
is a board member for Mass General Brigham and sits on the 
advisory board for the Billie Jean King Leadership Initiative.
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DECADES OF DOMINANCE (2010-19)
The New England Patriots earned more wins (141) in the past decade (2010-19) than any other team in the NFL has over any 
10-year span, with 125 regular season victories and 16 playoffs wins. They also own the highest winning percentage (.698) 
of any team in professional sports since 1994. The Patriots won a league-high three Super Bowls in the 2010s, increasing 
their total to six and tying the Pittsburgh Steelers for most all-time. The Patriots won more conference championships (5), 
appeared in more conference championship games (8) and won more division titles (10) than any other NFL team in a 
decade. This landmark decade comes on the heels of another dominant decade, as the Patriots also led the NFL in Super 
Bowl victories, conference championships, conference championship game appearances and division titles in the 2000s.

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When Robert Kraft purchased the New England Patriots in 1994, few would have thought that just 18 years later the 
franchise would be the undisputed team of the decade in the first decade of the new millennium. Kraft brought a 
winning vision to the organization and dedicated his resources to building a consistent winner. On Jan. 27, 2000, 
Kraft hired Bill Belichick to coach the team, and three months later the team drafted then-unheralded quarterback 
Tom Brady, putting the final pieces in place for the Patriots to become the most successful NFL team of the 2000s.

Bill Belichick completed his 48th season as an NFL coach in 
2022 and is in his 24th season as head coach of the New 
England Patriots. Belichick is the only head coach in NFL 

history to win six Super Bowl titles. In 2018, Belichick won his 
sixth Super Bowl, joining George Halas and Curly Lambeau 
as the only NFL coaches with six championships. He enters 
his 49th consecutive year as an NFL coach in 2023, the most 
consecutive seasons of any NFL coach. Pro Football Hall of 
Famer Dick LeBeau (45) is second. The only other NFL coach 
with at least 40 consecutive NFL coaching seasons is Tom 
Moore with 41.

Entering 2023, Belichick owns the most wins among 
all active coaches and ranks second all-time with 329 total 
victories as a head coach. Belichick’s winning percentage of 
.666 ranks second in NFL history among coaches with 150 
or more wins, trailing only George Halas (.682). He led the 
Patriots to a winning record for 19 consecutive seasons (2001-
19), behind only Dallas’ Tom Landry, who recorded 20 con-
secutive winning seasons from 1966-85. Belichick has also 
notched 31 postseason wins in his career, the most by a head 
coach in NFL history. Belichick, who was hired by Patriots 
Chairman and CEO Robert Kraft on Jan. 27, 2000, complet-
ed his 23rd season with the Patriots in 2022. In 23 seasons, 
Belichick has delivered six Super Bowl championships, nine 
conference titles, 17 division crowns (with 2002 and 2008 
lost on tiebreakers) and 30 playoff victories, while posting 
an overall record of 292-120. In 2019, the Patriots won their 
11th consecutive division championship, extending their NFL 
record previously held by the L.A. Rams (1973-79). Belichick 
directed the Patriots to victories in Super Bowls XXXVI (2001), 
XXXVIII (2003), XXXIX (2004), XLIX (2014), LI (2016) and LIII 
(2018), and in 2007 he became the only NFL head coach to 
guide his team to a 16-0 regular season. From 2003 to 2004, 
Belichick coached the Patriots to a winning streak of 21 con-
secutive games, including the postseason. In 2018, Belichick 
joined Marv Levy (4) and Don Shula (3) as the only NFL head 
coaches to lead their team to three consecutive Super Bowl 
appearances.

Despite an NFL system designed to ensure parity, Beli-
chick’s program has produced a remarkable run of sustained 
on-field success. From 2000-19, the Patriots won 74% of their 
regular season games (267-94), the highest winning percent-
age of any major American professional sports team over that 
span. Over a 100-game stretch from 2003-09, Belichick direct-
ed the team to 81 wins, the most in NFL history by a head coach. 
Additionally, the Patriots finished 2019 with 141 wins (regular 
and postseason) in the decade from 2010-19, surpassing their 
previous NFL record for wins in a decade with 126 victories 
from 2000-09. From 2011-18, Belichick’s teams won the AFC 
East title and advanced in the playoffs, with the Patriots eight 
straight years of playoff advancement extending their NFL re-
cord previously held by Dallas with six (1991-96). Additionally, 
New England set an NFL record by qualifying for the playoffs for 
11 straight seasons (2009-19), besting Dallas and Indianapolis, 

who qualified for the postseason for nine consecutive years.
Belichick’s 31 career playoff wins are the most all-time 

among head coaches, while New England’s 16 playoff victo-
ries from 2010-19 are the most in any decade in NFL history. 
He has compiled a career playoff record of 31-13. His .705 
playoff winning percentage places him fifth in NFL history.

In addition, the Patriots have consistently maintained their 
focus throughout the year and have played their best football 
late in the season. From 2001 through 2019, the Patriots led 
the league with a 114-35 (.765) overall record in games played 
on Thanksgiving or later in the NFL season, including playoffs. 
The club also posted an NFL-best 45-17 (.726) mark during that 
time in games played on Christmas or later in the NFL season 
and were an NFL-best 67-16 (.807) in the month of December.

Additionally, Belichick is the first head coach in NFL histo-
ry to lead a team to three straight 500-point seasons (2010-
12) and the Patriots are the first franchise in NFL history to 
score 500 or more points in four seasons (2007-589, 2010-
518, 2011-513 and 2012-557).

In the victory over the Cleveland Browns at home on Oct. 
27, 2019, Belichick became the third head coach in NFL history 
to win 300 games, doing so in his 434th NFL game, faster than 
Don Shula (445 games) and George Halas (455 games).

SUPER SUCCESS

2022 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS
The 2022 Patriots overcame a 1-3 start by winning five of 

their next six games and entered the final week of the season 
with an 8-8 record and a chance to secure a playoff position 
with a victory at Buffalo. Unfortunately, a 35-23 loss to the Bills 
and wins by Pittsburgh and Miami eliminated New England 
from the postseason. 

The Patriots defense finished eighth in the NFL in yards 
allowed and finished near the top in several categories. The 
defense finished tied with San Francisco for second in the 
NFL with 30 takeaways (Dallas had 33), third in the NFL with 
19 interceptions (Pittsburgh and San Francisco each had 20) 
and tied with Dallas for third in the NFL with 54 sacks (Phil-
adelphia had 70 and Kansas City had 55). In addition, the 
Patriots set a team record with an NFL-leading seven defen-
sive touchdowns, including a stretch of four straight games 
with a defensive score. The Patriots also tied a team record 
with five interceptions returned for touchdowns. S Kyle Dug-
ger scored three of those touchdowns, the most defensive 
touchdowns by a Patriots player since the 1970 NFL merger. 
The Patriots had two players finish with double-digit sacks, 
with LB Matthew Judon setting a career high with 15½ sacks 
and LB Josh Uche with a career-high 11½ sacks. 

On offense, RB Rhamondre Stevenson reached 1,000 
rushing yards for the first time in his career. He became New 
England’s first 1,000 yard rusher since the 2016 season. 

Another highlight of the 2022 season was third-round 
draft pick Marcus Jones, who scored on offense, defense 
and special teams to become the fourth player in NFL his-
tory to do so and the first since the 1947 season. Jones also 
finished second in the NFL with a 12.5 yard punt return av-
erage and finished second in the NFL with 1,007 total return 
yards. He became the Patriots first rookie to earn Associated 
Press first-team All-Pro honors when he was selected as a 
punt returner. 

THE PATRIOT YEARS
Once he became the Patriots head coach, Belichick need-

ed just one season to successfully implement his plan for 
success. In 2001, his second season in charge, the Patriots 
rebounded from a 5-11 record in 2000 to improve to 11-5, tying 
what was then the franchise record for regular-season wins. 
With a 20-17 victory over the Rams in Super Bowl XXXVI, the 
Patriots tied the franchise’s then-record of 14 overall wins. In 
2003 and 2004, the Patriots eclipsed those marks in each 
season, posting identical 14-2 records in the regular season 
and notching 17 total wins and a Super Bowl title in each year.

From 2003-04, Belichick directed the Patriots through the 
most prosperous two-year period for any team in NFL history, 
netting back-to-back Super Bowl victories and consecutive 
17-2 campaigns. The team’s 34 victories from 2003-04 mark 
the highest two-year win total in the NFL’s 101-year history. An

Bill Belichick is one of just two coaches in NFL history 
to be selected to two NFL All-Decade Teams. The other 
is former Steelers coach Chuck Noll, who was on the 
1970s and 1980s All-Decade Teams.

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overall winning streak of 21 consecutive games, including the 
postseason – also unprecedented in NFL annals – spanned 
the two seasons. New England was undefeated at home in 
both 2003 and 2004, and set a franchise record by winning 21 
straight home games from 2002-05. New England matched 
the franchise record of 21 straight wins at home from 2017-19.

During the 2004 season, the Patriots tied the regular-sea-
son record by a defending Super Bowl champion (14-2). New 
England capped the year with another memorable playoff run, 
culminating in a 24-21 victory over the Philadelphia Eagles in 
Super Bowl XXXIX.

In 2005, New England won 11 games despite being forced 
to use 45 different starters, an NFL record for a division cham-
pion. After starting the season 4-4 and facing a rash of injuries, 
the Patriots won six of their next seven games to claim their 
third straight division title. 

In 2006, Belichick directed the Patriots to a berth in the 
AFC Championship Game for the third time in four years and 

for the fourth time in six seasons. New England won the AFC 
East division for the fourth consecutive season and set a fran-
chise record by allowing just 14.8 points per game. The Patri-
ots 14 total victories tied what was then the second highest 
total in franchise history.

In 2007, Belichick earned Associated Press NFL Coach of 
the Year honors as the Patriots became the fourth team in the 
league’s history to complete an undefeated regular season 
and the first to achieve the feat since the NFL increased the 
number of regular season games from 14 to 16 in 1978. Be-
lichick joined Pro Football Hall of Famers George Halas and 
Don Shula as the only head coaches to complete undefeated 
regular seasons. New England’s 18 overall victories in 2007 
tied the 1985 Chicago Bears and the 1984 San Francisco 49ers 
for the most in league history. New England became the first 
team in NFL history and the first major American pro sports 
team since 1884 to open a season with 18 straight wins. The 
Patriots set the then-NFL records for points (589) and touch-
downs (75), while their +315 point differential still stands as 
the best in NFL history.

•	 Belichick spent 20 years as an assistant coach in 
the NFL and 2023 marks his 29th season as a head 
coach. According to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the 
only man in NFL history to serve 20 or more seasons 
as an assistant coach and at least 20 seasons as a 
head coach.

•	 Belichick’s Patriots teams own the all-time NFL re-
cords for consecutive total victories, including post-
season games (21 from 2003-04), and consecutive 
playoff victories (10 from 2001-05).

•	 Belichick’s career winning percentage of .666 (329-
165) is the second-highest all-time among head 
coaches with 150 or more wins.

•	 In 2007, Belichick led the Patriots to the NFL’s first 
16-0 regular season and joined George Halas and 
Don Shula as the only coaches in NFL history to direct 
their teams to an undefeated regular season.

•	 Belichick is the only head coach in NFL history to win 
three Super Bowls in four seasons (2001, 2003, 2004).

•	 With 49 years of NFL coaching experience, Belichick 
is the longest tenured coach among active NFL head 
coaches. His 49 consecutive years as an NFL coach en-
tering 2022 are the most in NFL history. Dick LeBeau, 
who coached 45 straight years through 2017 is second. 

•	 The 2018 AFC Championship victory was Belichick’s 
ninth conference championship win as a head coach. 
His nine conference titles are the most in NFL history 
during the Super Bowl era, besting Don Shula’s six.

•	 Three former assistants on Belichick’s staffs and one 
former player are head coaches in the NFL or college in 
2023: Kirk Ferentz, Iowa; Josh McDaniels, Las Vegas; 
Nick Saban, Alabama; Mike Vrabel, Tennessee Titans. 
Four of Coach Belichick’s former assistants are NFL 
general managers in 2023: Nick Caserio, Houston; 
Jason Licht, Tampa Bay, Monte Ossenfort, Arizona and 
Dave Ziegler, Las Vegas. 

•	 Belichick is the only head coach in NFL history to win at 
least 14 regular-season games in five separate seasons.

•	 Belichick is the first head coach in NFL history with 
17 straight seasons with at least 10 victories. George 
Seifert is second with eight (1989-96).

EXTRA POINTS
Belichick’s 17 division titles as a head coach are the 
most in NFL history. His 17 are the most since the 1970 
AFL-NFL merger. Andy Reid is second with 13.

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In 2008, Belichick led the Patriots to an 11-5 record. De-
spite losing QB Tom Brady to a season-ending injury in Week 1, 
New England ranked among the NFL’s top-10 teams in terms of 
yards gained (5th), points scored (8th), fewest yards allowed 
(10th) and fewest points allowed (8th), marking the fourth time 
the club finished in the top 10 in all of those categories since 
joining the NFL in 1970. The Patriots also finished in the top 10 
in all of those categories in 2015 and 2016. At the conclusion 
of the regular season, the Patriots were among the league’s 
hottest teams, winning five of their last six games and going 
undefeated in December (4-0).

In 2009, the Patriots finished the season with a 10-6 re-
cord and claimed another AFC East title. They became the 
first team to win more than half of their games in nine straight 
seasons since free agency began in 1993.

In 2010, Belichick led a very young squad to an NFL-best 
14-2 record, a division title and its eighth playoff appearance 
in his 11 seasons as New England’s head coach, receiving sev-
eral major awards in the process. Belichick was named Asso-
ciated Press Coach of the Year for the third time, joining Don 
Shula (four-time winner) and Chuck Knox as the only three-
time winners. In addition, Belichick earned Peter King’s SI.com 
and Pro Football Weekly Coach of the Year. 

Coach Belichick guided the Patriots to a league-best 518 
points scored in 2010, third-most in franchise history behind 
the team’s 589 points in 2007 and 557 in 2012. The club-re-
cord +28 turnover differential was a contributing factor to 
New England eclipsing 500 points for just the second time 
in team history. Belichick’s constant emphasis on protecting 
the football paid off with two NFL records. The Patriots went 
an NFL-record seven consecutive games without committing 
a turnover. The Patriots had just 10 turnovers in 2010 (five in-
terceptions and five fumbles), which tied a then-NFL record for 
fewest turnovers in a season. The New Orleans Saints commit-
ted eight turnovers in 2019.

In 2011, Belichick guided the Patriots to a 13-3 record, 
his fifth AFC Conference Championship and an appearance 
in Super Bowl XLVI. Under Belichick’s guidance, the Patriots 
finished the 2011 season with 6,848 total net yards, setting a 
new franchise record for most total net yards in a season. That 
total is fifth all-time in NFL history.

In 2012, Belichick became the eighth head coach in NFL 
history to record 200 overall victories and in the process, 
guaranteed a .500 or better record for the Patriots for the

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12th straight season with a 12-4 mark. Additionally, the Patri-
ots made their second consecutive AFC Championship Game 
appearance.

From 2003-12, Belichick won more regular season games 
(126) and more games overall (140) over a 10-year stretch than 
any other head coach in NFL history. He repeated the same 
feat by winning 126 games from 2007-16.

In 2013, Belichick guided New England to a 12-4 record, 
a fifth consecutive AFC East crown and third straight appear-
ance in the AFC Championship Game. With his fifth victory of 
the season in 2013, Belichick passed Chuck Noll for fifth place 
on the NFL wins list with his 210 as a head coach. 

In 2014, Belichick led the Patriots to a win in Super Bowl 
XLIX, his fourth Super Bowl win as a head coach, matching 
Noll for the most Super Bowl victories. In the process, he won 
three postseason games to set an NFL record for career play-
off victories by a head coach.

Belichick earned his 21st career postseason victory in the 
AFC Championship Game vs. Indianapolis on Jan. 18, 2015, 
passing Tom Landry for the most playoff wins by a head coach 
in NFL history.

Belichick passed Curly Lambeau for sole possession of 
fourth place on the all-time wins list with his 230th career vic-
tory, a 17-16 win at N.Y. Jets on Dec. 21, 2014. He added to his 
record with his 12th straight season with 10 or more wins and 
won his 12th division title.

Belichick earned his 200th regular season victory as a 
head coach after the Patriots 30-7 win at Minnesota on Sept. 
14, 2014.

Coach Belichick has earned NFL Coach of the Year 
honors from the Associated Press three times (2003, 
2007 and 2010) and has finished in the top five in AP 
voting for NFL Coach of the Year Award eight other 
times (1994, 2001, 02, 04, 05, 08, 14 and 21). Below is a 
sampling of the recognition he has earned since 2001:

From 1981-88, Coach Belichick tutored the linebackers 
for the New York Giants. His unit featured Lawrence Tay-
lor and Harry Carson, both of whom are enshrined in the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame.

HALL OF FAMERS

Coach Belichick is an avid collector of football-related 
books, and along with his late father, Steve, amassed 
a library of more than 800 volumes. The library is be-
lieved to be one of the largest collection of football 
books in the world, behind the Pro Football Hall of Fame 
and the Library of Congress. In 2006, Coach Belichick 
moved his entire library to the Naval Academy, where 
his father coached for 33 years. The books are housed 
in a display at Ricketts Hall in Annapolis for future gen-
erations of football players, coaches and fans to enjoy.

THE BELICHICK LIBRARY

Bill Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point 
deficit to win Super Bowl LI. A comeback of that mag-
nitude is extremely rare. There had been 2,656 games 
where a team led by 25 points or more in NFL history, 
including the postseason. Those teams were 2,689-7-2, 
a winning percentage of .997.

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In 2015, Belichick guided New England to a 12-4 record, a 
record seventh consecutive AFC East crown and fifth straight 
AFC Championship Game. 

Belichick appeared in his 10th AFC Championship Game, 
tying Tom Landry for most conference championship game 
appearances by a head coach.

In 2016, Belichick guided New England to a 34-28 over-
time win against Atlanta in Super Bowl LI, his fifth Super Bowl 
win as a head coach, passing Chuck Noll for most Super Bowl 
victories by a head coach. Belichick led the Patriots to a 14-2 
regular season record to become the first head coach to win 
at least 14 regular season games in five separate seasons. 
He also captured his 14th AFC East title, passing Tom Landry 
and Don Shula with 13. It was the eighth consecutive division 
crown for New England, which established another NFL re-
cord.

Belichick reached his 11th conference championship game 
as a head coach in 2016 to move out of a tie with Tom Landry 
for most by a head coach since the 1970 merger. 

With a win vs. the N.Y. Jets in Week 16, Belichick won his 
200th regular season game with the Patriots, becoming the 
fifth NFL coach to reach 200 regular season wins with one 
team.

Belichick led New England to a 13-3 regular season record 
in 2017, his eighth conference championship, an appearance 
in Super Bowl LII and the team’s 15th division title since he 
became head coach in 2000.

Belichick also passed Tom Landry and Don Shula by coach-
ing in his 37th career playoff game in the Divisional Playoff win 
vs. Tennessee.

With a 13-3 record in 2017, Belichick became the first coach 

in NFL history with 13 or more wins in seven different seasons.
In 2018, Belichick guided New England to a 13-3 win 

against the Los Angeles Rams in Super Bowl LIII, his sixth Su-
per Bowl win as a head coach, extending his NFL record for 
Super Bowl victories by a head coach. Belichick, who led New 
England to its eighth straight conference championship game, 
devised a game plan that kept the high-flying Rams offense, 
who averaged 30 points per game, to just a field goal, tying 
the fewest points ever allowed in a Super Bowl.

Belichick coached the Patriots to an 11-5 regular season 
record and extended his NFL record by capturing his 16th di-
vision title. It was also the club’s 10th straight, which is also 
an NFL record.

Belichick entered the 2018 season tied with Tom Landry 
for third all-time in NFL history with 250 career regular sea-
son wins, behind Don Shula (328) and George Halas (318). The 
27-20 opening-day win over Houston pushed him past Landry 
into sole possession of third place.

Belichick led New England to a 12-4 record in 2019 and his 
13th career 12-win season, 17th division title, 11th consecutive 
division title and 11th straight season with a playoff berth. It 
was his 18th postseason berth, tied with Tom Landry for sec-
ond all-time, behind the 19 by Don Shula. Under Belichick’s 
guidance, the Patriots defense finished No. 1 in the NFL in 
total defense (275.9 yards per game) and scoring (14.1 points 
allowed per game). 

Despite a season without a traditional offseason due to the 
Covid-19 pandemic, the 2020 Patriots battled all season. They 
finished fourth in the NFL with 2,346 rushing yards in 2020, 
the fourth-highest rushing total in team history. The Patriots 
finished the season with 4.67 yards per rushing attempt, the 
fourth-highest average in team history. In addition, the Patri-
ots scored 20 rushing touchdowns, tied for sixth in the NFL 
in 2020. 

The Patriots were a disciplined team in 2020, committing 
an NFL-low 62 penalties, tied for the sixth-lowest since the 
NFL went to a 16-game schedule and second-fewest in team 
history behind the 57 penalties by the 2008 Patriots team 
(second-fewest in a 16-game season).

2021 marked the 14th season since 2001 that the team 
kept opponents under 20 points per game, the sec-
ond-most in the NFL during that time.

Belichick was a member of two blue-ribbon panels that 
selected the NFL 100 All-Time Team and the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame’s Centennial class.

“I get a big kick out of the perception publicly

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The Patriots defense tied for the NFL lead with Miami, New 
Orleans and Pittsburgh with 18 interceptions.

The Patriots special teams units were strong all season. 
Jake Bailey’s punting in 2020 allowed a total of 71 punt return 
yards on 12 returns. It marked the fewest punt return yards 
allowed by the Patriots in team history and the sixth-fewest 
punt return yards allowed in an NFL season. The 12 punt re-
turns were second in NFL history, behind the 11 by the 2008 
New England team.

The 2021 Patriots returned to the postseason following a 
10-7 record and a second-place record in the AFC East that 
earned a Wild Card playoff position. The Patriots were led 
by rookie QB Mac Jones, who became one of just 12 rookie 
quarterbacks since 1970 to lead his team to a winning record. 
The Patriots defense finished fourth in the NFL and second in 
points allowed with just 17.8 points allowed per game, while 
the rushing attack finished eighth in the NFL. Belichick tied 
Don Shula for the most postseason berths by a head coach 
with his 19th postseason berth overall. He has now led his 
teams to 21 winning seasons, behind only George Halas (34), 
Don Shula (27) and Curly Lambeau (27). 

Following a 2-4 start, the Patriots went on a seven-game 
winning streak to improve to a 9-4 record. The winning streak 
included wins against the top-seeded Tennessee Titans and a 
14-10 win at Buffalo behind a 222-yard rushing performance.

Belichick’s recent accomplishments are the latest triumphs 
in an NFL coaching career that began in 1975, during which 
he has helped produce eight Super Bowl titles, 12 conference 
championships and 24 division titles. Now in his 49th season 
in the NFL, he has more years of NFL experience than any of 
the other 31 active head coaches. He won his first two Super 
Bowls as the defensive coordinator for the New York Giants in 
1986 and again in 1990 before claiming six Super Bowl cham-
pionships with the Patriots.

A COACHING JOURNEY
Belichick began his coaching career after graduating from 

Wesleyan University and accepting a staff assistant position 
with the Baltimore Colts in 1975. At the age of 23, he was 
named special assistant to Head Coach Ted Marchibroda. In 
1976, Belichick joined Rick Forzano’s staff with the Detroit Li-
ons as an assistant special teams coach. The following year, 
he was given his first positional coaching assignment as the 
Lions tight ends and receivers coach. In 1978, Denver Bron-
cos Head Coach Red Miller hired Belichick as the assistant 
special teams coach and assistant to defensive coordinator 
Joe Collier.

Belichick then spent 12 seasons with the New York Giants 
(1979-90) before becoming head coach of the Cleveland 
Browns (1991-95). He later joined Bill Parcells for several sea-
sons as assistant head coach/secondary with New England 
(1996) and assistant head coach/secondary with the N.Y. Jets 
(1997-99) before returning to Foxborough.

Belichick returned to the Patriots as head coach after three 
seasons with the New York Jets as the team’s assistant head 
coach/secondary coach, holding the responsibility of calling the 
team’s defensive plays. In 1998, the Jets surrendered just 266 
points, propelling the team to its first division title. After finish-
ing the regular season with a franchise-best 12-4 overall record, 
the Jets advanced to the AFC Championship Game. In his first 
season with the Jets in 1997, Belichick’s  defense surrendered 
just 287 points, an average of 17.9 points per game, marking a 
significant 10.5-point per-game improvement from 1996.
NEW YORK GIANTS (1979-90)

In 1979, Belichick joined Ray Perkins’ staff with the New 
York Giants as a defensive assistant and special teams coach, 
launching a 12-season tenure with the Giants. After the 1980 
campaign, he drew the added responsibility of coaching 
the Giants linebackers. In 1983, he began coordinating the 
defense on Bill Parcells’ staff and continued coaching the 
linebackers, a unit that would become known as one of the 
most dominant groups of all-time, featuring Pro Football Hall 
of Famers Lawrence Taylor and Harry Carson. He was officially 
appointed defensive coordinator in 1985, a position he held 
for the next six seasons. During his time as the Giants’ defen-
sive signal caller, his units were never ranked lower than 11th 
in the NFL and finished as high as second in the league three 
times, including the Super Bowl seasons of 1986 and 1990. 
Belichick’s contributions with the Giants throughout the 1980s 
brought him national recognition as one of the best young as-
sistant coaches in the NFL.
CLEVELAND BROWNS (1991-95)

Prior to joining the Patriots as an assistant, Belichick spent 
five seasons (1991-95) rebuilding the Cleveland Browns, 
whose 3-13 finish the year prior to his arrival was, up until that 
point, the worst in the history of the franchise. By 1994, the

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Browns were one of the NFL’s best teams, boasting the sec-
ond-best record in the AFC.

Belichick’s first head coaching opportunity came following 
the 1990 season, when his defensive efforts with the New York 
Giants helped claim a second Super Bowl title in five years. 
At the age of 38, he became the NFL’s youngest head coach. 
In his first season, Belichick began the rebuilding process by 
restoring the foundation of the aging squad he inherited. In 
1991, the Browns improved to 6-10 and played in 11 games that 
were decided by a touchdown or less.

Following back-to-back 7-9 campaigns in 1992 and 1993, 
the Browns improved to 11-5 in 1994, a mark that is still tied for 
the second-highest victory total in the history of the Browns 
franchise. The 1994 squad was defined by its defense, which 
allowed a league-low 204 points. In their return to the play-
offs, the Browns defeated the Patriots, 20-13, in a first-round 
Wild Card game on New Year’s Day 1995.

The 1995 season was disrupted by the mid-season an-
nouncement that the Cleveland Browns franchise would be 
moved to Baltimore at the conclusion of the campaign. The 
announcement caused an undeniable mid-season distraction, 
contributing to a 5-11 finish. Belichick did not accompany the 
franchise’s move to Baltimore after the 1995 season.
AN ASSISTANT WITH THE PATRIOTS

Patriots fans witnessed Belichick’s impact on a team first-
hand in 1996 when he joined the Patriots after five seasons 
as the head coach of the Cleveland Browns. That year, the 
Patriots claimed their first division title in 10 years with an 11-5 
record and won their first two playoff games at Foxboro Stadi-
um to advance to Super Bowl XXXI. The 1996 Patriots defense 
allowed just 19.6 points per game and forced 34 turnovers, 
second in the AFC. In two playoff games, the defense allowed 

just nine points combined, propelling the Patriots to a berth in 
Super Bowl XXXI against Green Bay.
PHILANTHROPY

Throughout his career, Coach Belichick has been active in 
a wide array of charitable endeavors in New England, New 
York, Cleveland and beyond.

Coach Belichick has been involved in the establishment of 
scholarship programs in New England, Maryland and Ohio. In 
2013, he launched the Bill Belichick Foundation, a nonprofit 
organization created to provide coaching, mentorship and 
financial assistance to individuals, communities and organiza-
tions with a focus on the sports of football and lacrosse. The 
foundation has seen results of its work all over the globe. The 
program “Fields of Growth” was awarded a grant in 2014 via 
the foundation to build a lacrosse field in Uganda, and the 
group decided to name it in honor of the coach. Belichick has 
also supported and participated in events to aid Wesleyan 
University, his alma mater, which established a full, four-year 
scholarship for incoming students named the Belichick Schol-
arship. Additionally, he has presented the Steve Belichick 
Award in conjunction with the Annapolis Touchdown Club. 
The award, presented in the name of Coach Belichick’s late 
father, a longtime Naval Academy assistant coach, honors an 
Annapolis resident deeply involved in sports without seeking 
a spotlight for their achievements.

Upon returning to New England in 2000, Belichick estab-
lished an annual scholarship recognizing an outstanding stu-
dent athlete at Annapolis High School.

Coach Belichick has dedicated his time to sharing his vast 
experience and insight with high school coaches, many of 
whom are building their own coaching careers and are shap-
ing the next generation of football players. In 2013, Belichick 
served as a guest speaker at the Notre Dame coaches clinic. 
In 2010, Belichick was the keynote speaker at Rutgers Univer-
sity’s coaching clinic. In 2009, he addressed more than 500 
Florida high school coaches at the Florida Gators Coaching 
Clinic. In previous years, Belichick has also addressed high 
school coaches at USA Football’s New England Coaching 
Camp and has spoken with Alabama high school coaches 
at the Alabama Coaching Clinic. Coach Belichick was also a 
keynote speaker at the Frank McGuire Foundation’s coaching 
seminar, addressing 600 New York-area high school coaches.

Coach Belichick has also lent his support to numerous 
foundations and fundraisers. He participated in the Samsung’s 
Four Seasons of Hope annual fundraising gala, where he intro-
duced longtime friend Jon Bon Jovi to a list of honorees that 
included Joe Torre, Arnold Palmer, Magic Johnson and Boom-
er Esiason. The star-studded affair raised over $500,000 to 
aid children and families in need. He was honored by Roxbury 
Comprehensive Community Center (RoxComp) and presented 
with the “Healthy Living Award.” He is also a supporter of Hall 

In the spring of 2009, Bill Belichick and former Patriots 
offensive coordinator Charlie Weis joined Jon Bon Jovi on 
stage to help support Hannah and Friends, a foundation 
created by Weis to benefit individuals with special needs.

In 2010 Coach Belichick supported a charity called Friends 
of Jaclyn, an organization that helps children with cancerous 
brain tumors be “adopted” by teams of all levels. He served 
as co-chair of a gala event in Boston that raised awareness 
for this cause.

Since becoming the Patriots head coach, Coach Belichick 
has participated in dozens of community events in New En-
gland, including the Best Buddies Challenge, the March of 
Dimes Walk America, the Rodman Ride for Kids, RoxComp’s 
Reading is the Best Medicine Program and the Mayors Cup 
Regatta on the Charles River to benefit AccesSportAmerica, 
a charity dedicated to the fitness of children and adults with 
disabilities. He is a supporter of the Pawtucket Police Athletic 
League. He has also participated in several events benefiting 
the Lazarus House, a non-profit charity serving the homeless 
of Merrimack Valley.

While in Cleveland, the Belichick family launched a chari-
table foundation benefiting the Zelma George Home, a shelter 
for homeless women and children. The Belichicks also estab-
lished an annual scholarship awarded to an Annapolis High 
School senior for academic and athletic achievement. 
ACADEMICS

Coach Belichick has received prestigious awards from 
two alma maters: Wesleyan University and Phillips Academy 
in Andover, Massachusetts. At Wesleyan’s commencement 
in 2002, Coach Belichick received the prestigious Baldwin 
Medal, awarded annually by the Wesleyan University Alumni 
Association. It recognizes outstanding contributions to public 

interest and to the university. In 2005, he received a Doctor 
of Humane Letters degree from Wesleyan. He was inducted 
into the Wesleyan University Athletic Hall of Fame in 2008. 
He is proud to remain close to his Phillips Academy roots, 
where he was bestowed the Distinguished Alumni Award in 
1987 and the Distinguished Service Award in 2008. He was 
also honored at Phillips Academy when the school declared 
a day in his honor in 2002. Additionally, Belichick was among 
the 2011 inductees for Phillips Andover Academy’s Athletics 
Hall of Honor.

Coach Belichick has enjoyed several annual offseason 
visits to New England schools to interact with students. His 
speaking engagements included visits to Southern Connecti-
cut State University, Boston College, Wesleyan, Brown Uni-
versity, Salem State College, Phillips Andover Academy and a 
panel discussion on sports at the Fenn School’s Alumni Dinner. 
He was a guest speaker at the 2006 NCAA Lacrosse All-Amer-
ican banquet held at the Final Four in Philadelphia and at the 
2008 NCAA Lacrosse Championship Banquet at Gillette Stadi-
um. In 2004, he received honorary doctorates at Boston Uni-
versity and the New England Institute of Technology, where he 
also delivered the commencement address to over 900 grad-
uates. In 2008, he addressed a group of 100 Foxborough-area 
middle school students and hosted them at a screening of the 
movie “The Express.” Coach Belichick also delivered the com-
mencement address at Suffield Academy in 2011.
PLAYING

Belichick lettered in football, lacrosse and squash while 
attending college at Wesleyan University in Middletown, Con-
necticut. He earned three letters in football while competing at 
center and tight end. As a senior, he was named captain of his 
lacrosse team. He was inducted into the Wesleyan University 
Athletics Hall of Fame as part of its inaugural class in 2008.

The Bill Belichick Foundation donated funds to a program 
to help build a lacrosse field in Uganda and the group 
decided to name the field after coach Belichick.

PERSONAL

Bill Belichick was born April 16, 1952, in Nashville, Ten-
nessee, and raised in Annapolis, Maryland. His father, Steve, 
played fullback for the Detroit Lions in 1941 and coached 
for 33 years at the Naval Academy. Bill was a standout prep 
athlete at Annapolis High, where he has since been inducted 
into the school’s hall of fame. In 2020, Belichick became the 
first recipient of the key to the city of Annapolis. He attended 
Phillips Academy in Andover, Massachusetts, before enroll-
ing at Wesleyan, where he earned his bachelor’s degree in 
economics in 1975. In 2018, Belichick was one of six people 
appointed to the President’s Council on Sports, Fitness and 
Nutrition, a committee that engages, educates and empow-
ers all Americans to adopt a healthy lifestyle that includes 
regular physical activity and good nutrition.

In 2019, Belichick joined Chuck Noll (1970s-80s) as the 
only other coach in NFL history to be selected to two NFL 
All-Decade teams. Last year he was also featured as a regu-
lar co-host on NFL Network’s “NFL 100 All-Time Team” series 
showcasing the 100 greatest players in league history. For 
his part in the series, Belichick was nominated for a Sports 
Emmy for Outstanding Sports Personality - Studio Analyst.

He was also a member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame’s 
centennial blue-ribbon panel that helped construct 2020’s 
Hall of Fame class that includes 10 senior nominees, five 
modern era nominees, three contributors and two coaches. 
Belichick was also honored in a pregame ceremony at Super 
Bowl LIV honoring the NFL 100 team that also featured Tom 
Brady, Rob Gronkowski, Randy Moss, Adam Vinatieri, John 
Hannah and Mike Haynes.

Belichick was also awarded a “game ball” from the Fritz 
Pollard Alliance in 2019, acknowledging his efforts in creat-
ing coaching opportunities for minorities.

In 2020, Belichick was honored by the lacrosse com-
munity as he was named the winner of Spirit of Tewaaraton 
Award. The award is presented to an individual who has con-
tributed to the sport of lacrosse in a way that reflects the 
spirit of the values and mission of the Tewaaraton Award.

PRONOUNCED AY-cord
COACHING

Cameron Achord enters his sixth season overall with 
the New England Patriots in 2023, and his fourth as special 
teams coordinator. Achord served as assistant special teams 
coach from 2018-19. 

In 2022, Achord’s punt return unit ranked first in the NFL 
for punt return yards and third in total return yards, led by 
Marcus Jones. Jones ranked second in total return yards, 
punt return average and first in punt return yards and the 
longest punt return. He was named to the 2023 Associated 
Press All-Pro first team as a punt returner. 

In both 2020 and 2021, the special teams units ranked 
4th in opponent kickoff return starting field position. Special 
teamer Matthew Slater was selected to his tenth Pro Bowl 
and earned his third Second-team All-Pro honors. 

In 2021, the punt team ranked 9th in net punting after 
ranking 1st in net punting and 2nd in return yards allowed 
in 2020. 

Since taking over as coordinator in 2020, the punt return 
unit has ranked first overall on yards-per-return. Two special 
teams players, Slater and punter Jake Bailey, were select-
ed to the Pro Bowl. Punt returner Gunner Olszewski led the 
league in punt return yards (346) and punt return average, 
earning his first First-team All-Pro honor.

Achord joined the Patriots after five seasons with South-
west Mississippi Community College, where he served in 
roles as offensive coordinator, special teams coordinator, 
quarterbacks, running backs and tight ends coach, as well 
as recruiting coordinator. In 2014, Achord’s kickoff return unit 
ranked third and the punt return unit ranked second in the 
nation in return average. In 2016 under his tutelage, tight 
end Ravian Pierce earned All-American honors. Achord also 

played a key role in Patriots special teams blocking a fran-
chise-record four punts in 2019 and the team allowing just 71 
punt return yards on only 12 punt returns in 2021. 

Prior to his stint at Southwest, Achord spent the 2010-11 
seasons as a special teams graduate assistant and worked 
with the linebackers at the University of Southern Mississippi. 
He spent the 2012 season as an offensive graduate assistant 
with the Eagles, working with the quarterbacks.
PLAYING

A four-year starter at free safety at Belhaven University, 
Achord served as a team captain in 2008 and 2009. He was 
a two-time Academic All-American honoree and twice named a 
Mid-South Conference Player of the Week. In addition, he was 
an All-Conference back in 2009 and an Honorable Mention 
back in 2007. In 2010, he participated in the NAIA Senior Classic.
PERSONAL

Achord is a Brookhaven, Miss., native and 2005 gradu-
ate of Brookhaven Academy. He is also a 2009 graduate of 
Belhaven University with degrees in computer information 
science and sports administration. He received a master’s 
degree in sports management from the University of South-
ern Mississippi in 2011. Achord and his wife, Emily, welcomed 
their son, Dawson, in 2023.

linebackers following four seasons coaching in the second-
ary and four years as a coaching assistant.

For the last two seasons, Belichick worked with Matthew 
Judon to reach career high sack totals in back-to-back sea-
sons after recording 12½ in 2021 and 15½ in 2022.

Joe Judge returned to the New England Patriots in 

2022 as an offensive assistant/quarterbacks coach, follow-
ing a two-year stint as head coach of the New York Giants 
(2020-21). He will serve as the assistant head coach during 
the 2023 season. In addition to his on-field responsibilities, 
Judge also oversees the development and coordination of 
all of the rookie team development programs and all team 
building. Also assists Bill Belichick in personnel matters. 

Under Judge’s guidance in 2023, Mac Jones finished with 
a 65.2 completion percentage, his second straight season 
with a pass completion of at least 65 percent. Jones, Justin 
Herbert and Joe Burrow are the only players to accomplish 
that feat in their first two NFL seasons. Also rookie Bailey 
Zappe was called into action and became the first rookie to 
win and record a 100-plus passer rating in his first two starts 
since Sonny Jergensen in 1957. 

Judge enters his 10th season with the New England Pa-
triots after originally joining the organization as assistant 
special teams coach in 2012. He was promoted to special 
teams coach following Scott O’Brien’s retirement in 2015 and 
in 2019, he served as special team coordinator/wide receiv-
ers coach. 

Judge’s Patriots special teams units enjoyed success-
ful seasons in Judge’s first eight years with New England. 
In 2019, the Patriots special teams unit blocked a franchise 
record four punts. Under Judge’s guidance in 2018, Patriots 
special teams played a key role as part of the Super Bowl 
LIII Champion squad. In particular, the punt coverage team 
repeatedly pinned the L.A. Rams offense deep in their own 
territory throughout the game, forcing the Rams to start three 
of their drives inside their own 10-yard line. Special teams 
were also critical in a Week 7 win at Chicago, scoring touch-
downs on a kickoff return and a blocked punt en route to a 
38-31 victory.

In 2017, the kickoff and kickoff receiving teams each 
finished third in the NFL in average drive start position. Ad-
ditionally, RB Dion Lewis led the AFC and finished fourth in 
the NFL with a 24.8 yards-per return average and earned 
AFC Special Teams Player of the Week honors after returning 
a kickoff 103 yards for a touchdown in a Week 10 game at 
Denver. P Ryan Allen also enjoyed a successful season un-
der Judge, limiting opponents to just 23 punt returns for a 
4.6 yard average, the lowest in team history. Special teamer 
Matthew Slater was selected to his seventh consecutive Pro 
Bowl, matching Steve Tasker for the most special teams Pro 
Bowl honors in NFL history.

In 2016, Judge’s kickoff team led the AFC in kickoff drive 
start position and finished third in the NFL, while finishing 
second in the league in drive start position in 2015. Addi-
tionally, the kickoff return team finished seventh in the NFL 
in kickoff return drive start position and fourth in the AFC 
in 2016. Judge’s punt teams have enjoyed similar success, 
finishing second in the NFL in punt coverage and second in 
opponents return average. As a punt returner, WR Danny 

Amendola led the entire NFL in punt return average in 2015 
while averaging 12 yards-per-return. Having worked with 
Judge since 2012, WR Julian Edelman became one of the 
most efficient punt returners in the NFL. In 2012, Edelman 
averaged 15.5 yards-per-return while being limited by injury 
to only 17 punt returns that season. Edelman became second 
all-time in Patriots history with a career punt return average 
of 11.7 yards, which also tied him for eighth all-time in the 
NFL for punt return average. Likewise, Judge oversaw some 
standout kickoff return performances. In 2016, RB Dion Lew-
is scored on the longest kickoff return touchdown in team 
postseason history with a 98-yard return for a touchdown vs. 
Houston in the AFC Divisional Playoff. In 2015, WR Keshawn 
Martin had the longest kickoff return in the AFC with his 75-
yard return vs. Tennessee. In the 2016 postseason, DB Jon-
athan Jones finished tied for first in the NFL in postseason 
special teams tackles. 

In addition to K Stephen Gostkowski leading the NFL in 
scoring for four seasons under Judge’s tutelage, Gostkowski 
was also elected to the Pro Bowl in 2013, 2014 and 2015. 
With 156 points in 2017, Gostkowski became the first player 
in NFL history with five 150-point seasons. He is one of three 
players to lead the league in scoring for at least five sea-
sons. Under Judge’s guidance, Gostkowski was named AFC 
Special Teams Player of the Week five times and AFC Special 
Teams Player of the Month three times, while Allen earned 
AFC Special Teams Player of the Week honors twice while 
working with Judge. Additionally, under Judge’s tutelage, 
Allen became the Patriots all-time leader in punt average 
with a 45.0 career average. As a rookie in 2013, Allen set a 
Patriots rookie record with his 39.9 net average on punts and 
in 2016 finished second in the AFC in net punt average. Ad-
ditionally, Matthew Slater was selected to seven straight Pro 
Bowls as a special teamer and earned Associated Press First 
Team: All-Pro honors for the first time in his career in 2016, 
while Nate Ebner tied for the NFL lead in special teams tack-
les. Slater and Ebner were also the only two special teams 
players in the entire NFL to be selected to the All-Pro team.

In Judge’s first season in 2012, New England led the NFL 
in extra points and finished second in punt return yards and 
fewest punt return yards allowed. In 2013, the Patriots fin-
ished tied for the most field goals made and field goal per-
centage. In 2016, the field goal unit led the league in field 
goals made and was second in field goal percentage. In his 
first five years in New England, Judge’s field goal blocking 
unit had the second-most blocked field goals across the en-
tire NFL with seven blocked field goals.

Judge came to the Patriots after a three-year stint at the 
University of Alabama as a football analyst under coach Nick 
Saban. While on the Alabama staff, Judge was a member 
of two National Championship teams in 2009 and 2011 and 
assisted with the special teams units. At Alabama, Judge’s 
special teams units boasted a First-Team All American kicker 
and Groza Award finalist (Leigh Tiffin, 2009), a First-Team 
All American return specialist (Javier Arenas, 2009), an SEC 
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All-Freshman team punter (Cody Mandell, 2010) and a return-
er, who finished his career ranked second all-time in NCAA 
return yards (Arenas).

Prior to going to Alabama, Judge spent one season at 
Birmingham-Southern where he served as special teams/
linebackers coach in 2008. He began his coaching career 
at Mississippi State as a graduate assistant under Sylvester 
Croom from 2005-07. While at Mississippi State, Judge tu-
tored a freshman All-SEC punter, five All-SEC linebackers and 
a returner who finished as the all-time SEC leader in career 
return yards and kickoff return yards.

Judge played for Mississippi State from 2000-04, earning 
three letters. He was also named to the SEC Academic Honor 
Roll and made the Dean’s List.

Judge played quarterback and strong safety during a 

four-year high school career at Landsdale (Pa.) Catholic High 
School under Jim Algeo. He was named All-Area as a junior 
and senior.

Judge was born Dec. 31, 1981, in Philadelphia, Pa. His 
father, Joseph, played football at Temple and professional-
ly with the Hamilton Tigercats of the CFL. Judge turned to 
coaching saying, “I love the game, and they were not paying 
me to play anymore so this was the best path for me to stay 
in the game that I love.” Judge is currently working on his 
PhD in education in order to hone his teaching skills to be-
come the best coach he can be. Judge’s wife, Amber, was 
an All-SEC soccer player at Mississippi State, and they have 
four children together - Sean, Michael, Emma Riley and Ella 
Grace.

COACHING
Adrian Klemm was hired by New England as the offensive 

line coach after serving as Oregon’s associate head coach, 
offensive line coach and run game coordinator for the 2022 
season. 

Klemm played in the NFL as an offensive lineman for sev-
en seasons, including five seasons with the Patriots (2000-
04) , and was part of three Super Bowl Championships with 
New England. Klemm was Bill Belichick’s first draft pick with 
the Patriots, originally drafted in 2000. 

Klemm coached in the NFL as the Steelers’ assistant 
offensive line coach from 2019-2020, prior to his stint at 
Oregon. The Steelers won the AFC North in 2020 while al-
lowing the fewest sacks in the NFL, seven fewer than the 
next closest team. The offensive line allowed a sack in just 2.1 
% of the team’s passing attempts, leading the nation by 1.3 
%, with the 2nd through 10th-ranked teams in the category 
separated by just 1.5%. He was promoted to offensive line 
coach before the 2021 season. The Steelers went 29-19-1 
in his three seasons with the team. Klemm’s offensive line 
paved the way for rookie running back Najee Harris to run for 
1,200 yards and earn Pro Bowl honors in his first NFL season 
in 2021. The Steelers finished the season with a 9-7-1 record 
and reached the Wild Card round of the NFL Playoffs. While 
at Oregon in 2022, Klemm’s offensive line led the nation 
with only five sacks surrendered on the year. The unit’s 0.39 
sacks per game was the fewest by a non-academy team in a 
non-pandemic season since Toledo in 2015.

Prior to coaching in the NFL, Klemm produced several 
all-conference players and NFL Draft picks at both UCLA 
and SMU. Klemm started working at UCLA in 2012 and im-
mediately elevated the offensive line to be one of the best 
in the Pac-12. He spent two seasons as UCLA’s offensive line 
coach and run game coordinator before adding associate 

head coach duties in 2014. During Klemm’s five seasons at 
UCLA, eight Bruins earned All Pac-12 honors, nine went on 
to play in the NFL and two-time All American Xavier Su’a-Filo 
was named the Walter Morris Trophy winner, given to the top 
lineman in the Pac 12.

Klemm began his coaching career under his former col-
lege coach, June Jones, at SMU. Several offensive linemen 
developed into All Conference-USA players and two became 
NFL Draft picks under Klemm, as SMU won back-to-back 
Conference USA titles in 2009 and 2010.
PLAYING 

After a standout playing career at Hawai’i, Klemm was 
the 46th overall selection in the 2000 NFL Draft. He spent 
seven seasons in the NFL with the New England Patriots 
(2000-04) and Green Bay Packers (2005-06), winning three 
Super Bowl titles while with the Patriots. As a collegiate play-
er, Klemm was the left tackle for Jones during his senior sea-
son (1999). He was a part of the biggest turnaround in NCAA 
history as Hawai’i improved from 0-12 to 9-4 and won a bowl 
game that season.

Klemm earned his bachelor’s degree in liberal arts from 
Excelsior College in 2008.

Jerod Mayo began his coaching career as inside line-

backers coach with the New England Patriots in 2019. Under 
Mayo’s tutelage in his first coaching season, Dont’a Hightow-
er earned his second career Pro Bowl nod after the eight-
year veteran totaled 71 tackles, 5½ sacks, four passes de-
fensed and one fumble returned for a touchdown as part of a 
defense that finished No. 1 in the NFL in total defense (275.9 
yards per game) and scoring (14.1 points allowed per game). 

In 2022, the Patriots defense finished ranked 8th and  
tied for second with San Francisco with 30 total takeaways. 
Mayo guided Matthew Judon to reach career high sack totals 
in back-to-back seasons after recording 12½ in 2021 and 15½ 
in 2022. The 15½ sacks rank third in team history and his 
102.5 sack yards rank first in team history. Judon earned his 
fourth straight Pro Bowl invitation and second straight with 
the Patriots. He also earned PFWA-All-AFC Team honors and 
was named the Week 5 AFC Defensive Player of the Week.

Mayo also guided Josh Uche to new career highs in 
2022. Uche finished with a career high 11½ sacks for 49.5 
yards. He had six sacks in a three-game span, second most in 
team history. Uche earned AFC Player of the Week in Week 14 
after his three sack performance against Arizona. 
PLAYING

Mayo was drafted by the Patriots in the first round (10th 
overall) of the 2008 draft and spent his entire NFL career 
in New England, retiring following the 2015 season. Mayo 
played linebacker and appeared in 103 games during his 

career, racking up 905 total tackles. He was named captain 
for seven consecutive seasons (2009-15) and is a 2014 Super 
Bowl Champion.

Bill O’Brien
OFFENSIVE COORDINATOR/QUARTERBACKS

COACHING
Bill O’Brien re-joined the New England Patriots on Janu-

ary 26, 2023, as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach. 
O’Brien spent five seasons with the Patriots, from 2007 
through the 2011 season, and contributed to five winning 
seasons, four AFC East Division titles and two AFC Confer-
ence Champions during his time with New England. The 
Patriots finished in the top 10 in offense every year during 
O’Brien’s time with the Patriots. He was appointed to offen-
sive coordinator/quarterbacks coach in 2011 following two 
seasons as quarterbacks coach (2009-10) and one season as 
wide receivers coach (2008). He originally joined the Patriots 
as a coaching assistant in 2007, following 14 seasons coach-
ing at the collegiate level.

After leaving New England, O’Brien served as the head 
coach at Penn State (2012-13), where he garnered national 
and conference Coach of the Year honors in 2012. He was 
named the head coach of the Houston Texans in 2014. In his 
seven seasons with the Texans, Houston won four AFC South 
titles and advanced to the AFC Divisional Round twice. He 
most recently served as the offensive coordinator and quar-
terbacks coach at the University of Alabama (2021-22). 

In O’Brien’s final season with New England in 2011, the 
franchise set a record with 6,848 total net yards and was 
third in the NFL in points per game (32.1). O’Brien coached 
the Patriots to 513 points on 61 touchdowns, good for the 
fourth-most in team history. In 2010, New England led the 
NFL in scoring with 32.4 points per game and ranked eighth 
in total offense. In 2009, the Patriots offense finished third in 
the NFL after averaging 397.3 yards in total offense. 

In 2008, Patriots wide receivers contributed to an offense 
that posted the third highest yardage output in franchise his-
tory, despite the loss of starting quarterback Tom Brady in 
Week 1. Wes Welker produced his second consecutive sea-
son with 100-plus receptions and was selected to his first 
Pro Bowl. Both Welker and Randy Moss posted 1,000-yard 
receiving seasons in 2008, each achieving the first back-to-
back 1,000-yard seasons in franchise history.

Prior to entering the NFL, O’Brien coached in the Atlan-
tic Coast Conference for 12 seasons, including tenures at 
Georgia Tech (1995-2002), Maryland (2003-04) and Duke 
(2005-06).

O’Brien completed a two-year tenure at Duke as offensive 

coordinator and quarterbacks coach from 2005-06. O’Brien 
joined the Duke coaching staff after spending two seasons 
as the running backs coach at the University of Maryland. In 
his first season with Maryland in 2003, the Terrapins finished 
second in the ACC in rushing and defeated West Virginia in 
the Gator Bowl.

O’Brien spent eight seasons at Georgia Tech (1995-2002) 
and served as the Yellow Jackets’ offensive coordinator and 
quarterbacks coach in his final two seasons. In addition to 
his normal duties, he also served as an assistant head coach 
in 2002 and was Georgia Tech’s recruiting coordinator from 
1999-2000. He spent his first three seasons at Georgia 
Tech as an offensive graduate assistant (1995-97), before 
beginning a three-year stint as the Yellow Jackets’ running 
backs coach (1998-2000). In each of O’Brien’s three seasons 
coaching the running backs, Georgia Tech finished no lower 
than third in the conference in rushing. During his two-year 
tenure as offensive coordinator (2001-02), the team played 
in a bowl game each season. In 2001, under O’Brien’s direc-
tion, the Yellow Jackets led the ACC in passing and finished 
third in the league in scoring.

O’Brien began his coaching career at Brown, coaching 
tight ends in 1993 and tutoring inside linebackers in 1994.

O’Brien was a linebacker and defensive end at Brown 
University from 1990-92.

In 2022, Pellegrino led a secondary as part of a defense 
that finished No. 1 in the NFL in interception yards (383), 
interceptions returned for touchdowns (five) and defensive 
touchdowns (seven).

	 Pellegrino graduated from Johns Hopkins in 2015 where 
he majored in political science with a minor in entrepreneur-
ship and management. He was a two-time All-American and 
team captain for the lacrosse team as a long stick midfielder. 
Pellegrino was selected by the New York Lizards in the sec-
ond round of the Major League Lacrosse Collegiate Draft in 
2015. He played one season with New York and spent the 
2016-17 seasons with the Boston Cannons, all while working 
as a coaching assistant with the Patriots.

Vinnie Sunseri enters his fourth season with the New En-

gland Patriots in 2023 and his third working with the running 
backs. Sunseri joined the team after spending one year as a 
graduate assistant at his alma mater, Alabama, under coach 
Nick Saban. 

In 2022, Rhamondre Stevenson finished with 1,040 rushing 
yards, the team’s first 1,000-yard rusher since the 2016 sea-
son.

Under Sunseri’s guidance in 2021, RB Damien Harris fin-
ished the season with career highs in rushing yards (929), 
rushing touchdowns (15), receptions (18), and receiving yards 
(132).

The mission of the Jonathan Jones Next Step Foundation, Inc. is to educate youth on practical life 
application, to encourage professional development and to empower them through education and 
mentorship. Established in 2019, the idea was birthed from Jones’ love and recognition for developing 
youth; whether it is by way of football camps, meal distributions or fundraisers, and to 
pour back into them. However, he was no stranger to volunteerism; growing up, he 
would volunteer in the community at a local soup kitchen and became a change agent 
at a young age. He knew that when he became a professional football player, he would 
then have the vehicle and platform to give back on a larger scale. 
“I’ve always wanted to give back to the youth,” said Jones, “and being in the position 

that I am in now, it is a must that I continue to pour into the youth.” - Jones

SUMMER FOOTBALL CAMP
Each year, the JJNSF Inc. hosts its annual 
football camp in Carrollton, GA. This camp, for 
boys and girls, is located at Carrollton High 
School’s facility. Over a four hour time frame, 
campers check-in, receive a camp shirt, warm 
up/agility work, fastest man challenge and get 
an opportunity to meet and greet/pictures with 
Jonathan Jones and NFL teammates.

A selection 
committee of media and staff was formed to select players for induction and appropriately, John Hannah was the first player 
enshrined. Eight additional players were inducted from 1992-95. Andre Tippett (1999) and Bruce Armstrong (2001) rounded out 
the Patriots Hall of Fame’s first 11 members. In 2007, the Patriots introduced a new method of selecting players for the team's 
hall of fame in advance of the opening of The Patriots Hall of Fame presented by Raytheon. Moving forward, one player will be 
enshrined in the Patriots Hall of Fame each year, with a nomination committee determining three finalists each spring and fans 
voting for the final choice through Patriots.com each spring.

SENIOR SELECTION COMMITTEE
The Patriots formed a senior selection com-
mittee to ensure that early era players are 
not overlooked in the voting process. The 
committee consists of veteran media and 
staff members who gather to discuss candi-
dates who have been retired for at least 25 
years to identify the player most deserving 
of Patriots Hall of Fame recognition.

Hannah spent his entire 13-season career with the Patriots, from 1973 through the 
Super Bowl season of 1985 … The first Patriots player to be inducted into the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame … One of two Patriots voted to the NFL’s 75th Anniversary 
Team … Named to the Patriots 35th Anniversary Team in 1994 … Named the 
Player of the Century on the Patriots Team of the Century in 2000 … Played 
in 183 games, while missing only five games due to injury … Selected to nine 
Pro Bowls (1976, 1978-85) … Named All-Pro for 10 consecutive years (1976-85)

Tippett spent his entire 12-year career with the Patriots … Elected to the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame in 2008, joining John Hannah as the only two players to 
earn induction to the Hall of Fame after spending their entire career with the 
Patriots ... From 1984-85, Tippett recorded 35 sacks, a total that stands tied 
as the second-highest two-season sack total by a linebacker in NFL history ... 
He achieved his record sack totals despite playing his career as a strong-side 
linebacker (opposite the opposing tight end), a position from which few other 
players have excelled in the pass rush to the extent that Tippett did ... He was 
named to the NFL’s 1980s All-Decade Team and was named the NFL’s linebacker 
of the year by the NFL Players Association for three straight seasons from 1985-
87 … Finished his career as the only Patriots player to record 100 career sacks, 
a mark that stands as the franchise’s all-time record … Set the Patriots franchise

Law spent 10 seasons with the Patriots (1995-2004) after joining the team as a 
first-round (23rd overall) draft pick out of Michigan in 1995 … Law was a three-
time Super Bowl Champion (XXXVI, XXXVIII, XXXIX), a four-time Pro Bowl player 
(1998, 2001, 2002, 2003) and a two-time All-Pro (1998, 2003) during his tenure 
with the Patriots … Law tied Raymond Clayborn’s career franchise-record with 36 
interceptions and finished with the most interception-return yards in team history 
with 583 … His six interceptions returned for touchdowns are also a franchise best 
… Law had nine interceptions in 1998 to become the first Patriots player to lead the 
NFL in that category … He was a playmaker who played some of his best games in 
the postseason … He helped lead the Patriots to their first Super Bowl title in 2001 
when he intercepted a Kurt Warner pass against the Rams and returned it 47 yards 
for a touchdown for the first points of the game … In the 2003 AFC Championship 
Game, Law intercepted three Peyton Manning passes while leading the Patriots to 
a 24-14 victory over the Indianapolis Colts … Law was part of a record-breaking 
Patriots defense in 2003 that led the NFL in five key categories: opponents points 
per game (14.9), interceptions (29), fewest touchdown receptions allowed (11), 
opponent’s passer rating (56.2) and pass deflections (121) as the team captured its 
second Super Bowl title in a win over the Carolina Panthers … Law is a member of 
the NFL’s all-decade team for the 2000s as well as the Patriots all-1990s and all-
2000s decade teams. He was also selected to the Patriots 50th Anniversary Team.

Antwine played for the Patriots for 11 seasons, appearing in 142 games from 
1961-71 … He led the Patriots in sacks in three consecutive seasons from 1967-69 
and his 39 career sacks are tied for 11th (with Richard Seymour) on the Patriots 
all-time career sacks list … Antwine earned six consecutive American Football 
League (AFL) All-Star selections from 1963-68 … His six all-star appearances are 
tied for the fifth highest total in franchise history … He was acquired in a trade 
from the Houston Oilers in exchange for a fourth-round pick in the 1962 AFL Draft 
on April 1, 1961 … He is a member of the Patriots 50th Anniversary Team and a 
member of the 1960s All-Decade Team … Antwine passed away on Dec. 26, 2011 
at the age of 72.

Seymour joined Troy Brown (2012), Tedy Bruschi (2013), Kevin Faulk (2016), Ty 
Law (2014), Matt Light (2018) and Willie McGinest (2015), as the seventh player 
to enter the Patriots Hall of Fame as a three-time Super Bowl champion with the 
team … Seymour spent the first eight seasons of his 12-year NFL career with 
the Patriots and played an important role in delivering six division titles, four 
conference crowns and three Super Bowl championships to New England … He 
was named to five straight Pro Bowls with the Patriots (2002-06) and earned 
three straight first-team All-Pro honors (2003-05) … His five Pro Bowl berths 
are the most by any Patriots defensive lineman since the 1970 NFL merger … 
Seymour was also a four-time team co-captain … In 2009, he was voted to the 
Patriots 50th Anniversary Team and the 2000s All-Decade Team ... Seymour has 
been a finalist for the Pro Football Hall of Fame for four straight seasons and was 
elected in 2022 … Seymour was drafted by the Patriots sixth overall in the first 
round of the 2001 NFL Draft out of Georgia … He immediately established himself 
as one of the team’s premier players and helped the Patriots win their first Super 
Bowl during his rookie season … During his time with the Patriots, he anchored a 
defense that allowed an average of 17.8 points per game and allowed fewer than 
20 points per game in six of his eight seasons with New England … Seymour also 
blocked seven field goals in his career … Overall, Seymour started in 105-of-111 
games, totaling 460 tackles, including 256 solos stops with 39 sacks … Seymour 
was traded to Oakland in the summer of 2009, where he played the final four 
years of his career, producing two additional Pro Bowl seasons.

Bledsoe was the first overall pick in the 1993 NFL Draft and for the next eight years 
was considered the face of the Patriots franchise … During his nine-year Patriots 
career, he broke the Patriots career passing records for attempts (4,518), comple-
tions (2,544) and yards (29,657) … Bledsoe still holds the Patriots single-season 
passing records for attempts (691) … He still holds the NFL record for attempts (70) 
and completions (45 - tied) in a game against Minnesota in 1994 that sparked a 
seven-game win streak, propelling the Patriots to their first playoff berth in eight 
years … Bledsoe led the Patriots to the playoffs four times in his first six seasons, 

helping the team earn back-to-back division titles and three consecutive playoff berths for the first time in franchise 
history … In 1996, he guided the Patriots to their second AFC Championship in franchise history and a trip to Super Bowl 
XXXI … Bledsoe became the first quarterback in NFL history with four seasons of 600+ pass attempts, including three 
straight from 1994-96 with the Patriots.

Brown spent his entire 15-season NFL career with the Patriots (1993-2007) after being 
drafted by the team in the eighth round (198th overall) of the 1993 NFL Draft out of 
Marshall … Brown retired in 2008 as the Patriots all-time leading receiver with 557 
career receptions … He is the team’s all-time leading punt returner with 252 career 
returns and 2,625 punt return yards … He places fifth in the team’s record book with 
6,366 career receiving yards and is tied for second in franchise history with three 
punt returns for touchdowns … Brown played in 192 games, placing him eighth on the 
franchise’s all-time games played list, and his 15 seasons with the franchise ties Julius 
Adams and Matthew Slater for the third-longest tenure in a Patriots uniform behind 

Steve Grogan (16) and Tom Brady’s franchise-record 20 seasons … Brown was a five-time co-captain for the club (2002-06) 
and earned Pro Bowl honors in 2001 … In 2004, he added defense to his resume as he saw significant action in the defensive 
backfield and finished second on the team with three interceptions … Brown’s significant contributions in all three phases of 
the game – offense, defense and special teams – made him one of the most versatile and beloved players in the history of the 
Patriots franchise … Brown was a key contributor to each of the Patriots first three Super Bowl victories … In 2001, Brown led 
the team with 18 postseason receptions as New England won its first world championship in Super Bowl XXXVI … In the champi-
onship game against the St. Louis Rams, Brown led the team with six receptions and 89 yards, including a key 23-yard grab on 
the game-winning drive … Two years later, he tied for the team lead with 17 playoff receptions as the Patriots won Super Bowl 
XXXVIII over Carolina.

Patriots Hall of Fame 2013

Bruschi closed his 13-year career as one of the most productive Patriots players in the 
team’s history … As a team captain, Bruschi’s relentless work ethic and on-field intensity 
helped set the tone for the entire team … Bruschi was originally drafted by the Patriots 
in the third round of the 1996 NFL Draft … Bruschi left the football field having played a 
major role in leading the Patriots to 11 winning records, including nine playoff seasons, 
eight division championships, five conference titles and three Super Bowl crowns … 
In Bruschi’s 211 career games (including regular season and playoffs), the Patriots had 
a 144-67 (.682) record, including a 16-6 (.727) playoff mark … Bruschi earned his first 
Pro Bowl honor following the 2004 season after co-captaining a Patriots defense that 

allowed just 16.25 points per game, the sixth-fewest in franchise history … Bruschi is the only player in NFL history to return four 
consecutive interceptions for touchdowns and his career total of four picks returned for scores ranks second in Patriots history 
… He is tied for seventh in NFL history among linebackers, and Bruschi is the only Patriots linebacker to return multiple intercep-
tions for scores in a single season (2002 and 2003) … Beyond his impressive numbers, fans and his peers revered him for his 
accomplishments off the field and for his dedication to the New England area … After Bruschi suffered a stroke in February 2005, 
he dedicated himself to raising funds and awareness to fight stroke along with the American Stroke Association … He established 
“Tedy’s Team,” a vehicle to help battle stroke, the number one cause of disability in the United States.

the Patriots all-time leading return specialist, totaling 5,031 combined return yards 
(4,088 kick return yards and 943 punt return yards) … He ranks fifth in Patriots history 
in rushing yards (3,607), seventh in receptions (431), 13th in receiving yards (3,701) 
and eighth in punt return yards (943) … For his career, he played in 161 games and 
accumulated 3,607 yards rushing on 864 attempts for a 4.2-yard average with 16 

touchdowns, caught 431 passes for 3,701 receiving yards and 15 touchdowns, returned 180 kicks for 4,088 yards and two 
touchdowns and returned 101 punts for 943 yards … Faulk is the Patriots all-time leader in receptions by a running back, 
totaling 431 in his career and is one of just 34 running backs in NFL history to reach the 400-reception plateau … In the 
2000s decade, he was one of just six players to rush for more than 3,000 yards and gain over 3,000 yards receiving, joining 
Tiki Barber, Marshall Faulk, Michael Pittman, LaDainian Tomlinson and Brian Westbrook … Faulk helped the Patriots claim 11 
winning seasons, including three Super Bowls titles and five AFC Championships during his 13-year career with New England 
… Faulk is a member of the Patriots all-decade and 50th Anniversary teams as a return specialist.

Patriots Hall of Fame 2019

Gray was a third-round draft pick in 1973 by the Miami Dolphins as an offensive 
tackle out of Jackson State … He was cut by Miami before the start of the season 
and claimed off waivers by New England … By the 1976 season, he was viewed as 
arguably the best left tackle in the game … He was a key member of an offensive 
line that allowed a franchise-low 14 sacks in 1977 … Gray teamed with Patriots and 
Pro Football Hall of Famer John Hannah to form what is generally considered one 
of the best guard/tackle tandems in NFL history … At the end of the 1976 season, 
Gray was selected to play in the Pro Bowl – the first of two such honors as a Patriot 

and the first of four trips to the Pro Bowl during his 11-year NFL career … In 1976, Gray helped power a Patriots rushing 
game that averaged 210.6 yards per game (which remains a franchise record) and led the Patriots to their first 11-win 
season in franchise history… In 1978, Gray once again paved the way as the Patriots surpassed their season rushing record 
with 3,165 yards, an NFL record that stood for 41 seasons … Gray was named a first-team All-Pro by the Associated Press, 
Pro Football Weekly and the PFWA … He was also selected to the Pro Bowl for the second time … After six seasons with 
the Patriots, Gray finished his career with Houston (1979-81) and New Orleans (1982-83) … Sadly, Gray died in November 
of 2001 at the age of 49. 
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Rodney Harrison • S • Western Illinois

Patriots Seasons (6): 2003-08 • Pro Bowls (2)
Patriots Hall of Fame 2019

Harrison played the final six seasons of his 15-year NFL career with the Patriots after 
spending his first nine seasons with the San Diego Chargers … He played a key role 
in helping the Patriots to back-to-back Super Bowl titles in his first two seasons with 
New England in 2003 and 2004 … Harrison came up big on the biggest stage, with 
seven interceptions in nine postseason games with the Patriots, including two in 
Super Bowl XXXIX … His seven postseason interceptions are tied for the third-most in 
NFL postseason history, and his four picks in the 2004 playoffs are tied for the third-
most in a single postseason … Harrison had a knack for coming up with interceptions 

at crucial times. In the 2004 regular season and playoffs, five of his six interceptions came inside the opponent’s 20-yard line 
with four of those picks coming inside the 4-yard line and two of them coming in the end zone … His only 2004 interception 
that did not come inside the 20-yard line was a fourth-quarter interception in Super Bowl XXXIX that ended Philadelphia’s 
last drive to clinch the championship … In his first two seasons in New England, Harrison was not only the Patriots leading 
tackler each year, but he also led all NFL defensive backs in tackles both seasons … He set a career-high with 140 tackles 
in 2003, followed by a 138-tackle performance in 2004 … Additionally, he was the leading tackler in the 2003 and 2004 
postseasons, while also recording two sacks, six interceptions, seven passes defensed and two forced fumbles in the six 
games leading to New England’s back-to-back Super Bowl championships … He is the all-time leader in sacks by a defensive 
back with 30½, including nine during his time with the Patriots …He is the only defensive back in NFL history with 30 sacks 
and 30 interceptions, with eight of those picks coming during his Patriots career … Harrison was voted a team captain in 
each of his six seasons with the Patriots.

Owns the NFL record with 16 career postseason sacks and 
set the NFL mark for most sacks in a postseason game with 4½ in a 2005 Wild Card 
win vs. Jacksonville ... One of his most memorable plays came in a 2003 regular sea-

son game when he stuffed Indianapolis running back Edgerrin James on the goal line with 11 seconds remaining to preserve 
a 38-34 win over the Colts ... Was a versatile player, who played defensive end and linebacker and earned Pro Bowl honors 
in 1996 and 2003 ...

Parilli played in 94 games for the Patriots from 1961-67 … Threw for over 20,000 
yards during his NFL career … Voted to three AFL All-Star teams (1963-64 and 1966) 
and earned the AFL’s Comeback Player of the Year Award in 1966 … Named to the 
All-AFL 10 Year Anniversary Team in 1971 … His 31 touchdown passes in 1964 were a 
team record until 2007 … Enters the 2023 season ranked fourth on the Patriots all-
time career passing list with 16,747 yards and fourth with 132 touchdowns on 2,413 
attempts … Ranks fourth on the Patriots career completion list with 1,140 ...

Vrabel is a three-time Super Bowl Champion and is recognized as one of the most 
versatile linebackers and best free agent signings in team history … He joined the 
team before the 2001 season, following a four-year career with the Pittsburgh 
Steelers, where he was used primarily on special teams and as a reserve linebacker 
… During his eight-year tenure in New England, Vrabel played a major role in the 
Patriots dynastic run that included three Super Bowl championships in four years 
(2001, 2003 and 2004) … He exemplified positional versatility during his Patriots ten-
ure by starting at both inside and outside linebacker, regularly lining up on offense in 

short-yardage and goal-line situations, and continually making valuable contributions on various special teams units … As a 
Patriot, he caught eight regular season passes and two more in the playoffs … All 10 of his receptions were for touchdowns, 
including touchdown receptions in back-to-back Super Bowl wins over the Carolina Panthers in Super Bowl XXXVIII and 
Philadelphia Eagles in Super Bowl XXXIX … He earned Pro Bowl and first-team Associated Press All-Pro honors following 
the 2007 season, the year the Patriots became the first team in NFL history to win 18 consecutive games in one season … 
During his Patriots career, Vrabel helped propel the Patriots to multiple NFL and franchise-record win streaks, including 21 
consecutive wins (2003-04), 21 consecutive regular season wins (2006-08), 21 consecutive wins at home (2002-05) and 10 
straight playoff victories (2001-05) … During the 2006 season, he played a major role when the defense set a then-franchise 
record by allowing just 14.8 points per game. 
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Patriots hall of fame bios

William H. “Billy” Sullivan Jr. • Founder
Patriots Hall of Fame 2009

On the occasion of the Patriots 50th anniversary season in 2009, one of Robert 
Kraft’s first announcements was the induction of the team’s founder, William H. 
“Billy” Sullivan, Jr., into the team’s Hall of Fame. Sullivan became the first non-player 
to be inducted into The Hall. On Nov. 16, 1959, William H. Sullivan, Jr. was awarded 
the eighth and final charter franchise of the American Football League ... Sullivan, 
with nine other investors, sold non-voting public stock in the franchise to raise 
capital to help post the franchise fee of $25,000 ... In 1975, Sullivan purchased addi-
tional stock to become majority owner, and in 1976, he purchased all the remaining 
non-voting stock in the team ... In 1983, Schaefer Stadium was renamed Sullivan 

Stadium to honor Sullivan’s contributions to the franchise ... Sullivan owned the Patriots through 1988, when he sold the 
franchise to Victor Kiam.

Wilfork is recognized as one of the best defensive linemen in franchise history … 
He played 11 of his 13 seasons with the Patriots and helped bring two Super Bowl 
Championships to New England with victories in Super Bowl XXXIX and Super Bowl 
XLIX … Wilfork was originally drafted by the Patriots in the first round (21st overall) of 
the 2004 NFL Draft … The Miami (Fla.) product spent the first 11 seasons of his NFL 
career with the Patriots before playing his final two seasons with the Houston Texans 
… While with the Patriots, Wilfork played in 158 games with 148 starts, and the Patriots 
owned a 123-35 (.778) record in the regular season … The Patriots played in 21 playoff 

games, six AFC Championship Games and four Super Bowls with Wilfork anchoring 
the defense … He served as a defensive co-captain for seven consecutive seasons 
(2008-14) and earned five Pro Bowl selections (2007, 2009-12) … He also earned 
first-team Associated Press All-Pro Honors in 2012 and second-team Associated Press 
All-Pro honors in 2007, 2010 and 2011 … During his time in New England, he helped the 
Patriots defense finish in the top 10 in points allowed eight times. 
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Gil Santos • Radio Broadcaster
Patriots Hall of Fame 2013

During a pregame ceremony to honor Gil Santos and Gino Cappelletti prior to the 
2012 regular season finale, Patriots Chairman and CEO Robert Kraft announced that 
Santos, the legendary Voice of the New England Patriots, would be a 2013 inductee 
into the Patriots Hall of Fame … Santos, who valiantly overcame life-threatening 
health complications early in 2012 to return to the broadcast booth, announced his 
intention to retire after the 2012 season … For 36 seasons, spanning five decades, he 
earned the moniker “Voice of the New England Patriots.” … In 36 seasons, he missed 
just one game, a preseason game in 1971 … Santos called the action for 745 career 
Patriots games … Santos began calling games for the Boston Patriots at Fenway Park 

in 1966 … For the first five seasons, he provided color analysis alongside veteran play-by-play man Bob Starr … When the 
team moved to Foxborough in 1971, Santos moved into his role as play-by-play voice of the Patriots (1971-79) … WBZ lost the 
Patriots radio rights in the 1980s, but got them back in 1991 and returned Santos to his natural position as Voice of the New 
England Patriots, a position he held for 22 seasons.

Tracy Sormanti • Cheerleader Director
Patriots Hall of Fame 2021

Tracy Sormanti, the team’s longtime cheerleading director, passed away on Friday, 
Dec. 4, 2020 after a three-year battle with multiple myeloma … Sormanti, just 58 
years old, was in her 32nd season of service with the Patriots organization … Patriots 
Chairman and CEO Robert Kraft announced her induction in the summer of 2021 … 
Kraft said, “Tracy Sormanti was one of my first hires after I bought the team, and after 
nearly three decades, I can confidently say that there was no one more dedicated to 
her job or caring and compassionate about those she coached. Like all great coach-
es, she was meticulous in her preparation and brought the best out of her squads.” 
…  Sormanti, a Rhode Island native, first joined the organization in 1983 as a Patriots 

cheerleader … She was a member of the Patriots cheerleading squad from 1983-84 and again from 1991-93, concluding her 
cheerleading career by representing the Patriots at the 1993 Pro Bowl. Shortly after Kraft bought the team in 1994, he named 
Sormanti the cheerleading director … Over 27 seasons, Sormanti’s squads performed at 10 Super Bowls, visited more than 
30 countries and two dozen foreign operating bases on military tours, and made thousands of community appearances. 

Patriots hall of fame bios

Dante Scarnecchia • Assistant Coach
Patriots Hall of Fame 2023

Dante Scarnecchia was announced as a Hall of Fame contributor by Patriots Chairman 
and CEO Robert Kraft at the annual Hall of Fame nomination committee meeting on 
April 6, 2023 … Scarnecchia spent 36 years in the NFL, including 34 seasons with the 
Patriots (1982-88, 1991-2013, 2016-19) … He joined the Patriots in 1982, leaving in 1989 
to coach the Indianapolis Colts, before returning to the Patriots two years later … He 
remained with the team until retiring following the 2013 season … He was rehired as 
the offensive line coach in 2016 before retiring for the second time after the 2019 sea-
son … Scarnecchia was the longest tenured NFL coach when he retired for the second 
time following the 2019 season … Scarnecchia was on the Patriots coaching staff for 

22 of the franchise’s 28 playoff seasons and coached in 48 of the 59 playoff games in team history, including 10 Super Bowls 
and five Super Bowl titles … Scarnecchia coached the offensive line for 19 seasons for the Patriots, a position he coached for 
32 of his 48 seasons in the coaching profession … When Bill Belichick was named the Patriots head coach in 2000, he made 
Scarnecchia his assistant head coach/offensive line coach, positions he held for 14 seasons before retiring after the 2013 
season and then served as offensive line coach upon his return in 2016 through the 2019 season. 
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Patriots all-decade teams

Committee selected all-decade teams to represent the greatest players from each decade in team history.

Dec.	 Mike Holovak is named director of player person-
nel.

Dec. 20	 Clemson QB Harvey White becomes the first player 
to sign a Boston Patriots contract.

1960

Feb. 8	 Lou Saban is appointed first head coach.
Feb. 20	 As the result of a public contest, the team nick-

name of Patriots is chosen. The Patriots also an-
nounce that the team colors will be red, white and 
blue.

Sept. 16	 DB Chuck Shonta recovered a fumble on the final 
play of the game and ran for a touchdown to give 
the Patriots their first victory with a 28-24 advantage 
over the N.Y. Titans at the Polo Grounds in New York.

Nov. 25	 The Patriots host the Houston Oilers in front of 
27,123 fans at BU Field, recording the first sellout 
in the history of the AFL.

1961

Oct. 10	 Mike Holovak replaces Lou Saban as head coach.
Dec. 17	 The Patriots ended the season with a 41-0 shutout 

over San Diego to finish with a 9-4-1 record, second 
in the AFL Eastern Division. 

1962

Sept. 16	 Opened the season at Harvard Stadium and beat 
the Houston Oilers, 34-21. The Patriots played the 
remainder of their games at Boston University 
Field.

1963

Oct. 11	 Patriots play their first game in Fenway Park and 
beat Oakland, 20-14.

Dec. 28	 With a 26-8 victory over Buffalo, the Patriots win 
the AFL’s Eastern Division title in the league’s only 
season-ending tie-breaker game.

Oct. 4	 Gino Cappelletti boots six field goals in a win at

points, an AFL record and ranks 13th in NFL history. 
He won AFL MVP honors.

	 Rommie Loudd becomes the first African-American 

assistant coach in the AFL when Mike Holovak 
adds him to the Patriots coaching staff prior to the 
1966 season. The following season, Loudd was 
named director of player personnel.

Dec. 17	 Jim Nance rushes for 78 yards against the N.Y. Jets 
in the season finale giving him 1,458 yards rushing 
for the season, a Patriots single-season team re-
cord until 1995. Nance was later honored with the 
league’s Most Valuable Player award.

1967
Aug. 13	 Patriots played the Baltimore Colts of the NFL in a 

preseason game. It was the first time the Patriots 
had played an NFL team. The Patriots lost the game 
33-3.

Dec. 17	 Jim Nance finishes the season with 1,216 yards 
rushing and becomes the first player in AFL history 
to rush for over 1,000 yards in back-to-back seasons.

Nov.  10	 Gino Cappelletti became the first player in AFL his-

the summers of 1969-75 at UMass-Amherst.

Dec. 5	 Patriots defeat New Orleans, 27-6, in Foxborough 
to qualify for their first NFL playoff appearance and 
their first playoff appearance since the 1963 AFL 
Championship game.

Dec. 8	 Non-voting stockholders approve offer of $15 
per share made by Billy Sullivan to purchase all 
non-voting stock.

Dec. 18	 Lost AFC divisional playoff game to the eventual 
Super Bowl Champion Oakland Raiders, 24-21, in 
the final 10 seconds of the game.

Mark Henderson used a snow 
plow to clear a kicking surface on the Schaefer Sta
dium turf for John Smith. Smith then connected on 
a 33-yard field goal which would be the only scor-
ing of the game.

Jan. 8	 In their first playoff appearance since 1978, the 

Patriots lose to the eventual AFC Champion Miami 
Dolphins at the Orange Bowl, 28-13.

Feb. 16	 General manager Bucko Kilroy is promoted to Vice 
President and Patrick Sullivan, assistant general 
manager for four years, is named general manager.

May 23	 Schaefer Stadium is renamed Sullivan Stadium in 
honor of the founder and driving force behind the 
Patriots franchise, William H. “Billy” Sullivan, Jr.

June 29	 Sullivan Stadium is officially re-dedicated and the 
Boston Pops perform a concert in the stadium that 
is free to the public.

for consecutive starts by starting his 111th straight 
game. Ray Hamilton had the old mark of 110 (set 
Sept. 16, 1973 to Oct. 26, 1980). Clayborn cele-
brated the record-setting day by scoring his first 
professional touchdown on a 27-yard interception 
return vs. Buffalo.

Dec. 28	 The Patriots defeated the New York Jets, 26-14, 
at The Meadowlands (East Rutherford, N.J.) in the 
AFC wild-card game. With the victory, the Patriots 
won their first NFL playoff game (the Patriots were 
0-3 in the NFL playoffs prior to the game).

1986
Jan. 12	 The Patriots defeated the Miami Dolphins, 31-14, to 

claim their first AFC Championship in team history. 
In doing so, the Patriots ended an 18-game losing 
streak at the Orange Bowl that began in 1967. Ray-
mond Berry became the first Patriots head coach to 
lead his team to the Super Bowl.

Sept. 21	 QB Tony Eason throws for a then team-record 414 
yards. The Patriots lose to Seattle, 38-31, in the 
game played in Foxboro. Eason was 26-of-45 with 
three touchdowns and no interceptions.

Dec. 7	 WR Stanley Morgan establishes a new team record 
for catches in one season with his 67th catch (had 
five catches on the day). Morgan, who finished the 
season with 84 catches, broke Derrick Ramsey’s 
previous mark of 66 catches, set in 1984.

Dec. 31	 NEP Partners purchase a three-year option to buy 
the Patriots.

1987
Nov. 29	 Cornerback Raymond Clayborn ends his consecutive 

games played streak at 161. Clayborn broke Gino Cap-
pelletti’s record of 152 consecutive games played and 
Ray Hamilton’s record 110 consecutive starts.

1988
July 28	 Victor K. Kiam II, the owner and chief executive 

officer of Remington Products, Inc. of Bridgeport, 
Conn., agrees to purchase the team from William 
H. “Billy” Sullivan, Jr.

Oct. 28	 Victor K. Kiam II becomes majority owner  and 
chairman of the Patriots. Francis W. Murray, the mi-
nority owner, is the vice chairman. William H. “Bil-
ly” Sullivan, Jr., the founder and previous owner, 
remains as the team’s president.

Football Weekly, the team’s official newspaper.

Apr. 29	 For the first time in franchise history, every home 
game is sold out before the season begins as the 
remaining 15,000 tickets are sold individually to 
non-season ticket holders.

July 20	 Owner Robert Kraft signs QB Drew Bledsoe to a 

seven-year contract extension.	
Dec. 8	 The Patriots clinch their second playoff berth in two 

years by defeating the N.Y. Jets, 34-10. 
Dec. 15	 The Patriots clinch their first AFC Division title since 

1986.
Dec. 21	 The Patriots score 23 unanswered second-half 

points and defeat the N.Y. Giants, 23-22, to secure 
a first-round playoff bye and first home playoff 
game since 1978. WR Terry Glenn finished the 1996 
season with 90 receptions, setting a new league 
rookie reception record (83 by Earl Cooper - 1980).

Jan. 12	 Otis Smith’s 47-yard fumble return for a touchdown 
with 2:36 remaining enabled the Patriots to defeat 
the Jacksonville Jaguars 20-6 and earn their second 
AFC Championship and a trip to Super Bowl XXXI.

Jan. 26	 The Patriots lose 35-21 to the Green Bay Packers in 
Super Bowl XXXI. The two teams set a Super Bowl 
record for the most points scored by two teams in the 
first quarter with 24.

Pittsburgh’s Matt Bahr drilled a 41-yard field goal to give the 
Steelers the victory at the 5:10 mark in overtime.  The clutch 
field goal came on Bahr’s first professional career attempt.

Buffalo’s Nick Mike-Mayer kicked a 29-yard field goal 4:45 
into overtime to give the Bills the victory.

Tom Brady, who finished 
the game 27-of-44 for 292 yards, completed 16-of-24 passes 
for 156 yards with one touchdown during a fourth quarter 
rally as New England scored the final 13 points to get the win 
and overcome a 20-10 fourth quarter deficit. 

10/21/12........at Patriots 29, N.Y. Jets 26........................W
The Patriots squandered a 10-point fourth-quarter lead but 
came through in the clutch when Rob Ninkovich and Jer-
maine Cunningham combined for a strip-sack of Jets QB 
Mark Sanchez in overtime as the Patriots defense was able 
to seal the victory following a Stephen Gostkowski field goal 
in the Patriots opening drive of the extra session. Tom Brady 
led two clutch drives - one late in the fourth quarter and the 
other in overtime and Gostkowski drilled two field goals - a 
43-yarder as time expired in regulation and the 48-yarder in 
the first overtime drive.

10/20/13.......Patriots 27, at N.Y. Jets 30.......................... L
The Patriots 11-point halftime lead evaporated on the second 
play of the second half when Tom Brady threw an intercep-
tion to Jets S Antonio Allen, who returned the pick for a 23-
yard touchdown. New England netted -5 yards on offense in 
the third quarter while the Jets scored 17 points in the frame 
to take a 27-21 lead heading into the fourth quarter. The Pa-
triots managed to tie the score on the final drive of regula-
tion when Stephen Gostkowski drilled a 44-yard field goal 
with :19 left on the clock. The Patriots won the overtime coin 
toss but only managed one first down and were forced to 
punt. New York then engineered a 14-play, 56-yard drive that 
included a 15-yard unsportsmanlike conduct penalty on the 
Patriots and Jets K Nick Folk hit a 42-yard field goal to win 
the game and end a five-game losing streak to New England.

New England fumbled on its first three offensive possessions  
of a cold, windy November game and entered the locker 
room down 24-0 at halftime.

Peyton Manning then led 
Denver on a 10-play, 79 yard touchdown drive to tie the game 
late in the fourth quarter. The Patriots won the overtime coin 
toss and took the wind, giving the Broncos the first posses-
sion in the extra frame. The two teams traded possessions 
until a high-arching Patriots punt by Ryan Allen was muffed 
by Denver and recovered by New England deep in Broncos 
territory. Stephen Gostkowski drilled a 31-yard field goal to 
cap the greatest comeback in franchise history.

The Denver Broncos overcame a 21-7 fourth-quarter defi-
cit to win, 30-24, in overtime and hand the visiting Patriots 
their first loss of the season. Facing a late 21-17 fourth-quar-
ter deficit, Denver QB Brock Osweiler led the Broncos on a 
5-play, 83 yard drive capped off by a 4-yard touchdown strike 
to WR Andre Caldwell that gave the Broncos their first lead 
of the night at 24-21 with 1:09 left to play. Not to be outdone, 
Tom Brady then led New England 51 yards down the field into 
Denver territory, completing three of his four passes, before 
Stephen Gostkowski connected on a game-tying 47-yard 
field goal as time expired. The Patriots won the coin toss in 
overtime and elected to receive but were stopped on three 
straight plays. On Denver’s second play from scrimmage, RB 
C.J. Anderson scampered 48 yards to the end zone giving 
Denver a dramatic victory in the snowy conditions at Mile 
High.

12/27/15.......at N.Y. Jets 26, Patriots 20......................... L
Tom Brady rallied the Patriots from a 17-3 deficit to tie the 
game at 20 with under two minutes to play in regulation on 
a 9-yard touchdown pass to RB James White. The 11-play, 66 
yard drive was highlighted by two critical fourth-down con-
versions to TE Rob Gronkowski, the second being a 26-yard 
completion on fourth-and-9 that put New England at the Jets 
9-yard line. Brady hit White for the game-tying score on the 
very next play. After winning the coin toss the Patriots elect-
ed to kick, which resulted in a 5-play, 80 yard drive capped 
off by a 6-yard touchdown reception from WR Eric Decker 
that gave New York the victory.

While the foundation supports a number of 
different causes, there is one common theme – 
addressing the most pressing needs of our New 
England communities.

We are 
committed to providing individuals in New England and around the world with equal access to 
opportunities for success, well-being and personal growth by building bridges and creating a 
sense of community through philanthropic investments. We strongly believe that by continuing 
to listen and educate ourselves, together we can create a world of equity, work to end systemic 
racism and create meaningful change to address the societal issues that are impacting marginal-
ized and under-resourced communities.

THE PATRIOTS AND THE COMMUNITY

Players Social Justice Fund
For the fifth consecutive season, the Patriots Players’ Social Justice Fund provided support for 
organizations focused on social justice and racial equality, including the areas of education, economic 
development, police relations and criminal justice. The fund is renewed every year and matched 
by the Kraft family – up to $250,000. Thanks to the generous support of players, coaches, scouts 
and staff members, this year’s fund amounted to $432,500. Over the past five seasons, the Patriots 
Players’ Social Justice Fund has raised and distributed over $2.3 million to organizations in Boston, 
Greater Boston and the New England region. 
Five nonprofit organizations each received $82,500 in grants, including Coaching 4 Change, The 
Educational Justice Institute, Silver Lining Mentoring, Smart From the Start and Young Man with a 
Plan. A $20,000 matching grant was given to Boxing Power & Fitness in Dorchester. 

Foundation to Combat Anti-Semitism
Robert K. Kraft founded the Foundation to Combat 
Antisemitism in 2019 to help address the rising hate 
against Jews in the United States and the existential 
threat it poses to Jewish people. The Foundation is 
focused on winning the hearts and minds of non-
Jews through powerful, positive messaging and 
partnerships, motivating and equipping them to be 
defenders and upstanders for Jews as they continue to face antisemitism. FCAS’ work includes 
understanding and responding to antisemitic messages and hate speech posted online and sharing 
the story of the Jewish people and the threats they face today to drive awareness and solidarity 
amongst all audiences, especially non-Jews. 

In March 2023, FCAS launched #StandUpToJewishHate, a new, 
national campaign designed to raise awareness of antisemitism 
and hate targeting Jews and to empower all people, especially, 
non-Jews, to stand up against it when it impacts their 
communities. The campaign is focused on educating people to the fact that although Jews make up 
2.4% of the American population, they are the victims of 55% of religious based hate crimes. As part 
of its goal of raising awareness of antisemitism with the broader public, FCAS established     , the 
Blue Square emoji already on most phones, as a simple, but powerful unifying symbol of solidarity 
and support for the Jewish community, making it easy for anyone to #StandUpToJewishHate. The 
campaign is encouraging all people to post and share      on their social media channels.
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COMMUNITY CAPTAINS

The Kraft family and the New England Patriots Foundation are excited to partner with Bank of America 
to continue the “Community Captains” program. This charitable initiative was created in the fall of 
2021 to build deeper relationships with nonprofits and strengthen the impact on the populations they 
serve. During this two year partnership, the Patriots Foundation and Bank of America work closely 
with six nonprofit organizations with a goal of establishing a deeper understanding of their community 
efforts and to help each charity serve its constituents more effectively.

In May 2023, six new nonprofit organizations were selected as the 2023-2025 Community Captains. 
Throughout the 2023 season, the Kraft family, New England Patriots Foundation and Bank of America 
will conduct site visits at all six nonprofit organizations as an opportunity to learn more about each 
organization, hear from their staff and volunteers and see how the Patriots and Bank of America 
can support their efforts. During these visits, a total of $300,000 in grants will be presented to the 
nonprofits - $50,000 per organization – to support their areas of greatest need. 

In addition to financial support, each of the nonprofits receive in-kind donations, participate in 
networking opportunities with staff from the Patriots and Bank of America, enjoy access to Bank of 
America’s Better Money Habits program, and much more. The six Community Captains include Blue 
Star Families (Mass.); Bridge Over Troubled Waters (Boston, Mass.); Friends of the Children (Roxbury, 
Mass.); My Brothers Table (Lynn, Mass.); New England Center and Homes for Veterans (Boston, Mass.) 
and Rhode Island Free Clinic (Providence, R.I.). 
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MILITARY

The Kraft family and the New England Patriots have a longstanding commitment to supporting active 
duty military, veterans and their families. As part of the year-round Salute to Service initiative, the 
Kraft family and Patriots Foundation are committed to celebrating those who dedicate their lives to 
protecting our freedoms. Our partners at Cross Insurance share the same commitment to military, 
veterans and their families. Together, we celebrate and honor the true Patriots for their selfless 

dedication to our country. 

Month of the Military Child
April is designated as the “Month of the Military Child,” 
providing an opportunity to recognize and thank the children 
of our service members and veterans. To commemorate this 
special occasion, the Patriots Foundation– with the support 
of Cross Insurance – brought ‘Football For You’ to Naval 
Station Newport.  Current and former Patriots players led 
a free football clinic for military children. The foundation 
and Cross Insurance also hosted “Patriots Gamers” at Helix 
eSports at Patriot Place. Twenty current Patriots players played in a video game tournament with 
children of service members. 

Tragedy Assistance Programs for 
Survivors (TAPS)
For the past six years, the Kraft family and the Patriots have 
teamed with Tragedy Assistance Program for Survivors 
(TAPS) to recognize military families whose loved ones 
paid the ultimate sacrifice. Each year, the Patriots Salute to 
Service game is dedicated to their loved ones. Players wore 
decal stickers on the back of their helmets with the initials of a former military member who lost his 
or her life in service to our country. Patriots coaches and cheerleaders wore buttons with the names 
and photos of fallen servicemen and women. Prior to the game, the Kraft family hosted a special 
ceremony, thanked the families and loved ones for their sacrifice and shared special messages from 
the players.

Vietnam Veterans Pinning Ceremony
Each year, the Kraft family and the New England Patriots 
Foundation invite Vietnam veterans for a special pinning 
ceremony at Gillette Stadium. The United States of 
America Vietnam War Commemoration established the 
Commemorative Partner Program, an initiative to thank 
and honor Vietnam veterans and their families. The Patriots 
have joined them in their efforts to pay tribute to those who 
served. On March 29, Vietnam War Veterans day, Josh Kraft, Andre Tippett and Jonathan Cross of 
Cross Insurance presented Vietnam veteran lapel pins to men and women to recognize, thank and 
honor them for their service during the Vietnam War. 
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VOLUNTEERISM

In 2011, the foundation established the Celebrate Volunteerism initiative as a way to share examples 
of dedicated volunteers, build awareness of the need for volunteering, identify and educate others 
about volunteer opportunities and inspire New Englanders to follow the Kraft family’s example of 
becoming lifelong volunteers. We are excited to partner with our good friends at Gillette to inspire 
the next generation of volunteers and to celebrate individuals for their dedication and service to our 

New England communities.

Myra Kraft Community MVP Awards
For the past 26 years, the Kraft family and the Patriots Foundation have 
been celebrating New England area volunteers with a special award. 
The program was initially known as the “Community Quarterback 
Awards,” but in 2011, it was renamed in honor of Myra Kraft, celebrating 
her lifelong commitment to volunteering. Applications open each 
spring and the honorees are recognized during a special luncheon at 
Gillette Stadium. Since its inception, the program has recognized more 
than 450 volunteers and provided more than $3 million in grants to 
local nonprofit organizations.

Patriots Difference Maker of the Week 
Award
Each week during the NFL season, a volunteer is celebrated for 
going above and beyond to give back to their local community 
with the Patriots Difference Maker of the Week Award. The 
honorees are celebrated in weekly press releases and are invited to a special year-end celebration 
at Gillette Stadium. Since the awards inception, the Kraft family and the Patriots Foundation have 
recognized more than 180 volunteers and donated more than $800,000 in support of their nonprofit 
organizations. 

Ron Burton Community Service Award
The Ron Burton Community Service Award is named in 
honor of the late Ron Burton, the first player drafted by the 
team in the inaugural year of 1960 and a community leader 
whose widespread charitable work was a model for how a 
Patriots player can make an impact off the field.  This award 
is presented annually to one Patriots player that goes above 
and beyond to give back to the community. Deatrich Wise Jr. 
was celebrated as the 20th recipient of the award during the 2022 Patriots Premiere.
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HOMELESSNESS

The Kraft family and the Patriots Foundation are dedicated to supporting initiatives that provide 
clothing, food, gifts and other essential items to children and families in need. Since the foundation’s 
inception, the Kraft family has remained steadfast in its commitment to provide essential items to 
families in need, partnering with hundreds of local charitable organizations that provide healthy 
meals and unwavering support to the most vulnerable populations in our region. With the support 
of Dellbrook|JKS, we are able to provide essential services to those experiencing homelessness. 

Empowerment Coats
Since 2014, the Kraft family and the Patriots Foundation have purchased thousands of Empowerment 
coats. The weather resistant coats transform into sleeping bags and can be worn as an over-the- 
shoulder bag. Current and former Patriots players, Patriots cheerleaders and Pat Patriot have 
distributed the coats to homeless shelters all across the region. The coats were designed by the 
Empowerment Plan, a Detroit-based nonprofit that distributes the specially designed winter gear to 
individuals living on the streets. The nonprofit is working to break the cycle of homelessness by 
employing parents from shelters to manufacture these coats. Every single person that has been 
employed by the Empowerment Plan has moved out of the shelter within the first four-to-six weeks 
of working there. More importantly, none of them have returned to homelessness. The Patriots 
Foundation and Dellbrook|JKS have partnered to donate an outreach van to Pine Street Inn, a 
homeless shelter in Boston, to best serve this vulnerable population. 
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WOMEN’S EMPOWERMENT

Kraft Sports + Entertainment has a long history of supporting initiatives designed to empower and 
encourage women in the sports industry. The goal of our women’s empowerment initiatives is to 
support girls and women in all industries by providing resources for success. We look forward to 
building upon these efforts with our partners at CVS Health and appreciate their shared commitment 
to celebrating and empowering women and girls.

Female-Led Nonprofit Summit
In September 2022, the Patriots Foundation and CVS 
Health invited five female-led New England nonprofits 
to Gillette Stadium for a day to learn from business and 
nonprofit leaders. Ten employees from every organization 
listened to a panel and participated in breakout sessions 
led by executives at The Kraft Group and CVS Health. Each 
nonprofit received a $5,000 grant to support its efforts. 

Female Trailblazers Panel
To celebrate Women’s History Month, the Patriots 
Foundation and CVS Health partnered to host a 
“Female Trailblazers” panel. The panel featured 
women who have paved the way for other women 
in their respective industries. The panelists shared 
stories about their lives and careers and offered advice 
to both men and women on what they can do to uplift 
the women in their lives.

Each October, in honor of Crucial Catch month, the Kraft 
family and the New England Patriots Foundation host a 
group of women for a day of pampering at Gillette Stadium.
