Polk County General Assistance- Please bring your photo Id, Social Security cards for each
family member and verification of income for the last 30 days. You also need to bring your last
30 days of expenses- receipts showing where you have spent your money. After you fill out the
application you will be approved or denied that day as long as you provide all the information.
If you are denied you can take your denial letter to Cross Ministries and St. Vincent De Paul for
help.

Assistance with rent, utilities, home repair program, food, vouchers for beds/crib
Once every 12 months, with some exceptions.

Beds/crib is one time ever per family- $200 voucher is provided. You can get the beds new at St.
Vincent De Paul. You MUST go to St. Vincent DePaul and get an estimate first before going to Polk
County General Assistance for a voucher.
