Lateral Entry:

A provision for lateral entry to the MA Communication programme in the 3 semester for students who possess
a Post Graduate Diploma in Journalism/Communication along with a minimum of two years relevant Post PG
Diploma experience.

The students who are admitted into the 1l year of the M A programme by lateral entry are exempted from the
compulsory non-credit internship for a period of 45 days if they have completed an internship training for a
minimum period of 30 days.
