1. WELCOME AND CALL TO ORDER
The meeting of the Alexandria Commission for Women (ACFW) was called to order by Chair Harbour at
7:06 p.m. with no quorum. The floor was opened for public comment. No public comments were made. The

guorum was later met at 7:12 p.m.

2. REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF THE APRIL 2022 MINUTES
Review of the minutes for April 2022 took place. Chair Harbour motioned to approve the minutes.

Commissioner Scherer Received second. All were in favor.

Discussion of City Attorney Response/Joint Policy and Programming: Discussions will focus on policy and
programming organization. The Executive Committee reached out to the City Attorney and are awaiting a
solid response from them before September 10.

Action Item: Commissioner Witkin will check to see if another Commission has a request for donations
online.

Agenda Items for the retreat: Commissioner Wetmore sent information on agenda items by email to

Commissioner Kramer. It was suggested to partner with Alexandria Celebrates Women Now! to celebrate the
Salute to Women awards. The Commission previously was able to raise funds through the Friends of the

Commission for Women.

Commissioners brainstormed ideas that would be discussed during the retreat. It was mentioned to have a
calendar generated for Commission activities. Some ideas shared were to include younger women and
women from the LGBTQ community in their spotlight and women in the City of Alexandria in the Zebra Press.
Other ideas were assisting women with their voting rights and helping them with the right to vote to include
helping with childcare and registration. Other ideas were discussed. It was suggested to have a subgroup that
is policy focused and event focused. Action Item: Commissioner Scherer will provide short biographical
sketches on historical Alexandria women by the June 2022 meeting.

Action Item: Commissioner Kramer will post a Google doc for Commissioners to share ideas for the June
2022 Commission meeting and retreat.

There was an amended motion to draft a letter to City Council outlining the Commissions support in favor of
access to women's reproductive health services. Action Item: The draft will be circulated to the Commission

members at least a week prior to the June 2022 Commission meeting.

4. EXECUTIVE BOARD ELECTIONS
Debra Evans provided the nominations for the 2022 Commission Executive Board Elections on behalf of
Commissioner Palmer Johnson which included First Vice Chair Krystal Kramer for Chair, Commissioner Anuja
Miner for First Vice Chair and Second Vice Chair Shelley Brown for Second Vice Chair. Commissioner Palmer
Johnson recommended accepting the slate by acclamation. No nominations were offered from the floor.
Chair Harbour seconded the motion to accept the slate by acclamation. The new Executive Committee is now
Chair Kramer, First Vice Chair Miner, and Second Vice Chair Brown. Action Item: Commissioner Hall will send
the letter to Commissioner Kramer on the language of voting. Commissioner Kramer will forward to the
City Attorney for review.
