The afterschool program begins Monday, August 21, 2023 and ends Friday, June 14, 2024 from 2:30 p.m. to 6 p.m. at Charles
Barrett, Charles Houston, Mount Vernon, Leonard "Chick" Armstrong, Patrick Henry, and William Ramsay Recreation Centers, and
John Adams, Ferdinand T. Day, and Douglas MacArthur Elementary Schools.
