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Since its launch in July 2016, the Global Partnership to End Violence Against Children has successfully promoted the 
concept of pathfinding, which aims to raise awareness, stimulate leadership commitments to action and establish a 
standard of national violence prevention throughout the world. Pathfinding countries make a public commitment to 
do more to end violence against children and embark on a nationally-driven process to develop a comprehensive, 
multi-sectoral action plan informed by evidence-based solutions such as the INSPIRE strategies to end violence and 
context-specific data.

 

Today, 30 countries have become Pathfinding countries. Pathfinding process varies in countries depending on their 
unique situation and context. End Violence Secretariat and its partners do not expect this process to be replicated 
across countries. However, learning from each country’s experience is critical, to be encouraged and highly valued 
by governments and partners in country. This report outlines the progress being made in all pathfinding countries, but 
most importantly, it aims to support governments in assessing opportunities, gaps and a way forward that prioritizes 
ending violence against children.
