An application can be modified up until a COC Determination has been recorded. After COC
Determination information has been recorded, the application information will be view-only.

To modify an application with COC Determination information recorded, contact your FSA
recording county office for assistance.

Upon modifying and/or adding application information, the electronic signature will automatically

be removed from the application. You must electronically sign the application every time it is
modified.
