Jackaground

n. Overview

mhis renort is based on an audit of the Marvland
Democratic Partv-Voter Peaistration Drive ("the Committee”),
undertaken bhv the Audit Division of the Federal Ilection
Commission in accordance with the Commission's audit policy
to determine whether there has been compliance with the
provisions of the Federal Flection Campaign Act of 1971, as
amended ("the Act"). The audit was conducted pursuant to

Section 438(a) (3) of Title 2 of the United States Code which
dirccts the Commission to make from time to time audits and

fiels® investigations with respect to reports and statements
filed under the nrovisions of the Act.

The Committee reagistered with the TFederal "lection
Commission on September 15, 1976. The Committee maintains its
headquarters in Baltimore, Marvland.

The audit covered the neriod from September 1, 1976,
the coverage date of the first report filed bv the Committee
through Auqust 1, 1977, the final coverage date of the termina-
tion report filed bv the Committee. The Committee reported a
beginning cash balance on September 1, 1976 of $-0-, total
receints for the neriod of $50,675.36, total exmenditures for

the neriod of $51,075.39, and a closing cash balance on Rucust
1, 1977 of $-0-. 1/

As a result of reworting errors, total reported expenditures
were $400.03 in excess of reported receints.




This audit report is based on documents and workina
papers which support each of the factual statements. They
form part of the record upon which the Commission based its
decisions on the matters in the report and werce available to
Commissioners and appropriate staff for review.

B. Kev Personnel

The principal officers of the Committee during the
period covered by the audit were Mr. Roy M. Staten, Chairman
and Ms. Phyliss Douglas, Treasurer.

C. Scope

The audit included such tests as verification of total
reported receipts and expenditures and individual transactions;
review of reauired supnorting documentation and analvsis of
Committee debts and obligations; and such other audit procedures
as deemed necessarv under the circumstances.

II. 2uditor's Statement

It is the opinion of the Audit staff, based upon examina-
tion of the reports and statements filed and the rccords presented,
that the reports and statcements of the Maryland Democratic Party-
Votar Registration Drive fairly present the financial activities
of the Committce for the period covered bv the audit. WNo material
problems in complving with the Federal Flection Campaiagn Act
were discovered during the course of the audit.
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
