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Federally Employed Women’s (FEW)
Voting Record Scorecard for the 115™ Congress—First Session

Dear FEW Members:

The first year of the 115th Congress mostly saw breakdowns in the legislative process and Congress’s
ability to function. It was extremely difficult for Congress to carry out its most basic functions, the budget
and appropriations processes. For FY2017, neither chamber passed a single stand-alone appropriations
bill of the 12 by the start of the fiscal year or by the end of the calendar year.

The House did however, pass all 12 regular appropriations bills in an omnibus bill, but the Senate took no
action. Consequently, to fund the government from October 1 through the end of 2017 and prevent a
shutdown, Congress enacted a series of three continuing resolutions, which are stopgap measures that
keep the government funded at current levels for a limited period of time.

In this FEW Scorecard of the first session of the 115™ Congress, we have included four recorded votes
acted upon by the House of Representatives and a single vote in the U.S. Senate on the motion to proceed
in order to fund the government. Although, these issues were scored they are not considered as FEW’s
“key-votes.” As you are aware, we rate lawmakers based on their vote/actions on the bills that are
identified in the three tiers of the legislative agenda. In this session members were scored on legislation
that was considered to have an impact on the federal workforce, or in-line with issues that FEW has taken
a position. You will also note that several bills that FEW supports, that are “Key” were introduced.
Those bills are pending further legislative action. FEW will continue to monitor those bills throughout
the legislative process.

We have highlighted several legislators who continue to appear on our list of “Federal Worker
Champions.” FEW extend a special “Thank-You” to these champions for consistently supporting federal
worker and women’s issues.

FEW encourage you to examine the current and past voting record of your representative. Simply, look up
your legislators and contact them about their votes and decisions regarding their votes and co-
sponsorships. (To find out who your legislators are, visit www.capwiz.com/few and type in your zip code
under the Elected Officials link.)

While this voting record is an important tool in monitoring the actions of Congress, it is important to
recognize that it is not the sole reflection of a legislator’s record. Furthermore, it is neither an
endorsement nor a condemnation of any Member of Congress.
