Nic Petan and Mikhail Abramov traded goals in the final stanza, with Petan’s goal
at 9:12 being his second as a member of the Wolf Pack. The Thunderbirds have recorded six goals in each of the last three matchups. In addition to
their March 29t win, the T-Birds took a 6-3 decision on February 231 at the MassMutual Center and on February 31 in Hartford.
