[-295 Southbound: Suitland Parkway / JBAB (Exit 3A) to Laboratory Road / US Naval Research Lab (Exit 1)

e Single left or right lane closure between Exits 1-3 starting at 7:00am to 4:00pm from January
24 to January 29"

e Single left or right lane closure on Malcolm X Ave SE westbound from 2" St. to South Capitol
Street SE starting at 7:00am to 4:30pm from January 24" to January 29t

e Single left or right lane closure on Malcolm X Ave SE eastbound South Capitol to/from 2™ Street
SE starting at 6:00am to 4:30pm from January 24" to January 29%"
