or the county auditor of the county in which the candidate resides from May 29, 2018, until 5 
p.m. on June 5, 2018. 
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4. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 2017, section 204D.23 , subd. 5, affidavi s of withdrawal for 
District 13 may be filed with the same official who received the affidavi of candidacy until 
5:00 p.m. on June 6, 2018. 

5. Notices of this special election and special primary must be given, the n~l rnination and 
election of candidates must be conducted, and all things pertaining there o must be done as 
provided by Minnesota Statutes 2017, Sections 204D.l 7 through 204D. 7, and other 
applicable provisions of law.
