Recreation Facility Planning and Development Projects

Each State Forest and District with developed recreation facilities has a ten-year plan that provides a
prioritized list of facility development projects. Other districts pursue recreation opportunities as time
and resources allow and in concert with user groups and volunteers. Following is a summary of
recreation-related accomplishments during FY 2020.

Clatsop State Forest—Astoria District
Developed Facility Improvements

Henry Rierson Spruce Run Campground
e Continued making improvements to various infrastructures in the campground including
rocking and hardening of sites, and planting of native trees, plants and shrubs.

e Removed several danger trees.

Beaver Eddy Campground
e Continued improvements to camping infrastructures through rocking and hardening of sites.

Installed rock and wood wall to replace dirt mounds to block cars from entering campground.

Removed several danger trees.

Improved individual sites by creating more space for tents and creating privacy screens.

Gnat Creek Campground and Trail

e Continued improvements to camping infrastructures.

Northrup Creek Horse Camp and Trail
e Thinned areas around the campground to increase useable area and vistas.



e Improvements to Big Tree Trail

e Met with representative to measure the large trees on Big Tree Trail. Likely state champions.

Dispersed and Designated Recreation Sites

e Continued to improve camping infrastructure on dispersed camping sites to improve parking,
safety, and overall condition at sites.

Astoria District Demonstration Forest and Wellness Trail
e Continued to maintain trail infrastructure and kept trail surfacing clear of vegetation.
e Continued work to refresh and update informational signs.

e Met with users and began establishing an adopt-a-trail agreement.

Tillamook State Forest—Forest Grove District
Developed Facility Operations, Improvements, and Dispersed Site Projects

Projects were focused on addressing safety and sanitation, reducing maintenance need, and improving
sustainability of infrastructure.

e Operated and maintained 5 developed fee-campgrounds, 16 day use facilities and more than 30
dispersed site camping areas.

e Operated and maintained 4 designated target shooting lanes in collaboration with our target
shooting community partners

e Replaced log rail fencing at Gales Creek Overlook.

e Conducted campground vegetation management at all sites and facilities

e Conducted campground closure work at Gales Creek Campground, Browns Camp
Campground, and Reehers Camp Campground. Elk Creek Campground and Stagecoach
Campground are open year-round.

e Conducted campground opening work in the Spring of 2020. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic
campgrounds were either delayed in opening or did not open for the Calendar Year (CY) 2020
season. Browns Camp Campground, Gales Creek Campground and Reehers Camp did not
open for the CY 2020 season. Elk Creek Campground and Stagecoach Horse Camp had a
delayed CY 2020 season opening.

e Completed hazard tree review and assessment at all campground and day use facilities.

e Completed hazard tree removal at Gales Creek Campground.

e Completed construction of the upper Raven Ridge Trailhead

e [Fabricated and installed forest entry information boards on McGregor and South Fork Roads.

e Fabricated three forest entry signs to replace old and failing forest entry signs on Highway 26.
Signs to be installed in FY21. Forest entry signs welcome people to the Tillamook and Clatsop
State Forests.

e Completed design work for the Kings Mountain Trailhead expansion project. Design work was
completed on contract by a landscape architecture design firm in Portland called GreenWorks.

e Grants

o Submitted a Land and Water Conservation Fund grant application requesting $370,000
to support expansion of Kings Mountain Trailhead. The application has been
recommended for award at $412,000. Pending final approval at the federal level

o Submitted a Tillamook County Transient Lodging Tax Community Grant program
application requesting $60,000 to support expansion of Kings Mountain Trailhead. The
application has been approved and awarded at $60,000.

o Submitted an International Mountain Biking Association (IMBA) Trail Accelerator
Grant application requesting $15,000 to cover 50% of the cost to fund an IMBA Trail
Solutions Team to complete trail location and design work for a 4 mile segment of the
Wilson River Trail. Grant has been approved and awarded.

OHV Trail Projects

The Forest Grove District OHV program provides and maintains Class I (quad), IT (4WD), I1I
(MC), and IV (SidexSide) OHYV trails.



Trail Construction- projects focused on improving trail system connectivity and sustainability,
improving public safety and reducing resource impacts, maintenance need, and user conflict. 2019
winter storm impacts limited progress on project work during the winter months.

Fire Break 5 Trail extension- .2 miles of new construction to improve system connectivity and
reduce forest road use.

Powerline Trail Re-route- 1.5 miles of new construction to improve system connectivity and
reduce public use on BPA access roads.

Trail Maintenance — Projects focused on protecting investment and reducing resource impacts.

Completed winter storm damage work (logout and clearing) and general maintenance on the
entire OHV trail network (115 miles).

Completed assessment and monitoring of the entire OHV trail network (115 miles).

The Forest Grove District provides and maintains trails for hiking, running, mountain biking, and
horseback riding. Projects focused on improving trail system sustainability, improving public safety,
and reducing resource impacts, maintenance need, and user conflict. Project work in FY20 was
primarily focused on maintenance activity to protect investment and reduce resource impacts.

Trail Maintenance

e Completed assessment and monitoring of the entire non-motorized trail network.(66 miles).

e Completed seasonal maintenance and cleaning of 35 trail bridges.

e Completed winter storm damage (logout and clearing maintenance) on the entire network (66
miles)

e Completed trail tread and brushing maintenance on 35 miles of trail.

e Managed eight existing Adopt-A-Trail agreements for the non-motorized trail system.

e Installed the seasonal trail bridge across Elk Creek on the Wilson River Trail. It is removed in
each year in the fall and re-installed in the spring. It is modified as necessary to account for
yearly changes in the stream channel.

e Hosted volunteer work parties focused on completing trail maintenance activities

e Completed location and design work for a 1.5 mile segment of the Fear and Loaming downhill
mountain bike trail.

Santiam State Forest—North Cascades District
On the North Cascade District the Recreation, Education and Interpretive Program operates and
maintains 4 developed camping areas, 1 dispersed camping area, and 6 trailheads.

A variety of projects and events took place in the recreation program over the past fiscal year including:

e Installation of 6 forest entry boards along mainline roads that access high use recreation areas to
help educate visitors on forest etiquette and provide direction to recreation facilities.



e Completed hazard tree assessments on all campground and day use facilities.

e Construction of a trail reroute around ongoing logging activity on Monument peak trails system.

e Completed construction of two additional campsites at rock creek campground and relocated
an existing site to improve campground layout along rock creek.

e Trail drainage improvements continued along sections of the Monument Peak trail system
which were accomplished through the use of inmate labor crews. These improvements included
the installation of natural rock drainages and replacing old culverts.

e Brushed and maintained all 26 miles of non-motorized trails.

e Installed new wooden trail signs throughout Shellburg Falls, and Monument Peak trail systems.

e Installed wooden bollards around Butte Creek Falls Campground to better define camping area
and motor vehicle access.

e Partnered with Trash No Land to design and submit a grant application for $20,000 to
construct designated target shooting area in off the Butte Creek Mainline.

e Participated in planning the annual governor’s campout.

e Within the Shellburg Recreation Area, our mountain bike volunteer group Cascadia Trail
Alliance is exploring a potential new trail route which will provide a loop back to the top of the
free-ride take starting point. They are also working on a trail plan with the volunteer group
Salem area trail alliance to construct a mountain bike connector trail between Shellburg Falls
and Silver Falls state park

e National Association of the Deaf continued to hold their annual Youth Leadership Camp at the
Rock Creek Recreation Area for approximately 100 youth.

e Run Wild held their annual trail run event at the Shellburg Falls Recreation Area.

West Oregon District

The district has active Adopt-A-Trial agreements with the Mt. Baber ATV Club and the Black Rock
Mountain Bike Association. These groups are responsible for the maintenance of the Mt Baber ATV
trails and Black Rock mountain bike trails. Over the past year no new trails were constructed in the
Black Rock or Mt. Baber ATV areas. Total volunteer hours were associated with maintaining the current
infrastructure.

District staff facilitated the purchase of a 24 acre parcel of land for the purpose of constructing a
trailhead staging area for the Black Rock Mountain Bike Area. The majority of the work to facilitate the
purchase was done in FY20. The purchase is expected to be fully executed in early FY21.

Klamath-Lake District: Gilchrist State Forest, Sun Pass State Forest, and other

scattered tracts:

The primary recreation strategy in the Eastern Region Long-Range Forest Management Plan is to make
District forests available for dispersed recreation. During development of the FMP, it was determined
that current users value this type of opportunity because surrounding agencies and private landowners
are providing a full spectrum of more developed as well as more primitive recreation opportunities.

Working with Klamath Trails Alliance ODF has permitted a scattered parcel to be used as a trailhead for
a number of bike trails adjacent to State Lands. Two additional trails will be constructed through this
State Parcel.



On the Sun Pass State Forest Klamath Outdoor Science School continues to provide a recreational
experience to students, teachers, and chaperones. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic most of the
scheduled camps were closed.

The KOSS nature trail is maintained by ODF and continues to provide educational benefits to the users.
The district is currently working with the Gilchrist High School on plans to construct a
nature/educational trail from the high school to the top of Crescent Butte.
