Subsequently third to this race's 2023 winner Fev Rover (Ire)
(Gutaifan {Ire}) when pace-disadvantaged in the GI E.P. Taylor
Stakes, Moira was a cracking third to Inspiral (GB) (Frankel {GB})
in the Filly & Mare Turf before changing hands for $3 million at
Fasig-Tipton November. She ventured south of the border for
her 5-year-old debut in the Gl Diana Stakes at Saratoga and was
getting there late, but fell 3/4 of a length short of repeat scorer
Whitebeam (GB) (Caravaggio).

Fev Rover does not appear to be in the same form as last year,
as she is winless in three starts since the E.P. Taylor. Sixth in the
Gl New York Stakes June 7, she endured a tough trip when
runner-up in the Gll Nassau Stakes June 29, a race in which she
defeated Moira by 4 1/4 clear-cut lengths in 2023.

There should be a scramble for favoritism in the Gll Secretariat
Stakes, where Brilliant Berti (Noble Mission {GB}) looks to make
it four on the trot in his graded debut. He most recently came
from midfield to down Glll Penn Mile Stakes hero First World
War (War Front) by 2 1/4 lengths in the June 29 American Derby
at Churchill Downs. Trikari (Oscar Performance) won the Gl|
American Turf Stakes in May, prevailed narrowly in the Gl
Belmont Derby July 6 and was cross-entered for Sunday's
Saratoga Derby. He looks likely to run here for Graham Motion.

The Fasig-Tipton Saratoga Sale, held last Monday and Tuesday,
set records for gross, average and median, and consignors are
hoping that momentum carries into the New York-bred sale.

“The first sale was unbelievable, really,” Cauthen said. “And |
expect that to roll on through at some level. | think it just creates
confidence. This will be much more a test of the real market as
opposed to the rare air, but | think that when you see it tick up
like that, it definitely has an affect.”

Fasig-Tipton sales grounds | Fasig-Tipton

Asked if a competitive select market might lead people to shop
the New York-bred sale more aggressively, Summerfield Sales'
Francis Vanlangendonck said, “Definitely. There are people who
did not spend any money at the last sale.”

With a larger-than-typical catalogue of 365 head last year, the
New York-bred Yearling Sale produced its highest-ever gross
when 217 head sold for $20,806,000. The sale average was
$95,880 and the median was $75,000.

There are 300 yearlings in this year's catalogue, with the first
100 scheduled to go through the ring Sunday evening.

“It's been the same way for the last three or four years,”
Vanlangendonck said of expectations for the market over the
two days. “The really good ones that vet are going to sell really
well. This sale, the middle market does well, because there are
so many people who want to buy these horses and they have
good purses. The bottom end is going to get killed. But there are
a lot of people here and if you know how to appraise one, you
shouldn't have to buy one back.”

The New York Racing Association's announcement last fall that
the 2024 New York-bred foal crop would be running for the
same purses as opening company beginning in 2026, added
extra buzz to the an already buoyant state-bred program.

“If you look at the purses, even now, they are really good,”
Vanlangendonck said. “And that's just going to get better. You

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see a lot of the same people looking now that were at the first
sale. That's because some of the horses here are going to outrun
the horses that sold last week. They are looking for them.”

Bill Johnson's Turning Point Bloodstock, headquartered some
15 miles outside of Saratoga, offered its first select yearlings last
week. The operation sold a half-brother to Gl Preakness Stakes
winner Rombauer (Twirling Candy) for $550,000.

“We were very excited to sell our first through the ring. it's
nice to own Ferraris,” Johnson said with a smile.

Looking ahead to the New York-bred sale, he added, “I have
high expectations for this sale. There was a ton of energy at the
first sale and | think it's going to carry over to this sale. | think
the New York market is going to show everybody how strong it

is.

The introduction of purse parity between open and state-bred
races in the coming years should only increase the demand for
New York-breds, Johnson agreed.

“The fact that we are going to run for the same purses that the
open company horses are, why not? We have a smaller crop
here in New York, but we are going to be as competitive and
now we are going to have the money to follow it up,” he said.

Following the Sunday evening session, the New York-Bred
Yearling Sale will continue Monday at noon.

Maker Quietly Climbing Up The Ladder In Trainer

Standings

It’s no secret that trainer Mike Maker is a man of very few
words. He lets his horses do the talking for him and, halfway
through the Saratoga meet, they are doing just that.

Through 22 days of the 40-day season, Maker has 15 wins
from 73 starts.

“So far, so good,” Maker said while sitting in his office at his
barn on the Saratoga backstretch Saturday morning.

Maker, who is a constant on the Kentucky circuit, has no
thoughts of winning the training title at this meet. Chad Brown,
who has won--or tied--for the title in five of the last six years, is
the favorite to land on the top this summer. After Saturday’s
card, Brown has 19 victories.

Maker came into this meet knowing he was going to have
frequent trips to the winner’s circle.

“I had a lot of horses that fit, and it has panned out that way,”
he said.

This is not a first for the 55-year-old Maker, one of several
assistants to Hall of Famer D. Wayne Lukas who have gone on to
have their own successful careers. He has had Saratoga success
in the past.

In 2021, he had a personal best of 25 wins, 24 seconds and 19
thirds from 140 starts and finished third in the trainer standings.
He was also third in 2020 (20 wins), fourth in 2022 (17) and fifth
last year (12).

“Saratoga is the most famous racetrack and | love everything
about it,” Maker said. “We don’t come in here with any goals.
Everyone here is so competitive. You are lucky to get one (win).”

With the Saratoga season taking aim at the end of summer,
Maker said he still has some bullets left to fire. But to think he
could overtake Brown?

“No,” he said. “We kind of die down a little bit at the end of the
meet. We point towards Kentucky Downs.”

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The race was originally carded for Saturday but was moved up
a day to give the turf courses more time to recover from Friday’s
heavy rain brought on from the remnants of Tropical Storm
Debby.

“He is doing tremendous,” DeVaux said outside of More Than
Looks’s stall at her barn on the Saratoga backstretch Saturday
morning.

More Than Looks, owned by Victory Racing Partners, last ran in
the Gl Breeders’ Cup Mile at Santa Anita on Nowv. 4, finishing
sixth, beaten just two lengths. After that, DeVaux gave him some
time off after his eight-race (four wins) 2023 campaign. More
Than Looks was unraced as a 2-year-old.

DeVaux wanted to get him restarted in March at the Fair
Grounds, but, the day of his return race, More Than Looks had
his own plan.

“We had him entered in an allowance race and, on the day he
was supposed to run, he put his leg over the webbing and
injured a tendon,” DeVaux said. “Horses ... they just like to make
sure our plans never happen!”

DeVaux said More Than Looks came back quicker than she
could have hoped for.

The new target was the Lure Stakes at 1 1/16 miles at Saratoga
on Aug. 3.

“That would have been a more ideal spot, but we got another
week of breezing,” she said. | was encouraged how he worked
on Monday (four furlongs in 48.65 1/54) to enter in this spot.”

DeVaux’s plan is to run More Than Looks once more after the
Fourstardave--most likely at Keeneland--and then take another
shot at the Breeders’ Cup Mile.

“This is a big step up coming off the layoff and we don’t really
have him cranked up for this,” DeVaux said. “Would | be
surprised if he won? No. But | am going to manage my
expectations and the clients’ expectations. We are just happy to
get him back to the races and, hopefully, he gives a good
showing of himself.”

'TDN Rising Star' Showcase (c, 2, Uncle Mo--Buy Sell Hold, by
Violence), a runaway debut winner going 5 1/2 furlongs
downstate at the Big A July 6, muscled his way out for racing
room in the stretch and stayed perfect in style going an
additional furlong in Saturday's Gll Saratoga Special Stakes.

The 3-1 chance traveled nicely in an inside fifth through an
opening quarter in :21.85. All dressed up with nowhere to go at
the top of the lane, Irad Ortiz, Jr. finally found a narrow seam
and shifted Showcase off the rail inside the eighth pole as the
tiring Ace It (Connect) began to back out of it.

Showcase ran to daylight from there to win going away by a
much-the-best 3 1/4 lengths. First Resort (Uncle Mo), a debut
winner over a muddy track at Ellis Park July 5, completed the
exacta for his leading sire after setting the pace. Smoken
Wicked (Bobby's Wicked One), a longshot second in the
Bashford Manor Stakes June 30, was third.

A stewards' inquiry into the stretch run--focusing on
Showcase, Smoken Wicked and favored fourth-place finisher
Touchy (Nyquist), a debut second in the Tremont Stakes
June 6--resulted in no change to the order of finish. The latter
two raced shoulder to shoulder for most of the stretch run.

"I thought we were getting a great trip, until then it looked like
we just needed to get lucky to find a place to go," winning
trainer Todd Pletcher said. "l was watching live and then turning
to the head-on monitor, and | was like, 'Man, | don't know
where he is going to find a seam here,' but fortunately it kind of
opened up and he was game to punch his way through there
and finish up well."

Pletcher continued, "I thought that trip unfolded for us the
way we thought--that we'd be sitting in a pocket behind some
speed. He didn't get any kick back in his debut, so we hoped
he'd react well to that, which he did, and it was a pretty
professional effort."

As for what's next, Pletcher added, "l don't know if we want to
come back on Sept. 2 (for the GI Hopeful), that's back a little
quick.

ANISETTE OUTCLASSES THEM IN THE

Prohibitively favored at 3-10 in Saturday's Gll Yellow Ribbon
Handicap at Del Mar, Eclipse Thoroughbred Partners' Anisette
(GB) (Awtaad {Ire}) gave her backers some nervous moments at
the top of the lane, but she exuded class through the final
furlong and half to remain perfect in two starts as a 4-year-old
while winning for the seventh time from 11 starts overall.

Void of early speed and settled last but one past the stands for
the first time, Anisette switched off nicely under a long hold
from Umberto Rispoli as longshot Ever Smart (Broken Vow)
went a good gallop on the front end. Eased out into the clear
with about three furlongs to travel, she began to take closer
order rounding the turn and for a stride or two, it appeared that
Rispoli was going to circumnavigate the field.

The
judge could not split Uncorked (Aus) (Pierro {Aus}) and Fuente
Ovejuna (GB) (Lope de Vega {Ire}) for second.

"They went the second quarter in :23 and they didn't back up
but | felt she was in a good spot,” winning trainer Leonard
Powell said.

It perhaps wasn't the complete tour de force that the wagering
public was expecting from their 1-2 shot, but 'TDN Rising Star'
Nooni (Win Win Win) found a way to get it done Saturday with a
win in the Glll Sorrento Stakes at Del Mar.

The field stayed together around
the far turn and everyone looked to have a chance with a
quarter-mile to run even as Nooni remained up front under Juan
Hernandez.

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Vodka With a Twist was the first to break up the stablemates
with an outside run at the leader but was never quite able to
reel her in and was relegated to second with Nooni roused to
stay ahead to the wire.

"She was really comfortable,” said Hernandez. “She was really
quick out of the gate. | had to push her a little at the end, but we
did it. I asked her to run around the quarter pole and she
switched leads and picked it up really well. You know, she gave
me another good breath and she took another good step. It's
only her second race but she looks really good so far. Can't wait
to see how she improves."

The longest shot on the board for Saturday's Troy Stakes at
Saratoga was that the race would actually remain on the turf
after persistent rains fell across Saratoga during the latter part
of the week. A scratch-depleted field of just five entered the
gate--not including the record-setting and would-be favorite
Cogburn (Not This Time)--and main track only entrant
Surveillance, who was not part of the original group last
weekend, proved the chief beneficiary.

Third
when not for sale in a third-level allowance June 22, he was
haltered by these connections for $62,500 out of a half-length
victory for Flying P Stable and Mike Maker in a local turf sprint
July 26.

“We were fortunate to get him in a three-way shake,” said the
victorious trainer Wayne Potts. “The first time the Troy was
scheduled, | thought it was just a little too quick for him to
wheel back. So | waited, they cancelled the Troy, and we went
back in--got fortunate to go back in as a main track-only and
with the storms coming through, everything worked out for us. |
didn't want to run him back for $80,000 or $100,000 because |
knew | would've lost him in the claim box.”

DEFEAT FROM INTO MISCHIEF'S PRAETOR IN
LIVE MAIDEN AT THE SPA by Steve Sherack

Praetor warming up beneath Flavien Prat prior to a third-place finish
on debut at the Spa Aug. 3 | Sarah Andrew

In this continuing series, TDN's Senior Racing Editor Steve
Sherack catches up with the connections of promising maidens
to keep on your radar.

After losing just about any chance at the break, Praetor (c, 2,
Into Mischief--Curlin's Approval, by Curlin) showed plenty of
promise in defeat finishing third behind ultra-impressive 'TDN
Rising Star Ferocious (Flatter) on debut at Saratoga Aug. 3.

Well-backed at 7-2 for trainer Chad Brown over a muddy and
sealed surface, Praetor was bumped and pinched back at the
start and trailed the field of nine through an opening quarter in
a sharp :22.06.

He began to catch the eye with a flashy move beneath Flavien
Prat on the far turn and was suddenly in the mix while hung out
five wide at the top of the stretch.

Wearing plenty of the racetrack in third and dare we say in
with a puncher's chance as they turned for home, $1.3-million
OBS March breezer and narrow 3-1 favorite Ferocious quickly
put that notion to bed and blew the race apart to win with
authority by 7 3/4 lengths. Praetor came up a nose short of
runner-up honors behind the pacesetting second-time starter El
Prestigio (Practical Joke).

The final time for six furlongs was 1:09.65. Ferocious earned a
96 Beyer Speed Figure for the effort, the highest of any 2-year-
old so far this year. Praetor, campaigned in partnership by
William H. Lawrence, CHP Racing and Gainesway Stable,
received a 79 Beyer.

“They expected a lot (from Ferocious) and he showed up, but
| thought our guy put in a gallant effort considering--he had a
hell of a start, got banged and sandwiched coming out, mud in
his face all the way around and he still ran a pretty gutsy race,”
CHP Racing's Phil Hatfield said.

He added with a laugh, “And hey, look, Chad likes him, so
that's a good thing.”

Curlin's Approval | Coglianese

Bred in Kentucky by Bridlewood Farm and Alter's Racing
Stables, Inc., Praetor brought $725,000 as a yearling from
bloodstock agent Mike Ryan on behalf of the aforementioned
trio out of the Gainesway consignment at last year's Keeneland
September sale.

Praetor, a son of the all-conquering Into Mischief, was
produced by Curlin's Approval, a three-time graded winner of
$654,725 for Happy Alter and Bridlewood Farm. The 11-year-old
mare is also responsible for the 3-year-old filly and S1-million
Fasig-Tipton Saratoga graduate Charlottesapproval (Into
Mischief) and an Into Mischief colt of this year. She was bred
back to Justify for 2025.

The Into Mischief over Smart Strike cross is also responsible
for GISW Timberlake, who was produced by a Lookin At Lucky
mare; and this spring's Gll Wood Memorial S. winner Resilience.
Like Into Mischief's MGSW General Jim, Praetor is also out of a
Curlin mare.

“Mike Ryan is our guy,” Hatfield said. “In this business, you've
got to spread yourself out a little bit on these colts. | think you
need more (horses) to try to get these Classics and you've got to
spread the risk. Praetor ticked off all the boxes for ourselves and
(William) Lawrence, and Gainesway stayed in, too.”

Hatfield continued, “From what | see and from what Chad
indicates, | think he's gonna stretch out two turns. But you know
how that goes. They got to prove it one step at a time.”

CHP Racing currently has approximately 10 horses in training,
including the Hatfields' homebred 3-year-old colt Clever
Mischief (Into Mischief), who graduated at second asking for
Brown on the Saratoga lawn earlier this meet July 12, and
comebacking 2023 GlII Cardinal S. runner-up Saffron Moon
(Malibu Moon).

SANDMAN MAKES CASSE THINK HE HAS A
BREEDERS’ CUP-CALIBER COLT

SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y. -- Before Sandman (Tapit) had
reached the post-race test barn following his victory in the
opener at Saratoga Race Course Saturday, trainer Mark Casse
was dealing with the "what's next" question.

Casse did not have the answer to the happy task presented by
Sandman's 1 3/4-length victory over Innovator (Authentic) in the
seven-furlong $100,000 maiden special weight race for
2-year-olds.

"I've got to figure out the best path to the Breeders' Cup,"
Casse said. "l think he's that kind of horse."

Under jockey Dylan Davis, Sandman stalked the early pace of
:22.54 and :45.83 set by Innovator, moved into a contending
position on the turn and made his winning move along the
inside between the quarter pole and the eighth pole. Sandman
reached the wire in 1:23.65 and paid $6.10 as the 2-1 second
choice in the field of eight.

Sandman was bred by the late Robert Lothenbach, the
breeder-owner who died unexpectedly on Nov. 14 at the age of
64. The dispersal of his 2-year-olds was held as part of the OBS
March sale and the partnership of D.J. Stable, St. Elias Stable,
West Point Thoroughbreds and CJ Stable acquired the colt for
$1.2 million. Since the Lothenbach 2-year-olds were not being
prepared for an in-training sale, they galloped instead of
breezing before going into the ring.

Casse said he took part in the selection of the colt.

"I looked at him, OK'd him, and left," he said. "l always leave
the bidding to the others."

Casse chuckled as he described Sandman after the race.

"He's beautiful," Casse said. "Gary Barber was here this
morning, and he goes, 'who's that?' "l told him and he goes,
'he's beautiful.' | said, 'Yeah, that's what $1.2 million will get
you."

However, Casse said the gray has more than just good looks in
his portfolio of assets.

"Since Day 1, he always showed that he was kind of head of
the class," Casse said. Sandman has been a good student who
Casse said handles new things easily.

"Every time | would throw something at him, he says, 'l want
more."

West Point CEO Terry Finley said the decision to purchase
Sandman in partnership made came together smoothly on a
combo of pedigree and appearance.

"He's the most expensive horse in the history of the 2-year-old
sales that didn't breeze," Finley said with a smile. "He's just a
beautiful horse. | knew the consigner. He was very
straightforward."

The Lothenbach dispersal presented a different type of
opportunity for buyers.

"All the horses were good," Finley said. "They were clean. They
weren't honed on. We just felt very good at the sale. | happened
to take a call from Vinny [Viola, owner of St. Elias], and we were
just comparing notes. He said, 'What about that big, beautiful
Tapit that didn't breeze?' He was like, 'let's do it.' So it was the
Greens, St. Elias and West Point that got together. All good.
Good karma."

Finley said that Sandman got involved in a speed duel with a
stablemate in his debut at Churchill Downs on June 27 and
ended up fifth of seven.

"We thought this would be a good spot," Finley said. "And |
know Mark had a lot of confidence the last two weeks with
him." Cont.

SANDMAN (c, 2, Tapit--Distorted Music, by Distorted Humor)
debuted fifth as the favorite going six furlongs at Churchill
Downs June 27 in his first start since bringing $1.2m at OBS
March for the partnership including West Point Thoroughbreds.
Now trying seven furlongs and favored once more at 2-1, the
grey took his time from mid pack, rating nicely in fourth as
Innovator (Authentic) paced the field through fractions of :22.54
and :45.83. Slipping through along the rail, he powered up to
engage that leader off the turn and pulled away inside the final
sixteenth to win nicely by 1 3/4 lengths.

Distorted Music, purchased for $375,000 earlier this year at
FTKFEB from the Lothenbach Stables dispersment, has already
produced this runner's half-sister in She Can't Sing (Bernardini),
GSW, $883,558 who sold at the same sale from the same
dispersment for $1.1m to Hill 'n' Dale. The dam is a half to GSP
Zinzay (Smart Strike) who produced SW/GISP Moon Over Miami
(Malibu Moon). The family also includes MGISW Music Note
(A.P. Indy), the dam of G1 Dubai World Cup hero Mystic Guide
(Ghostzapper). Distorted Music's yearling Into Mischief colt, who
first sold at the dispersment for $650,000, brought $1,000,000
from M.V. Magnier and White Birch Farm at last week's Fasig-
Tipton Saratoga Sale.

SHOWS HE IS CAPABLE ON DIRT by Mike Kane

SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y. -- Tenacious Leader (Not This Time)
served up a sample of his grit Saturday in what turned into a
decisive maiden special weight victory at Saratoga Race Course.

The Spendthrift Farm and Repole Stable colt turned in a
textbook performance under leading rider Irad Ortiz Jr. and
finished 4 3/4 lengths ahead of Clock Tower (Not This Time) in
the $100,000 one-mile race on the main track. Race 7 on the
program was originally scheduled for 1 1/16 miles on the inner
turf course, but the New York Racing Association (NYRA) moved
all the races off the grass following a rainy couple of days
provided by the remnants of Hurricane Debby.

Tenacious Leader completed the eight furlongs in 1:37.93 and
paid $5.20 as the 8-5 favorite.

Spendthrift and Mike Repole joined forces in the purchase of
Tenacious Leader for $375,000 at the 2023 Keeneland
September Yearling Sale. He is trained by Hall of Famer Todd
Pletcher.

"We pretty routinely, will buy yearlings at sale," said Ned
Toffey, the Spendthrift general manager. "We've been looking
for opportunities. One of the things that we do, that over the
last few years, is a little bit newer, is that we do a lot of
partnering, particularly on colts."

Toffey said the farm has done a lot of business standing
stallions with Repole through the years.

"We sort of approached each other about the idea of going
partners on some colts," Toffey said. "Every year at the sales, we
kind of get together and compare notes. For us, the goal is to get
a horse into the stud barn when we buy colts. A horse with the
sire power and the pedigree that this horse has got; it's always a
long shot, but you hope that they can do enough to make it to
the stud barn. So far, so good with this colt."

Half of the original 10 horses in the race were scratched when
the race was moved to the dirt, but two others drew in. Starting
from the middle of the field of seven, Tenacious Leader and
Ortiz were toward the inside in the first turn, but went a bit
wider, though never far from the lead, on the backstretch while
Clock Tower was turning in fractions of :24.02, :47.91 and
1:12.49. In the second turn, Tenacious Leader took over, was in
front at the top of the stretch and extended his advantage in the
run through the stretch. Cont.

In his career debut at 5 1/2 furlongs on dirt on July 13,
Tenacious Leader was well back early and made up a bit of
ground, but still finished 13-3/4 lengths behind Tough Catch
(Complexity). A two-turn turf race was the plan for the second
start, but the wet weather got in the way. No matter for the
Tenacious Leader team.

"We knew he needed distance," Repole said. "The first race
was five furlongs. It was nice to give him a start, and then we
were going to run him dirt or turf. He's trained well on the turf,
and he's trained well on the dirt. Then coming off, | think, let's
be honest, it was an advantage, especially having a start. But
when you look at the time 1:37, it's a very good time for a
2-year-old going one mile. Very happy with that one."

Toffey said it's too early to tell what will be Tenacious Leader's
best surface.

"This game, it's such a great game because, even guys like
Todd Pletcher just never really know for sure," he said.

"Todd's always very honest, that he'll tell you which way he's
leaning. | think people felt like he would run well, and he
needed the first race to sort of figure some things out. We were
leaning towards turf, but are kind of glad how things have
worked out the way they did. He certainly handled himself
really well today on the dirt. That's the first preference, because
there's more commercial appeal for breeders for a dirt horse.
Hopefully that can carry on."

TENACIOUS LEADER (c, 2, Not This Time--Diamonds and Rust,
by Curlin) debuted on the Saratoga main track going 5 "2
furlongs July 13 finishing a well-beaten fifth. Meant for the turf
here but rained off, the 8-5 favorite also got the stretch out to
one mile and showed good early speed while just behind
pacesetter Clock Tower (Not This Time). That pair drew well
clear of the rest of the field and continued to duel into the turn
before Tenacious Leader finally got the jump on his rival with an
outside move inside the eighth pole, clearing off late to win by 4
3/4 lengths.

Diamonds and Rust, purchased with the winner in utero at
KEENOV for $150,000, is a half to MGSW/GISP War Story
(Northern Afleet) and GSW/MGISP Land Over Sea (Bellamy
Road).

As a heralded and unbeaten member of the dominant 2-year-
old fillies’ division entering Saturday’s G1 Keeneland Phoenix
Stakes at The Curragh, Juddmonte’s TDN Rising Star Babouche
(GB) (Kodiac {GB}--Pavlosk, by Arch) was always going to be a
force to be reckoned with and in the event she was too much
for Whistlejacket (Ire) (No Nay Never) to handle in the first
major clash of the sexes in this age group. Surrendering a length
and a half from the gates to the Ballydoyle representative, the
Ger Lyons-trained G3 Anglesey Stakes winner was visibly
motoring under Colin Keane with that 8-13 favourite hassled on
the front by old rival Arizona Blaze (GB) (Sergei Prokofiev).

Rolling by them both a furlong from home, the full-sister to the
stable’s multiple group winner Zarinsk (GB) surged away to win
by 1 1/2 lengths as the 5-2 second favourite, with Arizona Blaze
1 3/4 lengths further back in third.

“Even before Cork, she was telling us how good she was,”
Lyons added. “She’ll stay over this trip until she tells us
otherwise.

Nicolas de Chambure says: "We stayed involved a little bit with
Wootton Bassett after we sold him and he's a horse we've tried
to use as much as we can. We bred six of his Group 1 winners so
he has been really good to us in terms of helping our mares, and
we are lucky to have three really nice fillies and a colt by him in
our draft. Hopefully they are all very representative of what he
gets on type: good-looking horses with a bit of strength and
class, and if so they will sell well.

"Victor Ludorum is in Australia at the moment, shuttling to
Darley, but he will be coming to us when he returns. It's good
timing as there is a strong representation of his first yearlings at
Argana.

"The Dubawi colt out of Frida La Blonde (Fr) is different to his
sister [last year's top lot]. He's a bit more Dubawi, whereas the
filly was a bit more [like damsire] Elusive City. He's still a bit
immature as he was born later than his sister and we know
August can come a bit soon for some of those later-born foals.
It's typical of those foals to do so much through the prep. He's
still a bit babyish but people will see for themselves and
whoever buys him will have a horse who will be evolving a lot
through the autumn. He's a quality colt with a good walk and |
hope he goes to a good home.

"We're also bringing three well-bred fillies to Book 1 in
Tattersalls. They had a place in August but it was just going to
come a bit soon and we felt it would be good to spread them
around a little bit in different markets. The August Sale is good
and it has its place and tradition in the calendar but it can be
tricky for certain horses.

INSPIRAL ON THE BRINK OF HISTORY AT
DEAUVILLE by Tom Frary

Still one of the best of her sex on her day, Cheveley Park Stud’s
Inspiral (GB) (Frankel {GB}) heads back to Deauville on Sunday
to bid to achieve what none other has in the G1 Prix du Haras de
Fresnay-le-Buffard Jacques le Marois. So impressive here in
2022 and 2023, the John and Thady Gosden-trained 5-year-old
is in unchartered territory tackling a third that the likes of
Miesque, Spinning World and Palace Pier (GB) were never asked
to entertain. Found out for lack of stamina in the G1 Prince of
Wales’s Stakes at Royal Ascot last time, the homebred has given
no indication that she has lost any of her former prowess and
with the weather playing ball it is all in place for her to register
the landmark win. The Prix Jacques le Marois is a “Win and
You're In” for the Gl Breeders’ Cup Mile.

It could be that those most likely to spoil Inspiral’s party are
Nurlan Bizakov’s G1 Queen Anne Stakes hero Charyn (Ire) (Dark
Angel {Ire}) and Sheikh Ahmed Al Maktoum’s unbeaten G2
Summer Mile scorer Quddwah (GB) (Kingman {GB}), with the
latter dangerously unexposed having been nurtured by the
Crisfords thus far. Charyn has turned himself inside out this
term, maturing from a colt that was thoroughly likeable and
dependable but limited to one who gives the impression he is fit
to take on anything.

Trainer Roger Varian is relishing the opportunity to back up his
Royal Ascot success over a track that should suit. “He’s grown
into himself this year and is starting to look the finished article,”
he explained. “He’s always been a good horse and he just seems
to have found a new level this year, which is great for everyone

involved. We’re enjoying the journey and had a great day at
Royal Ascot and hopefully he has another big run in him on
Sunday.”

Quddwah has some way to go from his Summer Mile win and
this has historically proven a tough race for those lacking top-
level practice, but it is significant that his shrewd connections
have unwavering faith in him. “We discussed the Sussex, but we
felt the straight mile at Deauville would be more suitable for
him. It’s a high-quality field and a very good race, but he’s got
form to suggest he should be in the mix,” Ed Crisford said.

“The way Charyn won the Queen Anne was very impressive
and if Inspiral can bounce back to form, she’s a two-time winner
of the race already, there’s the French Guineas winner there
and Richard Hannon’s Haatem so they are all dangers but we’re
just hoping to run a really good race and we’ll learn a lot about
him,” Crisford Jr added. “I think he’ll suit a nice strong pace.
When he hits the front Callum [Shepherd] said he felt he was
always doing enough and if they’d got to him at Ascot he would
have gone again.”

Peter R Bradley and Scuderia Scolari’s G1 Poule d’Essai des
Poulains winner Metropolitan (Fr) (Zarak {Fr}) probably needs
last year’s runner-up Big Rock (Fr) (Rock Of Gibraltar {Ire}) to set
a strong pace, but Wathnan Racing’s dual 2,000 Guineas-placed
Haatem (Ire) (Phoenix Of Spain {Ire}) would be happier with it
being slack given his seven-furlong speed. “We gave him a little
bit of time off to freshen up after Royal Ascot, but Richard
[Hannon] reports he’s in very good form,” the owners’ European
racing adviser Richard Brown said.

“It is obviously a very deep race, but he deserves to take his
chance and we’re looking forward to seeing him run. We know
he is tough and wears his heart on his sleeve, so he will putin a
brave performance, I'm sure.” Cont. p13

Having roughed up City Of Troy (Justify) in the Eclipse, Al Riffa
(Fr) (Wootton Bassett {GB}) goes hunting for his first Group 1
win since the 2022 Vincent O’Brien National Stakes in Sunday’s
Grosser Preis von Berlin at Hoppegarten. Up to a mile and a half
for the first time, he has a form edge over Godolphin’s Listed
Tapster Stakes and Listed Fred Archer Stakes winner King Of
Conquest (GB) (Lope De Vega {Ire}) with last year’s G1
Deutsches Derby and G1 Grosser Preis von Baden runner-up Mr
Hollywood (Ire) (Iquitos {Ger}) gradually working his way back
to his best.

Back at Deauville, the G3 Prix Francois Boutin sees a case of
nominative determinism in action with the unbeaten Houquetot
(Ire) (Wootton Bassett {GB}) carrying the Al Shagab Racing silks.
That operation also have the smart Al Hakeem (GB) (Siyouni
{Fr}) engaged in the G3 Prix Gontaut-Biron Hong Kong Jockey
Club, where he meets another past kingpin needing a reversal of
fortunes in Feed The Flame (GB) (Kingman {GB}). That sentiment
also applies to TDN Rising Star Gala Real (Fr) (Wootton Bassett
{GB}), who looks to rebound from her G1 Prix de Diane flop in
the G3 Prix Lady O’Reilly.

FRANKEL SIRES 100TH GROUP WINNER IN
RECORD TIME WITH WIN OF LAKE VICTORIA

ON SATURDAY

Dual champion sire Frankel (GB) sired his 100th group/graded
winner with Lake Victoria (Ire) in the G3 Sweet Solera Stakes at
Newmarket on Saturday. He accomplished that feet in only
3,144 days, a new record, and faster than fellow Juddmonte-
bred Danehill, Deep Impact (Jpn), Galileo (Ire), and Dubawi (ire).

Juddmonte’s general manager UK, Simon Mockridge said,
“Frankel and his record-making achievements seem to know no
bounds. Frankel excels physically and mentally in all that he
does--from racehorse to stallion, and simply in his day-to-day
routine. What a privilege it is to witness this extraordinary horse
in our lifetime.

“It goes without saying this significant milestone and Frankel’s
status as one of the sport’s elite sires could not have been
reached without the support of our breeders worldwide to
whom we are extremely grateful.”

Named the champion sire in 2021 and 2023, he has been tops
of the chart by prize-money in Europe the past three years. In

addition, he sired more Group 1 winners (11), group winners
(27) and stakes winners (42) than any other stallion in the world.
Frankel already has accrued 34 top-level winners, anchored by
European Classic scorers Chaldean (GB), Soul Sister (Ire),
Westover (GB), Homeless Songs (Ire), Adayar (Ire), Anapurna
(GB), Nashwa (GB), Hurricane Lane (Ire), and Logician (GB).
Other notables by the son of Galileo include G1 Prix de I'Arc de
Triomphe heroine Alpinista (GB), European champion
Cracksman (GB), G1 Australian Oaks winner Hungry Heart (Aus),
G1 Japanese Oaks victress Soul Stirring (Jpn), and Gl Breeders’
Cup Filly & Mare Turf winner Inspiral (GB). His percentage of
group winners to runners stands at 12%, while he has 17%
black-type winners to runners.

Added Mockridge, “Frankel’s importance to the sport of
horseracing cannot be underestimated both as a household
name that extends far beyond our industry, and to the
thoroughbred breed. Frankel and his progeny are the jewels in
the crown that is Prince Khalid’s legacy of dedication and
passion for the thoroughbred which has been rewarded beyond
comprehension; the same commitment is felt by his family for
Juddmonte and its horses.”
