SCOPE

1. This index, prepared by the Technical Operations and
Publications Service of the Dag Hammarskjold Library at
United Nations Headguarters, is intended to offer a biblio-
graphical guide to the proceedings and documentation of the
forty-seventh regular session of the Trusteeship Council.

ARRANGEMENT

2. The index consists of the following parts for each ses-
sion:

(a) Introduction, including list of officers and check-
lists of meetings of the Trusteeship Council;

(b) Agenda, with reference to the relevant subject
headings used in Part (c);

(c) Subject index. Subjects are arranged alpha-
betically, with reference to the documentation, discussion,
and disposition of each item. Agenda item numbers are
indicated in parentheses following the subject headings;

(d) Index to speeches. Speeches and statements by
representatives are listed in alphabetical order by country
or organization, subdivided by subject discussed and by
name of speaker, with an indication of the meeting at which
the speech was made. Statements and speeches made by
private individuals representing an organization to which a
hearing was granted are listed under the name of theorga-
nization. Statements made by officers of the United Nations
Secretariat are listed under the name of the office orde-
partment they represented;

{e) Numerical list of documents, arranged by
document symbols,
