e Interactive Dialogue 1: Transforming global governance and turbocharging the
implementation of the 2030 agenda for sustainable development.

e Interactive Dialogue 2: Enhancing multilateralism for international peace and security.

e Interactive Dialogue 3: Towards a Common Digital Future: strengthening inclusive
innovation and cooperation to bridge the digital divides.

e Interactive Dialogue 4: The Future Starts Now: enhancing the global system for current
and future generations.

Further details pertaining to inscriptions for the interactive dialogues as well as the
respective concept notes will be shared shortly.

I wish to sincerely thank the co-facilitators, the Permanent Representatives of Namibia and
Germany, for their hard work in steering the intergovernmental preparatory process thus far and I
once again urge delegations to continue their constructive engagement towards the finalization of
an outcome document that represents our collective ambition.
